VBI MBgOLJCXARIIATIM.
The work of ezaminiog the public scboola 

wsg yesterday resumed by Superintendent 
Carter, who t u  accompanied throughout 
the day by Governor Hahn, president of the 
board, end for s  grant part «1 the time by 
Acting Mayor Bin ley. We Also asw Mr. 
Fsyerwentber, one of the directory st the 
Rampart school. The first establishment 
visited wss the Cnstomhoose colored boys' 
school, s t the comer of Cnstomhonae and 
Robertson streets. Mr. T. B. O’Brien, who 
bss been s teacher in this city for more than 
forty yeSrs, is the prlneipsL His long ex­
perience ins not been thrown swsy, as he 
is one of the most thoroughgoing 
teachers in the schools. In addition 
to other accomplishments, he Is some­
thing of an artist, as two fine 
maps, shewing the Eastern and Western 
Hemispheres, will testify. They were drawn 
on canvas and painted by Mr.O’Brion to 1847, 
and are well and faithfully executed. As 
we entered the principal’s room, the first 
class in reading had juat been called. We 
heard about a dozen young boys, aget 
ranging from ten to fourteen, read for about 
fifteen minutes each, in a loud, (dear, die* 
tinet voice, with good accent and aa few 
inaccuracies aa almost any-good reader of 
larger growth would have committed. For 
distinctness of utterance and intelligent 
reading, commend us to Mr. O’Brien’s first 
class. There are three other teachers in the 
school, Mias 8. E. Armstrong. Mrs. T. V. 
Salvador, and Miss M. A. Riley. We 
inspected their rooms, and found their 
pupils neatly dressed, as for a holiday, and 
each on the qui vite to speak hia piece or 
show the visitors that time and money had 
not been spent on him in vain. There are 
about two hundred pupils on the roll. The 
building is eligibly situated, the rooms well 
ventilated, but the furniture is poor and not 
suitable. Judicious repairs, that woald not 
cost much, would add vastly to the appear­
ance of the achool-honse and the conveni­
ence of teachers and pupils.

BlnvUlt (Bays) Ochoel.
This school has recently txperieneed vi­

cissitudes that have evidently retarded the 
progress of education. In the first place, 
there have recently been two changes In the 
principal teacher. A few weeks ago, Denis 
Oronan, ir„ resigned, and the first assistant, 
Mrs. A. Ward,was promoted. Mrs. A. M. Wil­
liams was transferred from the Webster 
Hcbooi to supply the vacancy thus occa­
sioned. Since then, Mr. B. Wayne has been 
tranaterred to tne school in place of Mrs. 
Ward. He has not been there long enough 
to become thoroughly acquainted with nis 
pupils. The boys in the principal's room 
are unusually siqall, not being apparently 
larger than those usually fonnu in first as­
sistants’ rooms. The boys also appeared to 
be backward in their studies, thru showing 
great need of a careful and energetic 
teacher, which we are quite sore they nave 
at last.

In the room of the first assistant, Mrs. 
Williams, we found lads nearly as large 

those in the first room. A few 
minutes satisfied us that but little 
progress has been made. _ The whole 
school seemed to be wanting in the
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spirit and intelligence that we found pre­
viously in some of tne up-town establish­
ments! Miss Anns Beecher has thirty four 
boys on the attendance roll, but only 
twenty were present yesterday. Tina faith­
ful and accomplished young lady has suc­
ceeded in instilling in rather sterile minds 
pretty correct ideas of lessons, but the little 
fellows were sadly wanting in manliness. 
Their bashfnlness showed that they were 
not accustomed to the presence of strange 
men. There are difficulties of various kinds 
to be overcome, which we hope tne corps 
of teachers as now organized will succeed 
in doing. The teachers are:

B. Wayne, principal; Mrs. L. Williams, 
first assistant; Miss E. Wagner, Bliss S. 
Shrever, second assistants; Miss A. Hubert, 
Miss A. Beecher, Mbs M. A. Thompson, 
Miss E Jones, third assistants.

Miss E. O’Hara, as supernumerary, has 
been acting for some time in place of Mrs. 
Wagner, who is an invalid. There are 
three hundred and eighteen pupils on the 
roll, not more than two-thirds of whom 
were present.

The Robertson (Girl.) School.
This school is well attended, and is appar­

The principal, 
Miss Frye, had arranged a very long pro­
gramme of recitatioiiB, compositions, songs, 
etc., so that we heard no examinations in 
studies. The little girls were very neatly 
dressed, were orderly and lady like. Some 
of the compositions were cleverly writ­
ten. From a number placed before us. with 
permission, we select at random the fol’ow- 
icg not that we deem it the best, 
especially, but merely to give a sample. It 
was written by Miss Caroline Fincke:

The Claiborne (Bar*) ffiehaal.
This ia a fairly constructed, low building, 

with all the rooms ou the first floor. The 
building is open on both sides—ou the one, 
the street, and the other, a narrow yard; the 
window® are so hign, however, on tfie street 
aide, that all the circulation passes over the 
boys’ heads. This is a delect that conid 
easily be remedied, and wonid add greatly 
to the comfort of the inmates. There are 
230 on the roll, of which 208 were present. 
When we entered, Mr. Sorapurn was review­
ing his first class in geography. This was 
done by means of a large map of Europe, 
before which one of the boys was find­
ing tbe principal places and point­
ing them out with a long rod. 
We expected to find a higher grade 
of study in such a place at such a time. 
There was no large map of America in the 
room—another defect. In Mrs. Taliaferro's 
room great attention has been paid to writ­
ing, and we saw some creditable drawing. 
Little Master Fumey Leon showed us bu 
slate with a most artistic drawing of the 
Eastern hemisphere, drawn by himself. It 
would be creditable to the most experienced 
draftsman. About half the boys in the 
room had examples written upon their 
slates in a clear, bold, plaia hand, which 
our compositors would be glad to see imi­
tated by the writers for the Republican. 
Mrs. Taliaferro is evidently a very superior 
teacher, and should be placed in a 
higher department. Until recently 
there were seven teachers in this school— 
Mr. J. B. Sorapuru, Mrs. J. B. Prados, Mrs. 
J. Boyce, Miss O. F. Burci, Miss L. Con- 
well, Mrs. M. Taliaferro, and Miss M. 
English. The new board has recently ap­
pointed Mrs. Thompson in addition to the 
above.

About two hundred and fifty pupils re­

ceive instruction at this institution under 
the principal direction ot Miss Josephine M. 
Mettaxa, assisted by Mrs. F. A. Childress, 
Miss Marie M. Conlon. Miss A. I card, Mies 
H. A. Zangarle and Miss B. Nolan. The 
school is undoubtedly under able manage­
ment, and the parents of the children are 
entitled to credit for the tasty manner in 
which they dress their girls for examination 
day at least. Among oth^r grateful offer­
ings we found some cool and acceptable re ­
freshments, to which the gentleman accom­
panying Mr. Carter were invited to partake. 
Various recitations and declamations took 
place meanwhile. The following by Miss 
Lonisa Schiek was particularly well spoken:

Also repeal# the taxes on legacies and suc­
cessions. All stamp laws are left as at 
present, except that stamps on promissory 
notes, receipts for any amount, and canned 
and preserved fish, are repealed.

There are very mapy changes, 
which rednee the revenue from internal 
source#, and restores the tariff to n&urly the 
present rates.
