. able. If we are to shut the door against

G eneral Banks and the  P resident.— 
The New York Standard* vindicates the 
almmiatration on the Cuban question, and 
says:

Following closely upon the message of the 
President in relation to Cuba, is the long 
promised speech of General Banks. Neither 
the report or the speech shows any good 
rea?oi for hastening the recognition of 
Cub*, and we are more than ever convinced 
that the position taken by the President on 
the Cuban question is one that will be 
heartily approved by the American people. 
Our sympathies are entirely with the Cuban 
patriots, but we have international duties to 
perform, that appeal to the judgment and 
not to the feelings. The United Htates can­
not afford to be the Don Quixote of nations, 
fighting everybody’s windmill, and becom­
ing the champioH of all distressed ladies in 
every part of the world.

Cuba we would williDgly help, at least so 
far aa our sympathy and encouragement 
go; but the patriots must first help them­
selves before they can expect us to put upon 
their aspirations the seal of official appro­
val, by declaring their republic a bellige­
rent among nations. They naturallv look 
to us for recognition, asff the well known 
sympathy of the United States toward any 
people struggling for liberty entitles them 
to demand from ns what no other nation 
Would accord to them. And yet our inter­
national duties are tbe same as those of 
other nations. We would be false to those 
duties if we acted more hastily than any 
other nation ought to act, and we would be 
false to liberty if we extended our aid to 
every adventurer who chose to claim it in 
the name of freedom and independence.

A correspondent of the Chicago Republican
