them he was compelled to liberate, a day 
before, the full completion of their sentence, 
two females. Where he will place fresh 
arrivals is not easy to determine. He re­
cently wrote to the Recorders, directing 
their attention to this fact, but has received 
no reply. There are not sufficient men 
physically competent to prepare the stones 
for the new buildings inside the Work- 
house, and it is the intention of Cap- 
Win Noble to present each woman with 
a stone hammer. Work of some kind 
woald be a god send to them, for their 
time is spent in idleness and ribaldry. 
Nearly one half ot the seventy-five women 
who live there a life of ease with more than 
sufficient nourishing diet, care little for the 
few days or months’ imprisonment. They 
are, with very few exceptions, women who 
have paid periodical visits to the Workhonse 
for twenty years. Dissipation and lewd as­
sociations have broken their constitutions, 
and vitiated tneir characters beyond relief, 
and hence a life of ease is a blessing instead 
of a punishment. Some institution must be 
provided where these vagabonds can be put 
to better use than to be a burden to the tax­
payers as well as a curse to society and 
themselves. ____________

Education for the I nsane.—The annual 
convention of the Association of Medical 
Superintendents of the Insane, is now in 
session at Hartford, and we perceive, by the 
published report of the proceedings, that 
many facta of interest are being developed, 
so much so, indeed, that a Dr. Barstow gave 
a detailed description of the result of his 
labors in teaching lunatics, and even born 
idiots, not only the simpler but the most 
advanced branches of education. Dr. 
Barstow, who has furnished the subjoined 
extracts to an exchange paper, prefaces his 
observations with the remark that the ex­
periment of educating the insane was first 
put in operation in 1855, at the Richmond 
District Lunatic Asylum, Ireland, where 
there are, on an average, from ten to twelve 
hundred patients. He says:

The pupils are arranged in classes and 
divisions, old and young, according to ca- 
pacitv and proficiency. Object teaching is 
fonnd to be especially adapted to arouse the 
attention of the patients. There are also 
rhetorical and dramatic entertainments, and 
drills military and gymnastic, * * * •

The experiment of imparting elementary 
instruction has likewise been attended with 
success in the asylums of Iowa and Rich­
mond. Dr. Ranny, of the former, said the 
success was at first only partial, but a de­
cided interest was soon manifested in the 
common branches, reading, writing, geogra­
phy andjgrammar.

The writer then proceeds to state that 
there are now regular exercises in all these 
subjects at the Iowa Asylum, the patients 
being divided into classes. Considerable 
proficiency has been made in these branches, 
and the general’effect on the household in 
excellent.

The results which have attende 1 the ex­
periments in the above named establish­
ments should lead to the adoption of like 
efforts in the lunatic asylums, not only of 
Louisiana, but all over the country. With 
regard to the New Orleans institution an 
effort should be made to alleviate the condi­
tion of the inmates. The Superintendent is 
admirably qualified for his position, as we 
have had frequent opportunities of ascer­
taining, but the asylum itself is more fitted 
for its original purpose—a jail—than for a 
place of detention for harmless idiots and 
demented humanity. Doubtless two thirds 
of the unfortunate inmates there could be 
benefited, even under existing circum­
stances, by having their xuiuds diverted and 
reawakened through (lie imparting of 
instruction. ____________

Recorder Weber’s Court.—Charles Hart, 
for being over-freighted with extract of pine 
tops and abuse, with the latter of which he 
was quite too liberal with the people gene­
rally, and officer Briggs particularly, con­
cluded to play a game of checkers with his 
proboscis at Swain's retreat for the next ten 
days, in default of the essentials.

Anthony Steeve was charged with keeping 
a vicious dog which bit somebody, but “the 
dog was dead” before Steeve made his ap­
pearance, and for his promptness was dis­
charged.

Sarah Thomas, who “frowd dat last brick 
fust” at the cranium of Pauline Johnson, 
doing but little damage to that very useful 
appendage, furnished a guarantee to do so 
no more for six months.

Daniel Eagan has at last “ come to time,” 
and has been introduced to his honor, Judge 
Abell, to be dealt with according to his 
deserts.

Alexander'Warren has been arrested on 
two affidavits, made by a Mr. Honeycomb, 
wherein he is charged with an attempt 
maliciously and willfully to commit arson, 
and threatning to put the Honeycomb in 
that hive from which he would never return. 
He has visited our friend, Captain Swain, to 
reflect, at his leisure, upon what demurrer 
to plead.

Antonio Desposito, charged by Moritz 
Goetzel with threats to dissect him on short 
notice, upon being remonstrated with upon 
the danger of such operation in this warm 
weather, fnrnished a bond to postpone his 
surgical experiment for six months, until 
the cold weather.

Superintendent’s Clerk .—Superinten­
dent Badger being deprived of the services 
of Mr. Herrick jjas placed Mr. P. H. Boyle 
at the clerk’s desk, Mr. Herrick’s health 
being so poor that he finds it necessary to 
seek another climate.

One 
of the witnesses for the defense testified 
that the six ducks, the property in ques­
tion, when separated from Mrs. Miller’s 
flock, went to their former heme happy to­
gether.

Jacob Levy appears to be an unfortunate 
huckster of calico. No less than five affi­
davits are now pending against him in this 
court, varying from insult and abuse to as­
sault and battery. From what we hear, 
Levy seems determined when on entering a 
house to dispose of his goods to the resi­
dents at any cost. A refusal is ausge$pisldtt 
hence the complaint of the charges enume­
rated above.

Be Careful of Your Bed-fellow.—We 
copy the following from the Natchez 
Courier:

Sheriff Noonan received a dispatch yester­
day from the Superintendent of Police in 
New Orleans, announcing the capture of 
one Charley Thomas, one of the Ciscle mur­
derers, who broke jail on the twenty-fourth 
of May last; the facts of the arrest are 
singulai: One Richard Anderson slept with 
the guilty Thomas on last Wednesday night, 
at the house of one John Flannigau, under 
the hill, and, in the quiet hour which often
Eromotes confidence, the said Thomas, 

arrassed with the devils of conscience, 
disclosed bis guilt, and stated he was 
going to Texas, urging his bed-fellow to ac­
company him. Anderson agreed to go, and 
forthwith started up the hill, as hp said, for 

thing*; but sot Juwiag any things,

called on the Sheriff, notified him of the 
facts, whereupon the Sheriff offered a suita­
ble reward to the unoffending bed-fellow 
for the recapture of the guilty one. Ander­
son posted to New Orleans to sleep again 
with his “companion de lit.” Joyful must 
have been the meeting, as Anderson em­
braced bis late mate with the grip of hand­
cuffs. The Sheriff has shown much energy 
and sagacity for the manner in which he 
has brought back his delinquent boarders. 
There now only remain three of the escaped 
offenders of the law at large.

A L ively Munday.— Not one of the seven 
days constituting a week, but Peter Mun­
day, a young and rather goo# looking per­
son, who is in very bad grace with the po­
lice. Special Officer Bollousa passing aloDg 
Chartres streetjesterday noticed the Peter’s 
actions, which were not such as belong 
to a laboring man; he had an eye on a store, 
inside of which was Wallace, another of the 
same stripe. Evidently the two were ar­
ranging to perpetrate a robbery. The 
officer was not slow in taking Munday to 
prison, but on the way liberal offers of 
bribes were made, and not accepted by the 
special. Accused was taken to the third 
precinct station-house, and while under­
going a small bit of pumpiDg, sought to re­
gain his liberty by flight, for he is fleet of 
foot. Crossing the street and passing 
through Jackson Square gate, he struck his 
knee against the post, but he continued on 
until at the opposite gate, when Mr. Boul- 
losa gathered him in safety. Two skeleton 
keys were found on him, also a small 
sum of money. All the officers at 
once began digging up from their 
minds crimes which had been cast 
at Munday’s door, and the record is not 
a dull one. It was remembered that Nnma 
Avegno’s dwelling had been robbed of coin 
and currency amounting to a thousand dol­
lars; that a place was robbed of a goodly 
sum on the day of the fifteenth amendment 
celebration, and that the hat etore of Belden 
A Eames had lost a bank box containing 
considerable cash.

All these items and many more were 
strung together, comparisons made, and an 
understanding arrived at, for Mun­
day is a shrewd, bold man, and 
needs careful attention. His pic­
ture was necessary to the
rogues’ gallery, therefore he was
sent to a Poydras street photographer. For 
temporary confinement he was imprisoned 
in the first precinct station house, second 
story. He had not been there more than 
two hours before it was discovered that he 
was rapidly working his way toward liberty, 
going through the floor over head, into 
the Recorder’s courtroom, at that time 
vacant. As he seemed so handy with 
his hands he was introduced to the 
stocks, where he found a close fit. 
Judge Houghton remembers that not 
many weeks ago this lively fellow was be­
fore him for robbing a party on St. Thomas 
6treet, but gave bonds, and never returned. 
At that time he used the name G. P. Monta- 
nat. Then gentlemen connected with the 
hat store were sent for to identify him. 
Thi3 they did emphatically. The police 
seem to think that he is not altogether un­
connected with several other bits of rascal­
ity, as also is his brother Jamee, at present 
abidiDg in the Workhouse. It is not un­
likely Peter will keep him company during 
the summer months.

F atrol Duty in a Horsecar.—We have 
refrained from giving publicity to a scandal­
ous transaction, which came to the atten­
tion of Captain Lewis, fifth precinct, last 
week, trusting that the Police Board would 
take judicious action in the premises;but 
the Board apparently winking at the delin­
quencies on the part of some of its subordi­
nates, we give publicity to the facts as they 
reached us.

Last week, Corporal Engel, fifth precinct, 
entered a street car late at night, refusing 
or neglecting to pay his fare. When passing 
the cross streets on the line, this luxurious 
Corporal protruded his head from the car 
and blew his whistle. Of course the driver 
did not halt his vehicle to ascertain if the 
patrolmen made any response to the call or 
were on their beats or not. This ceremony 
continued until he reached the limits of his 
district when he withdrew from the car. The 
passengers were full of jokes regarding the 
corporal’s lazy habits, and the driver subse­
quently reported the transaction to Cap­
tain Lewis, who forwarded charges to the 
Board; then, a proposition to reduce ihe 
culprit to the ranks was voted down, and 
he escaped with a fine of three days’ pay. 
This, ia the face of his Captain’s complaint 
and assertion that the corporal is really in­
efficient, is worthy of extended remarks. 
It is said that accused cannot read or write 
the English language, or speak plainly the 
language of his adopted country. He is 
said, furthermore, to be a native of Den­
mark, and there are certain international 
reasons in the Board why he should continue 
to curse Captain Lewis and the police force 
with his presence. ______

found guilty, and dismissed the service.

Charge, 
drunkenness; pleaded guilty, and fined five 
days’ pay.

J. Gaspard, fourth precinct. Charge, dis­
obedience of orders; guilty, and fined two 
days’ pay.

C. Philomen, fourth precinct. Charge, 
lying down while on duty; guilty, and fined 
one day’s pay.

M. Caulfield, fourth precinct. Charge, 
violation of police rules; guilty, and fined 
three days’ pay.

Corporal S. Engle, fifth precinct. Charge, 
neglect of duty and violation of police rules; 
guiltv and lined three days’ pay.

T. Jordan, filth precinct. Charge, sleep­
ing on lys beat; pleaded guilty and fined five 
days’ pay.

O. Allen, fifth precinct. Charge, sleeping 
ou his beat; guilty and fined five days’ pay.

T. J. Finn, fifth precinct. Charge, sitting 
down while ou duty: plead guilty and fined 
one day’s pay.

C. F. Miller, fifth precinct. Charge, found 
off his beat; reprimanded.

G. B. Williams, sixth precinct. Charge, 
conduct unbecoming au officer; guilty, uis- 
missed the service.

W. Nash, sixth precinct. Charge, sitting 
down while on duty; pleaded guilty and 
fined one day’s pay.

In H arness.—A thief desiring some new 
harness, stole a set from Mr. E. T. Fel- 
lowes, corner St. Charles and State streets, 
Thursday night. The harness is new and 
brass mounted, the traces being cut.

Resumed H is S ituation. — Carreau, 
deemed a criminal of large capacity, who 
obtained his release froBi the Workhouse 
last week on a writ of habeas corpus, but 
arrested immediately thereafter, was yester­
day before Recorder Staes on the long 
charge, and there being pretty strong evi- 
«^nce against him, the Judge judged it right 
to return him to the Workhouse. . Thus it 
will be seen that he has lost time by his 
using that convenient writ, for he begins 
jut Workhouse residence de novo. In per­

sonal appearance he is looking poorly, quite 
haggard, as if close confinement effects his 
health. That apparently settles him for a 
short form.

H abeas Corpus.—Not many days ago, G. 
W. Sadler, First Justice of the Peace, con­
signed Christopher Aiken to prison for a 
term of thirty days, in default ot paying a 
fine of fifty dollars on two charges—con­
tempt of court aud resisting the constable 
who made the arrest. Aiken applied for 
release on a writ of habeas corpus, and yes­
terday received his discharge from Judge 
Abell, who hclds that Judge Sadler tran­
scended his powers. Other people view 
the matter in another light.

Two in One.—Moses Jack9on and Benja­
min Perkins were arrested on Camp street 
last evening, in consequence of their run­
ning two carts under one number for the 
purpose of avoiding paying license.

Criminal Court.—Charles Martin, put in 
a plea of guilty to a larceny, in stealing a 
saddle from Mr. Fayssoux. Sentenced to 
six months Parish Prison.

Alphonse Desire, who had the choice be­
tween the Parish Prison aud the State Peni­
tentiary, would rather go to his aunt and 
leave the city. He had pleaded guilty on 
the sixeeath June, of having stolen from 
Frank Angelloten dollars, on the twenty- 
ninth May. Eight months Penitentiary.

G. W. Williams, alias Major, who had 
pleaded guilty to a charge of carrying con­
cealed weapons, was remanded for sentence, 
as the court is anxious to hear a little more 
about him.

Frank Stewart, convicted of having 
picked the pocket of Mr. J. Cooney, on the 
tenth of May, 1870, on a Bayou Road car, of 
thirty-four dollars, was sentenced to six 
months Parish Prison.

Peter Jackson, alias Peter O’Hara, who 
was convicted with Hugh Begley and 
Thomas Coolahau (both sentenced to the 
Penitentiary), of a burglary at the store of 
Edward Burn, in the Fourth District, ou 
April 8, four months Parish Prison.

John Darling, a cripple, wa9 sentenced to 
SI fine for an assault and battery.

The sentence of George Taylor, who 
attempted to murder his wife on the second 
of Obtober, 1809, was postponed until Friday 
next.

Henry C. Brown was discharged on a 
nolle prosequi from assault and battery 
committed on John Thoele, on the four­
teenth instant.

The jury that bad the case of George 
Williams, "‘charged with burglary, was 
unable to agree. They were discharged, 
and accused remanded.

F ire L ast Night.—The fire last night was 
in the building No. 8 Spain street, occupied 
by Mrs. S. Anderson as a wool factory. The 
building and contents were quite completely 
destroyed, the loss of the building amount­
ing to about $5000, partly insured—owned 
by Colonel Lee. The machinery was in­
sured in the Mechanics’. For a time it 
seemed as if the firemen would not be able 
to stay the progress of the flames, but by 
great efforts they confined the fire to No. 8. 
The cause of the fire ia unknown.

The special agents of the Postoffi.ee Department, 
on exhibition of their credentials, also postomce 
blanks, mail hags, locks and keys, are to be conveyed 
wit hout charge.

The route agents of the department, should it ap­
point them, to be conveyed without charge, and, for 
their exclusive use while traveling with the mails, a 
commodious apartment is to be provided by tne 
contractor, under tbe direction of the department.

No pay will be made tor trips not performed; and 
for eacn of such omissions, not satisfactorily ex­
plained, three times the pay of the trip may be de­
ducted For arrivals so far behind time as to break 
connection with depending mails, and not satisfac­
torily excused, one fourth of the compensation tor 
the trip is subiect to forfeiture. Deduction will also 
be ordered for a grade of performance inferior to 
that specified in tne contract. For repeated delin­
quencies of the kind, enlarged penalties, propor­
tioned to tbe nature thereof and the importanoe of
the msil, may be made.

Fines will be imposed, unless tbe delinquency be 
promptly and satisfactorily explained by certificates
of postmasters or the affidavits ot other credible per- 
sons, for failing to arrive in contract time; for ne­
glecting to take the mail from or deliver it into a 
postoffice: for sufferirg it to be wet. injured, des­
troyed, robbed, or lost; and for refusing, after de­
mand. to convey the mail as frequently as the con­
tractor runs, or is concerned in running a convey­
ance on the route.

The Postmaster General may annul the eontract 
for repeated failures to run agreeably to contract; 
for violating the Postoffice laws, or disobeying the 
instructions of the deagrimcnt.

The Postmaster General may ordsr an increase of 
the service by allowing therefor a pro rata increase 
in the contract pay. He may change the schedule 
of departures and arrivals if the running time be 
not abridged.

Each bid must be guaranteed by two responsible 
persons, certified to be such by a postmaster or a 
judge of a court of record. Tbe Department re­
serves the right to reject any bid winch may he 
deemed extravagant, ami also to disregard the bids 
of failing contractors and bidders.

The contract to be executed and returned to the 
Department sixty days before beginning service.
