.on, this beautifnl and well arranged Uui- 
vepsity, and may its present prosperity be 
but a prophecy of its future, aud may you 
long be spared to see, respectiug if, your 
most sanguine hopes rtalked.

Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen—We 
have met at this time and plhce to formally 
dedicate this material structure to the great 
work of education. I find its inception and 

hold m my liancf, and

The enfranchisement of the slaves and 
their necessitous condition led the American 
Missionary Association to plant schools in 
the South, whose immunities should bb en­
joyed by all, without regard to race or 
previous condition. Through this unaecta- 
rian agency, hundreds of elementary schools 
and colleges have been opened to the col­
ored people. New Orleans, the commercial 
metropolis of the Southwest, seemed 
especially to demand a school of higher 
learning, for one half of its population are 
of African descent, thousands of which, free 
born, are persons of wealth and culture. To 
meet this necessity, in the spriog of 18(19 
a few gentlemen conceived the plan of plant 
ing this University.

The Freedmen’s Bureau and American 
Missionary Association at once pledged 
their co-operation. A site was selected on 
one of the most beantiful streets in the city. 
The American Missionary Association pur 
chased the grounds and the government 
assured the erection of buildings to the 
value of $20,000. An act of incorporation 
was secured Jane 25, 1869, “with the power 
to confer all such degrees and honors as are 
conferred by universities in the United 
States of America,” and representative men 
in sympathy with the work, were chosen a' 
Board of Trustees.

While the buildings were being erected 
a normal department was opened in one c 
the churches, which numbered about sixty 
students. February, 1870, the building was 
completed, and at once occupied. Tne 
providence of God seemed to favor the en­
terprise from the beginning; and, within 
these brief months, more than eight 
hundred students have been in- 
tructed. Its beautifnl and well 
ranged apartments, ample modern facilitiee 
for instruction, scholarly and consecrated 
teachers, and the high moral tone of its cul­
ture, render it pre-eminent as a school for 
yonth. Distinguished gentlemen, familiar 
with the best methods ot instruction, have 
expressed the highest commendation. Be­
cause it is so catholic in its aims and thor 
ongh in its culture, several students of the 
Saxon race have availed themselves of its 
advantages; and at no distant day, it is ex­
pected that all nationalities will freely enter 
its departments.

This building, erected by the government 
for the American Missionary Association, I 
am ordered by Major General O. O. How­
ard, the commissioner, to transfer to that 
Christian body. This, I do, most cheerfully, 
because I am fully perauaded, that it will not 
be alienated from the purposes of its ere< $ 
lion—the education of students, without re 
gard to race or color.

The history of the American Missionary 
Association needs no extended recital by 
me. Like the Freedmen’s Aid Society, and 
kindred organizations, I believe they were 
Heaven ordained. When other missionary 
boards were false to the African race, this 
association sprang into being.

The Sonth had been at once the field of its 
missionary w orkout its fidelity to freedom, 
barred its entrance to this Southern field, 
and so its energies were directed to African 
missions. So soon as the war unbolted the 
door it turned its attention to the freedmen 
o f the South. The Northern people gave 
freely to this unsectarlau organization, and 
so efficient had it proved itself to be, and so 
economic were its disbursements, that 
agenta of the Bureag in all the States sought 
its co-operation.

It planted the first freedmen's schools in 
this State, and thc bureau found it occupy­
ing the ground.

General Banks promised to assume and 
faithfully perform this educational work in 
Louisiana, and this association withdrew its 
corps of faithful teachers, and directed its 
means elsewhere. So soon as the burean 
resolved to devote its energies to the erec­
tion of buildings for elementary and higher 
learning, this association re-entered this 
field, and by the antiring energy oi its agent. 
Rev. J. W. Healy, commenced the erection 
of school buildings and the organization of 
schools, by the co-oporative aid of the gov­
ernment. Other associations have re­
ceived similar and greater aid, and 
all have been aided when the 
conditions prescribed by the government 
have been complied with. We have aided 
the Methodist Church to the amount of 
$40,000, the Baptists 130,000, and this asso­
ciation about $25,000. Without making 
invidious comparisons, facts warrant me in 
saying that this association has done more 
educational work than any other. Its score 
of school buildings, all occupied with effi­
cient schools, sustained all the year, and its 
more than sixty teachers, are evidences 
that it means work. This university, which 
has instructed nearly nine hundred students 
the past year, and the results witnessed in 
these examinations are full proof of its 
laithful work.

Rev. Mr. Healy, In accepting the transfer 
of the property to the association, of which 
he is agent, spoke as follows:

In behalf of the American Missionary 
Association, I accept the transfer of these 
buildings and furniture, which you have 
formally delivered to us by order of the 
Secretary of War. This I do, not to enrich 
the association, which I represent—for it is 
a most valuable and generous donation— 
but I accept It with the sincere and pro­
found conviction that the educational de­
sign of the government, in the erection and 
transfer, will be faithfully aud sacredly 
carriod out. What wc have done the past 
year, is a pledge of what we purpose to do 
in yet greater measure.

But, sir, what is the educational design 
‘he government? I need not say to thisof

people who have been so largely the recip­
ients of the benefactions of the Bureau, 
that its animus is humane and praiseworthy. 
Under any circumstances, it is the duty of 
the State and nation to educate its people; 
and this is an especial duty of a Republican 
government. Ignorance is the bane of re­
publics, and education—the education of the 
entire people—is the safeguard of liberty 
and Republican institutions. A king­
dom or an empire may abide 
and the masses remain illiterate, but not so 
with a republic. A government like ours, 
wliich concedes individuality and political 
equality, must by education fit its subjects 
for self-government and intelligent citizen­
ship. A system of labor, snch as has here 
obtained for past generations, denied the 
enslaved thc culture of that mind which is 
the glory of our manhood, and so slavery 
and ignorance are everywhere and 
always twin sisters. Denying the
right of self-culture; this system
has sapped the life of the common­
wealth; aud, had it become national, the 
republic had disintegrated and lallen. The 
God of our fathers, the guardian of these 
States, by the severe logic of a fratracidal 
war, exorcised this demon, and permitted 
an enfranchised race to vindicate their 
heaven-born rights of liberty, equality aud 
education.

Following this enfranchisement, this fos­
ter father organized the Freedmen’s Bureau 
to furnish that boon which bad been so long 
and so unjustly denied. As the result, 
schools for freedmen have been planted all 
over these States, and tens of thousands of 
children and adults have enjoyed their im-

Superintendent,.,/ there were last year in 
“Under the bjttools, employing 259 teach- 
the State 21f ing an attendance of 12 309 
ers, andwhile the State furnished neither 
pupil* nor school houses for the masses 
ecbigeDcy not only planted and sustained 
jtt-e hundred of schools, but it also dotted 

£he State with school buildings for elemen­
tary and higher instruction.

This sir, iias been your great work, and 
these scores of monumental buildings, con­
secrated to education without regard to race 
or color, will stand for generations’ as evi­
dences of your consecrated toil, and the 
thousands that shall be blessed by them will 
forever bold you in grateful remembrance.

Now multiply the harvest in this State by 
all these Southern States, and what an 
apostle of beneficence the Freedmen’s Bu­
reau has been. It has had corrupt agents— 
and what organization has not ? Many of its 
funds have been misapplied, and how many 
of the seeds of autumn time are abortive ? 
And yet, conceding all this, it had its birth 
in the skies, and its mission has been mil- 
1< nial.

Having the same end in view, but com 
bining with the culture of the mind that of 
the soul, the American Missionary Associa­
tion from the first, has been regarded by the 
government as a faithful ally, and has re­
ceived bounteously of its gifts. At its late 
anniversary it reported for the year 638 mis 
sionaries and teachers in its service, o: 
Sfr'TbqftMg colored. Iatoedajr schools 
2348, 18 254 in Sabbath schools. The num 
her of teachers is greater tbau ever before, 
but the expense is not increased, as the 
freedmen pay a large share. There are 
twenty per cent less pupils in the lower de 
partments, while in the normal department 
the number is double, and five college stu­
dents appear for the first time on the lists.

It has a score of colleges and seminaries 
in these States similar to this. In this State 
during the past year, by the aid it has re­
ceived from the government—all Christian 
organizations could receive the same—it has 
planted and sustained more schools, out­
side of New Orleans, than all other agencies 
combined. I mention these facts, sir, to 
show vou that the aid rendered the enfran 
chisea through this organization is not mis 
directed or misapplied.

Thanking you for all your generous aid 
and timely co-operation—for we have ever 
wrought as brothers in this common work- 
let me express my gratitude once again 
for the transfer you have made, and 
pledge the government, through you 
that the American Missionary Association 
and this university, which I am permitted 
to represent, will be the guardians of 'this 
sacred trust. And may the great Father of 
us all bless your work more abundantly in 
coming years, and in  cerium redia l late.
