At no time since the last Presidential elec­
tion, has there been so much excitement a8 
in New Orleans yesterday, and tbe latest in­
telligence of the progress of the contest for 
rivalry on the Mississippi Wss etigerlj 
sought. The bulletins of the morning 
papers announcing the time of the 
Natchez and Lee opposite Baton Rouge 
were read and re-read. The next announce­
ment was in extras from our Comp street 
contemporaries stating that the Lee passed 
Red river at fifty five minutes past Aveyes­
terday morning, eight minutes ahe$d of the 
Natchez. This wo* followed by the an­
nouncement that the Lee reached Natchez at 
twelve minutes past ten and the Natchez at 
twenty minutes past ten. The time of the 
Lee to Natchez was seventeen hears and 
eleven minutes; tbe-time of the Natchez te 
the same point seventeen hours gad nine­
teen minutes. The Lse did not land, bnt 
lost four minutes taking coal from barge*. 
The Natchez lost eight minutes In landing.

A Natchez dispatch was received by Mr. 
V. C. Dentzel, of the Picayune, as follows: 

The steamer Natchez made time as follows: 
To Hill’s  Gate, 1:01}; Red Church. 1:40; 
Donaldson ville, 5:05 ; Baton Rouge, Br31;

Another dispatch to Mr. Dentzel stated 
that ths Lee arrived at Natchez at 17:11, 
the Natch* a at 17:19.

By the Associated Press dispatetes, from 
Vicksburg, published this morning, will 
be seen that the Lee arrived at Vicksburg at 
1:35, and left at 5:39 last evening, while the 
Natchez arrived at 5:53, and left at 6:04, 25 
minutes behind the Lee.

The detentions of the Natchez are greater 
than of the Lee, the former having lost 
eight minutes in landing at Nochez’, while 
the Lee only lost four minutes in taking, 
coal from bArges. The Natchez loot elven 
minutes at Vicksbnrg, whtle the Lee loet 
only four minutes. The Ns'.chez lost nine­
teen minutes in all, and the Lee only eight 
minutes; a net loss to the Natchez of eleven 
minutes. The Lee left Vicksburg twenty- 
five minutes ahead, but started from New 
Orleans four minutes before the Natchez, 
so that the net sain of the Lee in speed to 
Vicksburg is reduced to ten minute*.
