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office which he should think would not re­
quire a very high order of talent.

Mr. Walton judged not, by the number of 
persons anxious to get it.

Mr. Pierce (referring to Leovy’s Digest) 
naid the salary of the keeper of the court- 
liouse was, formerly, only two thousand dol­
lars.

Adopted.
Sec. 2. Bo it further ordained, That the 

foregoing appointees shall be subject to such 
rules anu regulations as the Administrator 
of the Department from time to time may 
prescribe.

Adopted.
Sec. 4. Be it further ordained, That the 

■alaries of all officers appointed to duties in 
the Department of Waterworks and Public 
Buildings shall be paid monthly, upon pay 
rolls to be prepared by the Administrator 
thereof.

On motion of Mr. Shaw, the words, “upon 
pay rolls to be prepared by the Administra­
tor thereof," were stricken out and the sec­
tion was adopted.

Sec. •">. Be it further ordained, That all or­
dinance and resolutions, and parts ot the 
same, contiicting with this ordinance, are 
hereby repealed.

On the question of the adoption of the 

ordinance as a whole, a viva move vote was 
token, itnd the ordinance was declared 
adopted.

Mr. Emley palled np the following reso­
lution:

W hereas, The markets of this city were 
leased for the current year with the implied 
anderstanding that the customary emolu­
ments appurtenant thereto should inure to 
th e  benefit of the lessees; and,

Whereas, The police authorities, under a 
construction of the market ordinance, are 
denving to said lessees the use ot the ban-

Suettes as heretofore enjoyed by them; 
lerefore,
Resolved, That the sidewalks or pave­

ments bordering the public markets lie oc­
cupied and used during the remainder of 
the present year, up to January 1. 1871, as 
•ustomary during the past few years.

Mr. Pierce thought the resolution unne- 
•essary, on the Administrator s own show­
ing. It was not necessary to correct a law, 
because the police had misconstrued it. If 
the police had gone beyond their power, 
they, and not the law, ought to be cor­
rected.

Mr. Walton remarked that if any favors 
•ould be shown those market lessees, it was 
desirable to do so. He understood many 
af them would soon ask to be released ol 
their contract, on account of the slaughter­
house monopoly. They were all losing 
money.

The resolution was laid over.
Mr. Emley introduced the following, to 

he printed and referred to the Administrator 
■ mf Assessments:
An ordinance remitting the interest on the 

unpaid city tax bills, for the years from 
1856 to 18(36 inclusive, if paid before the 
first day of December, 187(5.
Be it ordained, That until the first day of 

December, 1870, upon application by any of 
the parties interested^ and upon the pay­
ment of the prtneipal. costs and other legal 
eharges, the Sheriff of the parish of Orleans, 
is hereby empowered and directed to deduct 
and remit the amount of interest, accrued 
and accruing, in favor of the city of New 
Orleans by the judgements of the courts, in 
which suit may have been brought upon 
the unpaid city tax bills now in his posses­
sion, for the years from 1856 to I860 in­
clusive.

Sec. 2. Be it further ordained. That on 
and’aftcr the first day of December. 1870, 
all persons still in default for the non-pay­
ment of taxes for the years aforesaid, shall 
he barred from the privilege extended by 
this ordinance, and the full amount of inter­
est as awarded by judgment of the 
eourts. shall be exacted the same 
as  if this ordinance had never been passed.

Sec. 3. Be it further ordained, Thatjjthis 
ordinance shall take effect from anil after 
its  passage.

Mr. Pierce called up the following, which 
was passed.
An ordinance to provide medioul attend­

ance for the indigent poor residing within 
the parish of Orleans, right bank.
Be it ordained, etc.. That from and after 

the first day of January, 1870. it shall be 
the duty of the Sanitary Inspector of the 
f if th  District, in addition to his duties as 
such, to attend, as City Physician, to all 
cases of sickness among the indigent poor 
of the city of New Orleans residing ou the 
right bank; and for such service, and to en­
able him t ) furnish his own conveyance, he 
shall receive the stun of live hundred dol­
lars per annum, so long as he performs the 
duties to the satisfaction of tin: Council.

Mr. Pierce also asked the Council to act 
upon the following:
An ordinance to authorize the Recorders to 

order the killing of vicious dogs.
Be it ordained bv the Council of the city 

o f  New Orleans, That whenever affidavit 
shall have been made before a Recorder 
♦lint any person, not unlawfully entering or 
attempting to enter the premises of another, 
has been bitten by a dog, the Recorder shall 
proceed to investigate the charge, after hav­
ing cited the owner of the dog to appear, 
and, upon due proof thereof, shall cause the 
dog to be killed.

Mr. Shaw objected to the Recorders being 
required to trg dogs as well as nu n, and 
after some discussion, the further considera­
tion of the ordinance was postponed till the 
next meeting.

Mr. Pierce called up Mr. Delassize's report 
on the Algiers gas contract, which had been 
referred to him. He said he concurred in 
that report, and he moved the adoption of 
the following resolution originally intro­
duced by Mr. Delassize:

W h ereas , The lighting by gas the streets 
of thewifth District of this city, late town 
of Algiers and McDonoghville, parish of 
Orleans, right bank, will prove economical, 
an improvement of great utility, and calcu­
lated largely to enhance the value of prop­
erty;

lie it resolived, That the Mayor of the city 
New Orleans be and he is hereby authorized 
and directed to enter into negotiations with 
the Algiers Has IJght Company, composed 
of Messrs. C. E. Girardey, Wi’iliura McCul­
loch and J. H. O’Oonnor, their associates, or 
such others as they may associate with them­
selves under the. name and stylo of the “Al­
giers Gas Eight Company,’’ to furnish the 
Fifth District, late town of Algiers and Mc- 
Dodoghville, with gas for lighting said dis­
trict, and the exclusive privilege of vending 
gas light therein, the terms of the negotia­
tion to be submitted to the Council before 
approval; provided the same does not con- 
ffict with any privilege previously granted, 
or charter conferred.

We have still to report a good demand 
for iiceommodations, but no marked change 
iu tlie rates for A1 and first class paper. The 
offerings of second grade are more plentiful, 
and as a larger amount is absorbed in better 
descriptions, borrowers ou anything but 
approved paper are forced to pay higher. 
Mortgage paja-r is in request, and excep­
tional negotiations are made at extreme 
rates on Al, predicated on property situated 
in the business portion of the city. At the 
banks the offerings of factors’ paper given 
for plantation supplies are steadily increas­
ing, and we hear of some good paper of this 
description offering on the streets at less 
favorable rates than the regular quotations. 
We quote 10a 12 per cent per annum for Al 
notes, secured by unquestionable collaterals, 
and 11 @ 12 for first class business pajK-r, 
without collaterals, and 1 ®1% per cent per 
month for second grade, and 8% @10 per 
cent per annum for Al mortgage paper, and
II a 13 for second class.

The Mechanics’ and Traders’ Bank de­
clared a dividend to-day of four per cent 
from the profits of the past six months, pay­
able on and after the twentieth instant.

Gold opened at 110*4 ®111 (against
III Vi at New York) and closed at 111 V» « 
111% (against 111 Vi). The disparity be­
tween this market and Wall street at the 
dose is accounted for by the distrust of the 
advance being maintained. The sales in­
cluded $10,000- 15,0(10 and $30,000 at 110b, ; 
$2250, $5000, anil $10,000 at 111; $20,000 at 
m ® lllV 6, and $5000 at f i lm . We heard 
of no transactions in silver, ft is still quoted 
nt 108 v 108% for American half dollars, and 
3a — percent premium in gold for Mexican 
dollars.
