2. He shall have general su{>erintcndenee 
of court, school, engine anil market houses, 
and all other public buildiugs, aud shall ad­
judicate all contracts for the. erection, ex­
tension. and repair of the same, and no ap­
propriation therefor shall be considered, un­
less accompanied by his certificate that the 
specified work has been executed in keeping 
with the plan and specifications, and to his 
entire satisfaction, the foregoing being sub­
ject to modification by section twenty-eight, 
ordinance No. 346, new series (contract with 
Firemen’s Charitable Association), and the 
control and possession of the public school- 
houses assumed by the State Board of Edu­
cation.

3. He. shall have under his direction all 
matters concerning the arrangemeut of the 
court-rooms, clerks’ offiees, etc., located in 
the municipal huililings, or in buildings 
rented by the city; their repair and fitting 
up. and shall cause the same to be kept 
cleanly anil orderly, in accordance with the 
provisions of ordinance No. 458.

4. He shall have the control and direction 
of the Insane Asylum anil Home of the 
Aged and Infirm, with power to make sueh 
regulations for their government as may he 
deemed necessary and proper.

5. He shall have the supervision of all hos­
pitals, pest-houses, etc., and {icrsons whose
