Francisco, shall appear by the invoice to be 
consigned to or destined for either of the 
following places: New York. Boston, Provi­
dence, Philadelphia, Baltimore, New Or­
leans, Portland, Maine, Buffalo, Chicago, 
Cincinnati, 8t. Louis, Evansville, Mil­
waukee. Louisville, Cleveland. San Fran­
cisco. Portland, Oregon. Memphis, or 
Mobile, the collector at the port of arrival 
shall allow the owners or agent to make an 
entry thereof for warehouse or immediate 
transportation, designating the route by 
which the goods are to be forwarded.

This entry is to lie compared with the 
invoice and duly sworn to. and such exami­
nation made by customhouse officers as to 
satisfy them of the character of the articles 
imported, and such merchandise is to have 
priority of time in the examination made by 
the officers; hut examinations for appraise­
ments and payment of duties shall be made 
ut the port of destination. The owner or 
ngent is to give bond, with not less than 
two sureties, in double the invoice value 
with the duties added, which bond may lie 
executed at the port of final destination, 
and transmitted to the Collector of the port 
of arrival.

This merchandise is only to lie delivered 
and transported by such common carriers as 
the Secretary of the Treasury may desig­
nate ; and siich common earners are made 
responsible to the United States, and are to 
give bonds for the faithful jierfonnance of 
their work. This merchandise’ is to be 
transported in cars, vessels, or vehicles 
fastened with locks or seals, and under the 
exclusive control of officers of the customs; 
and inspectors are to lie appointed by the 
Secretary of the Treasury, and stationed 
along the lines at the expense of the com­
panies, and there shall lie no unloading or 
transshipping lietween ports of arrival and 
final destination. The, merchandise may. 
under proper supervision, be transferred 
from the importing vessel directly to the 
eur, or other means for transporting same, 
and the Secretary of the Treasury may 
authorize bonded warehouses especially for 
the reception of these goods.

The provisions of the bill are to apply to 
importations from or to Europe, and from 
or to Asia, or the islands adjacent there to via 
the United States.
