tion, and fix their salaries.

That sail appointments he made annually, and 
held subject to removal at the pleasure of the 
hoard. . . , .

They shall fix the security to he given by tlie 
officers respectively.

They mav also change the by-laws whenever the 
interest of the association demand it, and appoint 
agents within anil out of the State, under rules to 
be prescribed by the hoard.

ARTICLE XIV.
Tlie Board of Directors, after paying all the ex­

penses of the association, shall, twice or ottener in 
each year, if the ppotits of the business justify it. 
declare aud pay such dividends out of said profits as 
they may deelu expedient. . . . . . .  . . .

Notice of tlie same sliall he published in at least 
two newspapers published iu the city of New Or- 
ItaiiB.

ARTICLE XV.
Tlie Board of Directors shall have power to fill 

any vacancy that may occur in the hoard.
ARTICLE XVI.

Vacancies in the Board of Directors may he de­
clared in consequence of death, resignation, defalca­
tion insolvency or absence without leave for ninety

consecutive days. a r v . LB XVII.
Every transfer of am share or sltnres of capital 

stock shall to’ made ou the books of the association, 
and shall he signed liy tlie shareholder or his attor­
ney, hut no stockholder shall have tlie right to 
transfer his stock unless bis matured obligations to 
the hank are paid or secured.

ARTICLE XVin.
The Board of Directors may close the transfer 

hook as often as convenience may require, hut for 
no longer than ten consecutive days a t any one

,1,Ue' ARTICLE XIX.
No certificate of stock shall he issued unless ail 

the installments have been paid in full.
ARTICLE XX.

Tlie failure, from anv cause, to elect directors on 
the day when such election should have been lieid, 
sliall hot dissolve the association.

Tlie directors then in office sliall hold over, bnt it 
shall lie their duty to appoint another dav for such 
election, notice ot’which sliall lie given as provided 
in article nine, until the election shall Imvi^beeti 
held.

ARTICLE XXI.
Each shareholder sliall lie entitled directly or by 

proxy, a t all elections for directors, or ou any mat­
ter. at any meeting of tlie stockholders, to one vote 
upon each share, provided no stockholder shall vqfe 
in his own name over oue (100) hundred votes, ami 
iiovided also, that after the first election he shall 
lave owned the stock at least three mouths pre­

vious to voting.
ARTICLE XXII.

Every (flection of directors of this association 
shall be liy ballot and conducted by three iiaqicct- 
ors to he appointed by the hoard, a t least one 

k prior to any election. No two partners shall 
eligible at the same time, as directors of this 

hank, nor shall a director of any other hank, or his 
partner, he a director of this hank.

ARTICLE XX1II.

A majority of all the directors elected may pro- 
isiouaily accept any additional power or privilege 

that may hereafter lie conferred on this association, 
either by amendment under the act by which it was 
formed, or by any new act or enactment, aud may 
amend these articles of association: hut the final 
adoption and acceptance of such additional jaivvcr 
or privileges shall be by a vote of the stockholders 
iu tlie manner provided by law.

ARTICLE XXIV.
Tlie president and cashier sliall sign all contracts, 

notes, certificates of sfock and evidences oi debt of 
this association.

ARTICLE XXV.
Minutes of all proceedings by the hoard of direc­

tors sliall lie kept by the cashier, and certified to liy 
the president or vice-president.

ARTICLE XXVI.
Tlie liquidation of tlie affairs of tlie association 

shall lie made by tlirpe commissioners, elected by 
the stockholders at a meeting convened for that 
purpose, after thirty days previous notice iu. at 
least, two newspapers published in tlie city of New 
Orleans, each commissioner to be a resident of tlie 
State, aud not indebted to the association.

At such meeting stockholders may cede to such 
■commissioners all power necessary to the liquida­
tion of the affairs of the association, may fix their 
term of office, limit the period for liquidation, fix 
their compensation, define, tlieir duties, and the 
manner in w hich said commissioners may be re­
moved and their term of office renewed.

ARTICLE XXVII.
The stockholders Bhall not he responsible for 

losses or damages incurred by said association bc-
