About half-past eleven o'clock last might,
the report of a pistol was heard in uilc-

Between ht
and intoxication, the man was perfectly un-
perved, und nothing could be ascertained
from him execept that his name was John A,
Maffit; that he was from St. Charles county,
Maryland, und that the police ought not teo
allow him to be shot right in the city. The
spectators freely expressed their sympathy
for him, as it was supposad the wound bad
crazied him.

After washing the Wleod from his face,
however, it was fouad that he had not been
shot, but struek with some heavy weapon
on the l+ft eyebrow, in which was found a
trinngnlar ent nearly an ineh in Iength. The
cariosity of the spectators was aroused, and
most of thew retmrned to the saloon, in the
rear of which they found McCoole gitting,
with his left shirt sleeve rolled mp, whi
Dir. Joues was probing a pistol wound in the
left forearm. near the elbow. The eurioai
of the crowd incrensed, as they knew Matht
had no pistel, aud could not have wounded
McCoole.  They aceomlingly crowded
around the giant, and eagerly listened while
he was questioned by the policemen aud re-
porters present,

Mike, however, declined to give any éx-
planation of the affair, und soon after arose,
took a drink, and started fog the deoctor’s
office to have the ball extracted. The
wound was, apparently, made by the ball
of a large pistol, which had broken ome of
the large bones of the arm, and glaneed
downward twward the wrist, where it
Jodged.

Frrom what could last night be ascer-
tained, it appears that a row oceurred in
the salosn about ten minutes before the
shooting, in which a friend of Maffit had
been put out. A difficulty then oceurred
between Maifit and some unknown man,
when Maflit was stiuek with the butt of a
pistol in the other's hands, which caused the
wounil over Maflit's eye. The blow also
discharged the weapon and the ball struck
McCoole, who was a short distance behind.
McCoole and all the witnesses of the affair
refused to tell auything about it, but it wus
afterward stated that Tom Kehoe was the
man who struck Maflit. The police were
consequently instructed to look Kehoe up,
and it is probuble that the particnlars of the
whole afiair will be ascertained to-day.

The Funding Bill.

We copy the following dispatch to the
Lounisville Conrier-Journal:

Wasussroy, D, €, July 11,.—The pre-
diction so often made that the Seeretary of
the Treasury would secuve in a conference
comipittee in the last days of the sestion a
funding bill that would be acceptable to
Iiim, and that Lé could suceessfully enforee
was realized to-day by an agreement on a
ill for funding fifteen hundred millions of
the present bonded debt into three new
elasxes of bonds, us follows: .

First—A ten year bond at five per cent,
of whlich ten huodred millions are to be
issned,

Second —A fifteen-year bond at four per
cent, of which three hundred millions are
to be issuen.

Third—A thirty-year bond, of which one
thotsand millions ave to be issued, bearing
four per cent interest,

The principal and interest of these bonds
are to to be paid in gold, and to be exempt
from all taxation.  The iuterest is payable
semui-annually and in this coufitry, the Sec-
retary failing to have iuserted in the bill
what is known as the foreign-loan elanse.
The rates of interest are the same as in the
Senate funding bill, which passed March 11.
Besides the classes of bonds into which hold-
ers of the matured five-twenties can ¢on-
vert their bonds, the bill provides for the
cancellation of sueli bonds as are now, or
may hereatter, become redeemable by using
the eoin in the Treasury deposited there, as
provided in the original House bill, or by
using to a certain limit coin derived from’
importers to cancel said matured bonds. All
futuwre national buanks are to be organized
onthese honds, but the feature of the origi-
nal Senate measure which compelled the
existing national banks to exchange their
present bonds is omitted.

After
obtaining hix discharge, Hockaday pur-
chased from Morse a store owned by the lat-
ter at Yazoo City, Mississippi, and wentinto
business on his own account. A few months
ago Horkaday came to St. Louis and suc-
ded in making a purchase of goods on
credit, to the amount of nbout $40,000, for
Lis store, Instead of taking the goods to
Yazoo City, he shipped the larger portion to
New Orleans and  disposed of them at »
Zreat sactifice for eash.  His ereditors, on
being apprised of this proceeding, nrpested
him on the Iron Mountain Railroad while
returning to 8t, Louis, The officers found
on hix person $13,500.  To avoid prosecu-
tion, he surrendered this money and his
stock of goods remaining at Yazoo City to
his ereditors, amd was released. He has
sinee, it is alleged, dizappeared.

VISIT TO THE MISSISSIPPI RIVER
AND LAKE BORGNE CANAL.

A drive of two hours down the eoast
briags us to the old Phillipon plantation,
where we are conrteously received by Cap-
tain D. 8. Walton, the superintending
engineer, whose reputation, by the way, in
hydraulic engineering is scarcely second to
that of Willinm J. McAlpin, whose associato
he has been in some of the most important
of such works—the celebrated Erie Canal:
among others. Having tuxed Captain Wal-
ton’s hospitality, which he dealt to ns with
princely grace in his tidy little cabin, he
took a seat with na in the carviage, and
being driven to a comvenient point, where
he had ordered a boat to be in readiness, we
were suceessively towed, rowed and sailed
until we reached the lake end of the eanal.
Here we were landed at the old fortress,
now Enown as Martello, Tower, formerly as
Castle Dupre, and after a short indulgener
in the delightiul view, and the luscious scu-
breeze, we started upon our return.

Our run down was 8o hwried, that we
had little time to examine the immense out-
fit, but what that “outfit " had wsccom-
plished struck us as stupendous. On our
return, we took leisure to examine the va-
rious dredge-hoats and their appurtenances.
Of these dredge-boats there are six, of the
most approved style, each capable of ex-
cavating one thovsand yards per day. If
our apace permitted, we would like to de-
seribe at lemgth the working of these
“dredgers,” but we can give it but few
words, Each boat is accompanied. when
necessary, by a platform or acow, upon
which works a steam derrick, attached to
this derriek ix a receiver; into which is de-
posited the charge of the scoop, and by this
process the dirt is thrown s distance of from
one hundred and twenty to one hundred
and fifty feet. The machinery alone, now
being used upon this canal eould not have
costYeas than $200,000; cyery piece of it Reema
to have been adopted with sole regard to
strength and adaptability, and vet all is of
the most elegant finish.

The work is pow more than half done,
and promises to be completed before Jan-
uary next, and no one doubts that it will be
an immense avenue for trade. Any such
work as this is inspiring te us, and we can
searcely say enongh in praise.

We were accompanied, or rather, we ae-
companied General M. Jeff. Thompson, the
Chief Engincer of the State, to whose pa-
tient explanations we are—as we have fre-
quently been before—indebted for much
viluable information. Captain Bradley,
hydraulic engincer of the Jackson and

Great Northern Raiiroad, was also of the
party.
