MEETING OF THE GERMANS

NATIONAL THEATRE LAST NIGHT

The National Theatre was crowded last 
evening with an assembling of our German 
follow-citizens, to take into consideration 
the “situation” in relation to the impending 
“unpleasantness" in Europe. At an early 
hour men crowded around the doors, and on 
the sidewalk, brimful of patriotic German 
enthusiasm. The building was ■ adorned 
with banners, ttie stars and stripes among 
others, hut prominent waved the flag of the 
Germanic Confederation, which flag wits 
also displayed on the stage behind the 
president's chair.

The meeting was called to order by a gen­
tleman whose name we did not learn, and 
Dr. Maas wits nominated president, Mr. 
Seihilski, of the German Gazette, being ap­
pointed secretary. Dr. Maas, in taking the 
chair, made an address, which was loudly 
applauded.

Mr. Degencr, a member of Congress from 
Texas, was then introduced by the presi­
dent, and made a stirring and effective 
speech, which was accompanied by frequent 
and enthusiastic applause.

Mr. Foerster, of the German Gazette fol­
lowed, and made a short address, which 
was as loudly applauded as those of the 
preceding speakers.

A committee of three was appointed to 
draft resolutions expressing the sense of the 
meeting. The committee, consisting of 
Messrs. Foerster, Maas, and Waterdorf. 
presented a scries of resolutions which were 
adopted mem. con. The resolutions were to 
the following effect:

The Germans of New Orleans, in mass 
meeting convened at the National Theatre, 
in this city, on the twentieth ot July, 1870, 
in view of the declared war between Ger­
many and France, declare and resolve, as 
expressive of their feelings and senti­
ments—

1. That, as Germans, aud without regard 
to descent and birthplace, they approve, 
one and all. the dignified, courageous and 
trulv German attitude assumed by King 
William I of Prussia, in the conflict brought 
about liy the French Fuqieror in a wanton 
manner,'and without provocation.

2. That after the prime cause of the con­
flict has been removed, through the with­
drawal of Prinee Lcn;M>ld, of Holienzollcrn, 
from the candidacy for the Spanish throne, 
they regard farther demands by the French 
Emperor, as the annulling of the military 
treaties with the South German States, the 
evacuation of the German fortress of Mag- 
onee,the abandoning of Prussian influence on 
the other side of the river Main, and as it 
appears, the cession of the whole left I ih in e  
shore to Eranco—as entirely unjustified and 
inadmissible : aud that they look upon thc

ranting of such demands as treason against 
Genuany, and as degrading our fatherland 
to a third rate power.

3. That, as Germans, they look with the 
greatest distrust and justifiable indignation 
upon the presumption of France in en­
deavoring to check aud disturb the work of 
uniting Germany, so happily and success­
fully begun by Prussia in 18tit>; and that we 
repel aud condemn the uncalled for inter­
ference of France with the internal affairs 
of Germany.

4. That, as Germans, they approve and 
indorse the energy and dignified decision 
with which King William and his great 
minister. Count Bismarck, have reiielled 
the insolent demands of the French 
Emperor.

That with intense gratilication they 
perceive the unity of feeling aud the truly 
patriotic spirit which pervades each and 
every .district of our German fatherland, 
erasing all differences of race, and uniting 
ail Gennatis. whether residing north or 
south of the River Main, under the glo­
rious banner of Prussia, which now carries 
the shield and sword of the old Germania, 
and which alone is callable of happily aud 
successfully accomplishing the great and so 
dearly longed for work of the unification of 
Germany.

6. That the war between Germany and 
France, brought about so mqn'ovokedly ami 
maliciously by the third Napoleon, should 
lie a decisive war, and that a treaty of 
peace should not he made before the last 
barrier in the interior of Germany, which, 
heretofore has separated the several mem­
bers of the same national family. North and 
South Germans, has fallen, and out of the 
debris of divided Germany, a united great 
German empire lias sprung into existence, 
under the approved leadership of Prussia.

7. That ways and means shall he pro­
vided, in order to assist and alleviate the 
sufferings of those of our German breth­
ren, who, in sacred war for Germany's 
rights, unity, honor and glory, may he 
wounded or maimed ou the battle-field; 
and that for this purpose a perma­
nent collection for the whole duration 
of the war — to which collection the 
Germans of New Orleans resolve to give 
their share every week—shall immediately 
be opened; that weekly contributions of-—- 
upwards shall be receipted, and that a com­
mittee to be expressly appointed for this 
purpose shall be charged with tho duty to 
transmit these weekly contributions every 
week to the proper authorities at Berlin, 
the capital city of the North German Con­
federation.

In the course of the proceedings a com­
mittee of three was appointed to wait on 
the patriotic German clement of New Or­
leans and vicinity, and collect means to as­
sist and succor those Germans who, in de­
fense of their country, may be disabled liy 
the disasters of war.

The meeting was enlivened by the nuisie 
of a magnificent hand, which, at intervals, 
played Dessauer's Grand March anil other 
heart-stirring national airs of Germany.

The utmost harmony of sentiment pre­
vailed, and the enthusiasm was intense. 
The meeting adjourned shortly after nine 
o’clock.

Our merchants might as well prepare 
themselves for a lively competition with tit. 
Louis. The following from the St. Louis 
Republican, explains the necessity for this 
preparation:

Captain AY. B. Russell informs us that the 
Northern Texas railroad completed on the 
first instant, ninety miles of road, running 
from Vicksburg to Monroe, Louisiana, on 
the Ouachita river, and since then tlie St. 
Louis and Vicksburg packet line lias closed 
a contract with that road which enables 
them to give through hills of lading 
from this city to Monroe. As soon 
as the water will permit, two 
light draught boats will be placed on 
the Ouachita, and through bills given to 
Camden and other points. The region thus 
reached, is one of the most productive in 
Louisiana, aud has heretofore obtained its 
supplies from St. Louis via New Orleans, 
paying an extra profit to the factors at that 
point iiiion provisions, flour, etc., which 
should have gone direct from our packers 
and millers, to the consuming market. The 
success of the new route will, of course, de­
pend no less upon the cheapness with which 
it carries freight, than upon its regularity 
and saving in time. If it can combine ail 
these requisites St. Louis will be largely the 
gainer, and should it fail in the first, the re­
source will remain of loading boats direct 
for Camden and Monroe. •

A debtor who owed eight thousand pounds 
offered liis creditor eight hills of a thousand 
pounds each, parable on the first of eight 
consecutive months, winch were accepted.

AN INTELLIGENT CORRESPONDENT.

Collector Casey Removed.
The very intelligent Washington corres­

pondent of the Chicago Tribune, whose 
knowledge of Louisiana affairs is simply 
immense, writes with his usual correctness, 
as follows:

With the promptness inseparable from 
my nature I hasten to come, to the Presi­
dent's rescue in the matter of his brother-in- 
law, James F. Casey, lately removed from 
the most lucrative oflice m the South, the 
collectorship of the port of New Orleans. 
Boutwell <lid it to oblige the office-hunting 
Republicans of Louisiana. The values of 
the imports into New Orleans in 1861* were 
about 1#1U,500,000, and of exports $80,500,000, 
more than in any year since the war. More 
than 700 men are employed in the Custom­
house at a cost of about $70,000 a month.

Here is a letter which Boutwell sent to 
the Senate yesterday about Mr. Casey, who 
married the President’s wife’s sister. The 
letter is one of many denouncing the Presi­
dent's brother-in-law:

“ ‘Colonel’ (!) James F. Casey, Collector 
of the Port. Why called ‘colonel,’ when lie 
takes pride in claiming that through the 
war of tlic rebellion he occupied the proud 
position of a ‘neutral Kentuckian !’ After 
the war a fruitless effort at planting re­
duced him to abject poverty aud bank­
ruptcy. Then, as 'cotton weigher’ for the 
government, he is said and believed to 
have made money by enormous profits on 
cotton, weighed without ever being on or 
even near the scales, which became rusty 
for want of use—cotton weighed without 
its ever being seen or handled by the 
weigher or his adroit assistant, (now his 
chief Deputy Collector.) After this he 
played the part of ‘my man Friday,’ to 
Perry Fuller, Democratic collector, to the 
pecuniary lienerit of lioth. And by this, 
The way was opened and arrangements 
made for more extensive speculations, when 
‘Colonel’ Casey should be Collector of Port, 
and Perry Fuller should in turn become 
the 'man Friday.’ (See letter of Hon. Perry 
Fuller to General Ewing.) Snell are Casev's 
claims. He has no other. He is regarded 
as a man with scarce capacity enough to 
run a little cigar shop, let alone to manage 
the affairs of a great Customhouse.’’

This letter, like the last, is anonymous, 
and yet Mr. Boutwell has so little respect 
for tin; President of the United States that 
he sends these filthy anonymous letters to 
tin* Government Printer a* if they carried 
reason with them. Hen- is another signed 
••Republicans.’’ which Boutwell publishes 
about himself:

“Mr. Casey is notoriously unfit for the po­
sition he holds, not only "politically unfit, 
bur also commercially unfit. And still further, 
it is openly charged'that the investigation 
of some of the alleged frauds clearly shows 
that Mr. Casey was either officially in com­
plicity with these frauds, or else that he 
lacks the requisite capacity for the dis­
charge of the duties of thi‘ office of Collector 
of the port. And you. Mr. Secretary, will 
win the gratitude (if not wily the Republi­
can party, but also of the leading business 
men of this city, if you exercise yotlr 
influence (wliich we know is matchless) ii* 
bringing about a speedy clnuge.” 1 ■

Another letter from thf“LonisiaU» Press 
Association," whatever flat may "be. says 
that James F. C’asev. Co&tctor oi the port 
of New Orleans, during tine past twelve 
months has shown him .-elf utterly incom­
petent for the proper duties of his high aud 
responsible office, and unyrorthy the respect 
of all honorable men.

Said Casey boastfully proclaims that he 
owes nothing to the Republican party, but 
everything to his relative, the President of 
the tinted States, aud thus attempts to cast 
odium on both the Republican party and its 
honored and distinguish*! chief.

The chief reasons whfdn led to ‘Casey's 
removal were that he wa9 not a violent 
partisan, and incapalde of being as mean as 
Boutwell. It is amazing that Grant will 
keep a man in the cabinet who will turn out 
his best-beloved brother-in-law upon the 
faith of three anonymous -letters, and then 
have such letters piinted and bound up in 
the public records. In this general way 
sympathies are with Mr. Cescy, who prole 
nbly was a gentleman, < nti pot popular with 
Governor YYarmotli's scijAJafVfags.

The report of Collector .Casey's removal 
will he news to Mr. BonMUha* well cm to 
Mr. Casey, and the rest oljfcuakind.

The correspondent might have stated, in 
justice to Secretary Boutwell. that the 
documents referred to were sent to the 
Senate in compliance with a resolution 
offered by Senator Harris, of Louisiana, 
calling for all the papers relating to the 
New Orleans collectorship.

The Astor House Bnnquet.
This is what the New York Tribune, of 

tlic fifteenth, says of the banquet to the 
New Orleans firemen at the Astor House :

The visit of the New Orleans firemen to 
thiseitv was terminated last night by a ban­
quet at the Astor House, given by the 
Messrs. Stetson, the proprietors. The fire­
men leave by the Eric railroad to-day at ten 
A. M., and will stop at Elmira for a day or 
two. They say they hope to "have a race” 
at Elmira. In fact they also say that, while 
they have enjoyed themselves very much in 
this city, they leave with the one regret that 
they have not been able to “get on a race" 
with onr firemen. Although New Orleans 
is well supplied with modern improved 
stcamjire engines, our visiting friends are 
apparently anxious to “have a race” with the 
obsolete apparatus witli which "Big Mose” 
aud "Little Mose” used to run.

The banquet given the firemen by the 
Stetsons last night was a jovial finale to 
their visit. Alex. Stetson presided, and at 
liis right and left sat Captains Diamond and 
Swan. Among those present were General 
Adams, of Mississippi (“Wirt Ailams”). 
Major Tracy, of New Orleans, Judge 
Nortlirup, of Philadelphia. Dr. Philo S. 
Shelton, and ex-Coroner Wilder, of New 
York, aud Major Enos Runyon, United 
States army. It may he assumed that the 
Stetsons gave a good dinner. The table 
was well lighted, aud was decorated by 
numerous ornamental pieces. The firemen 
wore their red shirt uniform, and were 
seated on the inner side of the tables, while 
opposite them were the other invited guests 
in black. Speeches were made after the tables 
were cleared, by Captains Diamond and 
Swan, Judge Northrop, Dr. Shelton and 
others. The speeches were of the jocular 
tone adapted to the occasion—that is, cer­
tainly. a sufficiently high compliment to pay 
them. After them came songs, jests, cheers, 
“ tigers,” cheers aud “ tigers " for the Stet­

The Grand Duke of Mecklenburg had 
lieen elected president of the North German 
Parliament, which cliccred vehemently 
when Bismarck announced the declaration 
of war against Prussia liy France.

King William opened the session with a 
speech. The wildest enthusiasm prevailed.

London, July 20.—In the great popular 
demonstration in Dublin in flavor of France, 
there was more than 100.000 in the proces­
sion, with twenty bands of music. The 
French and Irish flags entwined. The 
police captured three French flags, when 
the procession rallied and recaptured them.

Telegraphic communication between Ger­
many and France has been destroyed by the 
authorities.

The North German States are perfectly 
harmonious. Parliament unanimously 
voted 120,000.000 thalers for war purposes.
