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THE CAUSE OF THE WAR..

Benedettl and Kins William.
[From the New York World.]

The direct cause of the linal rapture be­
tween Fiance anti Prussia seems to have 
been, as the direct causes of such raptures 
are too often apt to lie a personal colli­
sion of an unpleasant character between 
two eminent personages. These were the 
King William of Prussia and Count Benc- 
ditti, the Frpnch ambassador at the Prus­
sian court. Kini^ William was at Ems, 
near Wiesbaden, a place where neither his 
majesty nor the Prussians are particularly 
admired, but the waters of which are found 
to be beneficial to the venerable and rather 
morbidly bilious constitution of the mon­
arch. Where the king is there is the court, 
and the French ambassador consequently 
•was at Ems, also, conducting the negotia­
tions set on foot by the sudden explosion of 
the Prim-Bismarck contrivance for getting 
a Prussian price upon the throne of Spain. 
These negotiations were rather delicate, 
since they were intended by France to 
bring the Prussian sovereign to a fiat dis­
avowal of any hostile intentions in permit­
ting the prince, his kinsman, to accept the 
Spanish crown. The personal temper of 
the king was, therefore, au element 
of peculiar importance in the conduct of the 
attair; for King William well knew both that 
the intention of Bismarck in organizing with 
Prim the candidacy of Prince Leotadd really 
had been hostile to France, anil that he 
himself hod for years, desired nothing so 
much as an opportunity of relieving his 
soul of a profound hereditary hatred of 
Frenchmen in general and of the Bona- 
partes in particular. Yet, at the same time, 
lie was well aware that he could not possi­
bly afford, in his capacity as an European 
sovereign, to confess that he had connived at 
the aggrandizement of a member of his own 
family, with the express object of insulting 
and circumventing a friendly power. Had 
Count Bismarck been intrusted by the King 
with the management of the nffair, even out 
of this disagreeable complication peace with 
honor might have been perhaps evolved. 
For Count Bismarck, with all his contempt 
for abstract right, and his love for brusque 
and iieremptory solutions of diplomatic im­
broglios, understands and appreciates the 
importance of the public opinion of Europe, 
anil of politic forms very much better 
than King William, who. indeed, neither 
understands nor appreciates them at all. 
But Count Bismarck has been growing out 
of favor with his master for some time, ex 
actly in proportion as the King has become 
reconciled with Count Bismarck's bitter 
personal enemy, the Crown Prinee. So 
king William insisted tipon managing his 
intercourse with Count Benedetti. himself. 
A sketch of the two men will satisfy the 
reader how inevitable was the result of this 
royal wilfulness. King William of Prussia 
is one of the oldest of reigning sovereigns. 
He was born in the midst of the first French 
revolution. As a child he witnessed the 
humiliation of Prussia, of his father, and of 
his family by the first Napoleon, and as a 
youth he took part in the avenging cam­
paigns of 1813 anil 1815. These events gnvc 
a decisive color to his opinions andffiis char­
acter for life. A younger son, he gave him­
self up to a military career, felt and pro­
fessed openly the utmost contempt for de­
mocracy hnil constitutionalism, and made 
himself so obnoxious to all tbe Liberals of 
Prussia that in 1848 he was foreed to fly the 
kingdom after doing his utmost to in­
duce the government to allow 
him to drown the revolution 
in the blood of the Berlinese. Camp- 
hausen contrived to get him hack after an 
exile of nine mouths in England; and in 
1849 he signalized himself by his victorious 
and merciless campaign against the people 
of Baden. In 1854 he was made Governor 
General of Rhenish Prussia, and during his 
residence at Mayenee he contributed greatly 
to intensify the hatred with which Prussia 
has long been regarded in that city, doomed 
by the military strength of its position to 
see all itR splendid commereial advantages 
reduced to nought. He bitterly opposed 
the neutrality of Prussia in the Crimean 
war, longing then to lead an army against 
France. He became Regent in 1K>7 by the 
declared lunacy, anil King in 1861 by tbe 
death of his childless brother, Frederic 
William IV. With his reign began the new 
military career and policy of Prussia. 
In October, 1861, he 'hail himself
crowned with great pomp, and de­
clared that he held his throne
not from the people or the constitution, but 
“from God alone.” This brought on an 
open conflict between the Crown and the 
Parliament, during which the King never 
fora moment bated his haughty absolutism. 
When the Liberal party carried the elec­
tions. in 1862, the King refused to open the 
session of Parliament, and when the Parlia­
ment rejected the enormous appropriation 
asked for the army, the King sent for Bis­
marck, then Ambassador at Paris, to help 
him conquer these obstinate contemners ot 
divine right. The, Hbuse of Peers backed 
the King. The Commons persisted. The 
Peers voted the money refused by the Com­
mons. The Commons declared the vote 
illegal. The King thereupon closed the 
session, anil coolly proclaimed that the ap­
propriations hail been made. This was the 
first instance of a successful royal revolu­
tion against the rights of th* people ill the 
history of Euroi»e siuee the days of 1789. It 
was followed by persecutions of the press, 
by an alliance with Russia to suppress the 
Polish insurrection, by an ordinance 
suppressing the liberty of the press ; and 
when the Liberal party succeeded in 1863 in 
carrying the elections again by a great ma­
jority. the King at once flanked them by 
opening the war with Austria against Den­
mark for the conquest of Schleswig- 
Holstein. Foreign war thus became, as it 
bail so often before become, the grave of 
domestic liberty. The war of 1866 against 
Austria completed what the war of 1863 
against Denmark had begun; and King 
William of Prussia is to-dav as completely 
the representative of armed and irrespon­
sible kingly power in Europe as was the 
Czar Nicholas in 1854. He looks the charac­
ter as thorougly as' he believes in it. Stal­
wart. Jeep-chested, with a square, rugged 
face, a bristling, gray moustache, cold, im­
placable eyes, which rather twinkle than
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glitter, and a heavy jaw* King Wfiliam is 
the bean Ideal of a veteran euir&Rster, as 
ready to ride down shopkeepers anil lawyers 
in Berlin as to charge the cavalry of France 
at Jena. ,

The hereditary malady of his family,
which carried oft' his father in a stute of rein _ ___
gious mania and his brother as a hypoehon- rrirrmr-n STATES OF AMERICA.

an inconceivable worship of his_ pmee anu 
prerogative. He believes in the intainbility 
nf lfuniarelis as devoutly as Pin8 IX in the 
infallibility of Popes. firm is his faith m 
the divine' nature of his position that, he 
keeps, anil has for years kept, a minute 
daily diary of everything which happens to 
him, and whenever any new emergency 
arises he turns to this diary to see what he 
did or did uot do on the corresponding day 
in all the previous years of his life or now 
seventy-three years. His contempt for all 
men not soldiers or nobles he finds it so 
difficult to conceal that he did not deign to 
bestow the' slightest attention last year 
upon tbe Humboldt celebration; and all the 
efforts of Count Bismarck have been needed 
to make him treat Americans at Berlin with 
even a show of courtesy sineqa pleban Ger­
man, Mr. Kreissman. whom President 
Lincoln sent out us Consul to Berlin, in­
sisted, with success, ou getting admitted to 
his court, from which consuls had always 
been, and indeed still are excluded as ab­
solutely as mereliants, bankers, lawyers, 
and trailesjieople of all sorts.

With this froward and fanatical old 
prince M. Bcneiletti was left to debate the 
peace of Europe. M. Beueiletti, the Cor­
sican sou of a Greek father, was trained in 
early life at Cairo and Constantinople to 
manage the susceptibilities of Turkish 
Pashas not a whit more qbstiuate and 
opinionated than Kiug William. He had 
acquired a great exiierience of European 
affairs as Director General ot the foreign 
office in Paris, and Secretary General of the 
Congress of Paris, as well as iu the post 
(which he filled for three years) of French 
envoy to Turin, when he was sent as French 
Ambassador to Berlin, in 1864. With Count 
Bismarck M. Benedetti had gradually ob­
tained a good deal of influence, and had 
tlie Prussian chancellor been with him at 
Ems, matters might perchance liave been 
smoothed over again at this time between 
the two states, as they were three years ago 
at the threatening crisis of t he Luxembourg 
question. But King William would, him­
self settle un affair which concerned his 
own princely house. He allowed M. Ben­
edetti to gam a first step by securing the re- 
treat of Prince Leopold from the candidacy, 
and this having been done, he insisted that 
Prussia had no more to do. In vain did M. 
Benedetti point to him that the only reason 
why Prince Leopold's candidacy was oli- 
noxious to France consisted iu the fact that 
as a Prussian prince lie was held by the 
French people to symbolize a hostile intent 
on the part of the Prussian government; and 
that it was therefore incumlient ujion his 
Majesty to take an official part in withdraw­
ing him. The King flatly repelled the sug­
gestion at first, and when it wus pressed 
upon him agnin he flatly repelled the Am­
bassador. This act, of course, the precise 
details of which are yet to reach us, closed 
the discussion, and the closing of the discus­
sion equully, of course, opened the ilreadtul 
vials of wur.

A PROCLAMATION by the President of 
the United States.

Wtieke as a convention defining the rights, 
immunities and privileges of consuls, be- 
tween the United States of America and lus 
Miijesty the King of the Belgians, was con­
cluded and signed by their respective plen­
ipotentiaries, at Brussels, on the fifth day of 
December, eighteen hundred and sixty- 
eight, which convention, being in the 
English and French languages, is word tor 
word as follows: , ,

The President of the United States of 
America and his Majesty the King of the 
Belgians, recognizing the utility of defining 
the rights, privileges anil immunities of con­
sular officers in the two countries, deem it 
expedient to conclude a consular convention 
for that purpose.

Accordingly they have named: The Pres­
ident of the United States of America, 
Henrv Shelton Sanford, a citizen of the 
United States, their minister resident near 
his Majesty the King of the Belgians ; and 
his Miijesty the King of the Belgians, the 
Sieur Jules Vanilcr Sticlieleu, grand cross of 
the Order of the Dutch Liou, etc., his min­
ister of foreign affairs; who, after having 
communicated to each other their tull 
powers, found to be in good anil proper 
form, have agreed upon the following arti­
cles:

ARTICLE I.
Each of the high contracting parties 

agrees to receive trom the other, eonsuls- 
gencral, consels, vice-consuls, and consular 
agents, in all its ports’, cities and places, ex­
cept those where it may uot be convenient 
to recognize such officers. This reservation, 
however, shall uot apply to one of the high 
contracting parties without also applying to 
every other power.

ARTICLE II.
Consular officers, on the presentation of 

their commissions in the forms established 
in their respective countries, shall lie fur­
nished with the necessary exequatur free 
of charge, and on the exhibition of this in­
strument, they shall be permitted to enjoy 
the rights, prerogatives, and immunities 
granted by this convention.

ARTICLE III.
Consular officers, citizens of the State by 

which they are appointed, shall be exempt 
frotn arrest except in tlie ease of offenses 
which the local legislation qualities as 
crimes, and punisheR it as such; from mili­
tary billetings. from service in the militia or 
in the national guard, or in the regular 
army, and from all taxation, federal, State, 
or municipal. If, however, they are citi­
zens of the State where they reside, or own 
property, or engage in business there, they 
shall be liable to the same charges of all 
kinds as other citizens of the country, who 
are merchants or owners of property.

ARTICLE IV.
No consular officer who is a citizen of the 

State by which he was ap]Miinted, and who 
is not engaged in business, shall be com­
pelled to appear as a witness before.the 
courts of the country where he may reside. 
When the testimouv of such consular officer 
is needed, lie shall be invited in writing to 
appear in court, and if unable to do so, his 
testimony shall be requested in writing, or 
be taken orally, at liis dwelling or office.

It shall be the ilutv of said consular offi­
cer to comply with tliis request, without any 
delay whieli can be avoided.

In"all criminal cases, contemplated by the 
sixth article of the amendments to the con­
stitution of the United States, whereby tlie 
right is secured to jiersous charged with 
crimes to obtain witnesses iu their favor, 
the appearance in court of said consular 
officer shall be demanded, with all possible 
regard to the cousular dignity aud to the 
duties of his office. A similar treatment 
shall also lie extended to United States con­
suls in Belgium, iu the like cases.

ARTICLE V.
Consuls-general, consuls, vice consuls, 

and consular agents may plnce over the 
outer door of their offices, or their dwelling 
houses, the arms of their nation, with this 
inscription, “consulate, or vice-consulate, 
or consular agency ” of the United States, 
or of Belgium, etc. Anil they may also 
raise the flag ot their country on their offices 
or dwelling-houses, except in the capital of 
the country, when there is a legation there.

ARTICLE VI.
Tlie consular offices and dwellings shall 

lie at all times inviolable. Tlie local au­
thorities sliuil not, under any pretext, 
invade them. In no ease shall they examine 
or seize the papers there deposited. In no 
case shall those- offices or dwellings lie used 
as places of asylum. When, however, a 
consular officer is engaged in other business, 
the papers relating to the consulate shall be 
kept separate.

ARTICLE VII.
In the event of the death, incapa­

city, or absence of consuls-general, 
consuls, vice-consuls, and eohsular 
agents, their elianeellers or secre­
taries. whose official character may 
have previously been made known to the 
Department of State at Washington, or to 
the minister for foreign affairs in Belgium, 
may temporarily exercise their functions, 
and while thus acting they shall enjoy all 
the rights, prerogatives aud immunities 
granted to the incumbents.

a rtic le  v m .
Consuls-general and consuls may, with the 

approbation of their respective govern­
ments, appoint vice-consuls anil consular 
agents in the cities, ports anil places within 
their consular jurisdiction. These officers 
may he citizens of the United States, of 
Belgium, or other foreigners. They shall be 
furnished with a commission by the consul 
who appoints them and under whose orders 
they an- to act. They shall enjoy the privi­
leges stipulated for consular officers iu this 
convention, subject to tlie exrtqitious 
specified in Articles III and IV.

ARTICLE IX.
Consuls-general, consuls, vice-consuls, and 

consular agents, may complain to the au­
thorities of the respective countries, whether 
federal or local, judicial or local, judicial or 
executive, within their consular district, of 
any infraction of the treaties anil eouveu- 
tions between the United States anil Belgium 
or for the purpose of protecting the rights 
anil interests of their countrymen. If the 
complaint should not he satisfactorily re­
dressed, the consular officers aforesaid, in 
the absence of a diplomatic agent of their 
country, may apply directly to the govern­
ment of the country where they reside.

ARTICLE X.
Consuls-general, consuls, vice-consuls, anil 

consular agents may take at their offices, at 
the residence of the parties, at their private 
residence, or ou board ship, the depositions 
of the captains anil crews of vessels of their 
own country, of passengers on hoard of 
them, anil of any other citizen of their na­
tion. Thev may also receive at their offices, 
conformably to the laws anil regulations of 
their country, all contracts between the cit­
izens of their country and the citizens or 
other inhabitants of the country where they 
reside.-and even all contracts' between the 
latter, provided they relate to projierty situ­
ated or to business to be trausaeted'in tlie 
territory of the nation to which said con­
sular office may lielong. Copies of such pa­
pers anil official documents of every kind, 
whether in the original, copies or translation 
duly authenticated anil legalized liy the con­
suls-general, consuls, vice consuls', and con­
sular agents, anil sealed with their official 
seal, shall lie received as legal documents in 
courts of justice throughout the United 
States and Belgium.

ARTICLE XI.
Consuls-general. consuls, vice-consuls, anil 

consular agents shall have exclusive charge 
of the interim! order of the merchant vessels 
of their nation, anil shall alone take cogni­
zance of differences which may arise, either 
at sea or in port, between the captains, of­
ficers, and crews, without exception, partic­
ularly in reference ,to the ailjustwent of 
wages, and the execution of contracts. 
Neither the federal, State, or iminieipal au­
thorities or courts in the United States, nor 
any court nor authority iu Belgium shall, ou 
any pretext, interfere in these differences.

ARTICLE XII.
The respective consnlsVeneral, cousuls, 

vice consuls, and constflar agents may 
arrest the officers, sailors, and all other 
persons making part of the crew of ships of 
war or merchant vessels of their nation 
who may be guilty, or be accused, of having

deserted said ships and vessels, for the pur­
pose of sending them on board or back to 
their country. To that end, the consuls ot 
the United States in Belgium may apply to 
Any of the competent authorities, anil the 
consuls of Belgium in the United States 
may apply in writing to either the federal. 
State or municipal courts or authorities, and 
make a request in writing for Jhe deserters, 
supporting It by the exhibition of the register 
of the vessel slid list of the crew, or by other 
official documents, to show that the per-,
sons claimed belong to the said crew.

Upon such request alone, thus supported, 
and without the exaction of any oath trom 
the consular officers, the deserters, not be­
ing citizens of the country where the de­
mand is made at the time of their shipping, 
shall be given up. All tbe necessary aid 
and protection shall be furnished for the 
search, pursuit, seizure, and arrest of the 
deserters, who shall even be put and kept 
in the prisons of the country, at the re­
quest and expense of the consular officers, 
until there may be an opportunity for send­
ing them away. If, bowc\er, such an op­
portunity should not present itself within 
the space of three months, counting from 
day of the arrest, the deserter shall be set 
at liberty, nor shall he be again arrested 
for the same cause.

ARTICLE XIII.
In the absence of an agreement to 

the contrary between the owners, freight­
ers, and insurers, all damages suffered 
at sea by tlie vessels of the two 
countries, whether they enter port volun- 
tarilv or are forced by stress of wcatlier, 
shall be settled by tbe consuls-general, con­
suls, vice- consuls' and consular agents of the 
respective countries where they reside. If. 
however, anv inhabitant of the country, or 
eitizen or subject of a third power, shall be 
interested iu the mntter, and the parties 
can uot agree, the competent local authori­
ties shall decide.

• ARTICLE XIV.
All proceedings relative to the salvage of 

American vessels wrecked upon the coasts 
of Belgium, and of Belgian vessels wrecked 
upon the coasts of the United States, shall 
be directed by consuls-general. consuls, and 
vice consuls of the two countries respec­
tively, and until their arrival, by the respec­
tive consular agents, wherever an agency 
exists. In the places and ports where an 
ageneydoes not exist, the local authorities, 
until the arrival of the consul in whose dis­
trict the wreck inav have occurred, aud who 
shall immediately lie informed of the occur­
rence, shall take'all necessary measures for 
the protection of pei-sons anil the preserva­
tion of property. The local authorities shall 
not otherwise interfere titan for the mainte­
nance of order, the.protection of the inter­
ests of the salvors, if they do not belong to • 
the crews that have been' wrecked, and to 
carry into effect the arrangements made for 
the entry and exportation of the merchan­
dise saved. It is understood that such mer­
chandise is not to Ik- subjected to an v cus­
tomhouse charges, unless it be intended for 
consumption in tlie country where the wreck 
may have taken place.

ARTICLE XV.
In case of the death of'any eitizen of the 

United States in Belgium, or of a citizen of 
Belgium in the United States, without hav­
ing any known heirs or testamentary execu­
tor by him appointed, the competent local 
authorities snail inform the consuls or con­
sular agents of the nation to which the de­
ceased belongs, of the circumstance, in or­
der that the necessary information may lie 
immediately forwarded to parties inter­
ested.

ARTICLE, x v i.
The present convention shall remain in 

force for the space of ten years, counting 
from the day of the exchange of the ratifi­
cations, which shall be made in- conformity 
with tlie respective constitutions of the two 
countries, anil exchanged at Brussels within 
the period of six months, or sooner if possi­
ble. Ill case neither party gives notice,

A PROCLAMATION by tbe President of 
the United States of America.

resolved to treat on this subject, and have, 
for that purpose, appointed plenipotentiaries 
to conclude a convention, that is to say: 
The President of the United States of Amer­
ica. George Bancroft. Envoy Extraordinary 
and Minister Plenipotentiary, and his Majes­
ty the King of Wurttemberg, his Minister 
of the royal bouse and of foreign affairs, 
Charles Baron Vainliuler, who have agreed 
to aud signed the following articles:

ARTICLE 1.
Citizens of Wurttemberg. who have be­

come or shall become naturalized citizensof 
the Uuited States of America, and shall 
have resided uninterruptedly within the 
United States for five years, shall be held 
by Wurttemberg to lie American citizens, 
anil shall be treated as such. Reciprocally, 
citizens of the United States of America who 
have become or shall become naturalized 
citizens of Wurttemberg, and shall 
have resided uninterruptedly within Wurt­
temberg five years, shall lie held by the 
United States to he citizens of Wurttemberg, 
and shall be treated as such. Tlie declara­
tion of an intention to become a eitizen of 
the one or the other country has not for 
either party the effect of naturalization.

A naturalized citizen of the one party on 

return to the territory of the other party 
remains liable to trial and punishment for 
an action punishable by the laws of his 
original country, aud committed before his 
emigration; saving always the limitation 
established by the laws of his original 
country, or any other remission of liability 
to punishment.

Tlie convention for the mutual delivery 

of criminals, fugitives from justice, in cer­

If a Wurtteiubei-ger. naturalized in Amer­
ica, renews his residence in Wurttemberg 
without the intent to return to America, lie 
shall be held to have renounced his natur­
alization in the United States.
