THE WAR AND COTTON.

The St. Louix Democrat lus an article on
the question “Will the war canse cotton to
decline I and says:

This is u question which is now agitating
thowsands, We claim no infallibility or
proplecy, yet we feel strongly impressed
with the convietin that the question should
be apswered in the negative.  Of course, no
acconnt is to be taken of the first perturba-
tions in markets, which become apparent
upon the outbreak of a gi;i-mic war. These
are. wore or less, the result of panicky fecl-
ings, often purposely mtensified by market
mavipulators, and give no indication of
what the permancat state of the wmarket
may be. Now, as fur s regards the status
of corton during the war, we reason that
the demand for fubrics will be fully us great
throughout the civilized world as it the
warld enjoyed peace, amd our own expe-
rienes has shown that war times are periods
of great was el we presume the sane
improvide ttend the operations of
the contending armics of Europe.  We ex-
pect, therefore, un monted demand wd
am inervase in the price of cotton, rather
than a closing of factorics aud 4 serious de-
cline, a5 many secu to fear.

This country will be a neutral, and will
mn every loom, luthe, forge and furmace
she possesses to their tullest capaeity, if the
war is of even six months duration, and the

wospects are thatit will be of much greater
leuglh. Should all of Germany, Russia,
Austria, Italy, Demmark and France be
drawn into the war, millions of men would
be engaged in destroying fubrics as well as
lives, very rapily. These fabries must be
replaced promptly. Soldiering is destructive
to clothes, as ull soldiers know, and the rai-
ment thus worn out must be manufactured
somewhere. England will do a large part
of this manufacturing, and will demmnd in-
creased quantities of cotton to_do it with.

‘e sl also do a large share of it, and our
home consmunption will be much larger than
it has been since the war. In short we can
not see any reason for supposing that cotton
will decline, while other products will ud-
vanee.

EXPLOSION OF A SHELL.

Denth of Four Persons.

The Picayune of last evening says:

We learn from Mr. Fremaux, Deputy Sur-
vevor, who hus just returned from Profit
Isfund, about four miles below Port Hudson,
that a dreadful accident hu{:]wnetl there on
Friday lust.
