WAR TOPICS.

Some Light Thrown Upon the Question 
of the Hour.

[From the New York Tribune. Ju ly  18.]
Fniuce -will fiml a very different adversary 

in Prussia than she found in her last great 
war (1859), when she crossed swords with 
Austria.

Prussia will find a very different adver­
sary in France than she found in her last 
great war (18G6), when she crossed swords 
with Austria.

People have been saying for years past 
that Nupoleon wouldn't dare to risk the 
chances of his throne and dynasty by enter­
ing upon a war. Suddenly he turns up us 
the most implacable belligerent in Europe.

It was said in 1859 that the French army 
was victorious over the Austrians because 
the French had rifled cannon. It was said 
in 1866 that the Prussian army was victo­
rious over the Austrians because the Prus­
sians were armed with needle guns. It is 

"now understood that the artillery and rifles 
of the French army and those of the Prus­
sian army are about equally destructive; 
and there seems but little advantage on 
either side as regards aims.

Our Gennau-American fellow-citizens who 
may now he sojourning in Prussia have 
occasion to rejoice at the establishment of 
the treaty, which was recently negotiated 
between the American and Prussian gov­
ernments, in regard to the rights of Ger­
mans naturalized in this country. But for 
the negotiation of this treaty, all Prusso- 
Americaus found in Prussia at this time 
would have been liable for service in the 
Prussian army. Now, no German, natural­
ized ns tin American, can be compelled to 
enter the army of any of the States of North 
or South Germany. German Americans 
have precisely the same rights, franchises, 
and privileges in Germany as native born 
Americans. The treaty was negotiated at 
a most opportune time, and it will save our 
government from a great deal of trouble.

The smaller States contiguous to Prussia 
will he cautious about taking part against 
her in the present war. Prussia made 
short work with the smaller States which 
took part against her in the war of 1866. 
She “absorbed'’ them, regardless of their 
feelings.

Before the appearance of the war cloud 
in Europe, our five-twenty bonds were 
quoted in London at a fraction over 90. The 
tall of orice was but slight and grad­
ual, and shortly after noon ot the 
eleventh they were a fraction above 86. 
From this they recovered two per cent, on 
the prosjKtot o fa  settlement of the Franeo- 
Prussiuu difficulty; but again they gave way 
ou Saturday last, when they were quoted 
between 85 and 86. These fluctuations arc 
alight, compared with what the gold bulls 
and bond bears of this market expected in 
the event of the outbreak of a European 
war.

The adoption of the dogma of infallibility 
by the Ecumenical Council was almost 
simultaneous with the adoption of a bel­
ligerent attitude by France aud Prussia. If 
his Holiness were infallible in regard to 
political as well as ecclesiastical matters, 
lie might settle the present troubles by his 
fiat. Would it he a good thing if there 
were a political Pope iu Europe.

We are told that one of the reason why 
the French Emperor desires war, is, that it 
would consolidate all parties in France in 
favor of his government. At the same time 
we are told that Bismarck looks favorably 
on war as a means of consolidating the 
strength of the North German Confedera­
tion, aud especially of welding to Prussia 
the States which were forcibly annexed after 
the war of 1866. It is quite possible that 
each ideas float through the minds ol' Napo­
leon and Bismarck.

Nearly two millions of Germans have 
emigrated to America during the last twenty 
years, more than three-fourths of whom had 
lauded at the port of New York. If these 
emigrants had been retained at home. Ger-

raised up a prosperous aud contented people.

should be shelter aud concealment given 
to the criminal in defiance of law and reli­
gion. People who live upon a piece of land, 
worked aud-improved by their aueesters 
for generations before, become at last 
so identified with the very soil itself, 
that they can not fully realize the fact, 
that they are but “ tenants at will, ” 
and may be ejected by force, and 
without remedy, by those who have both 
the power and the will. Indeed it is oilly 
when some neighbor less fortunate, whose 
whole substance fails to make up the enor­
mous rents, aud is obliged to quit the dwel­
ling where he. aud his father before liim 
were born, with his little oues aud his wife 
to beg or to die, that even the most prosper­
ous feel the painful truth.

The reasons for the removal of our Minis, 
ter to England, Mr. Motley, are thus stated 
by Mr. Crounse, the Washington corres­
pondent of the New York Times:

As it has been freclv stated, both publicl.C 
and privately, that the President removed 
Mr. Motley in order to revenge himself on
Mr. Sumner for the latter’s opposition to the 
San Domingo treaty, it is proper, though
hardly necessary, to state some facts in con­
nection with the matter, which will show 
how absurd such statements are. When Mr. 
Motley left here for England he received 
instructions on the principal question at 
issue between the two governments, which 
instructions were not in consonance with 
certain views expressed l>y Mr. Motlev prior 
to his departure, and which views had been 
disapproved when they were first made 
known.

Ou his arrival iu England Mr. Motley 
submitted to Lord Clarendon the views 
which hail been disapproved here, and 
omitted to submit the views which had 
been impressed upon him by his govern­
ment. This’produeed a feeling of dissatis­
faction here, and from that moment the 
question of his recall has simple heenla 
question of time. He has been allowed to 
remain from considerations of a personal 
character, among which the permanent na­
ture of his domestic arrangements lias been 
one. Some time since he was informed that 
liis resignation would he accepted, and lie 
was requested to answer by cable. To this 
Mr. Motley made no answer whatever. 
Subsequently an answer was again asked 
for, when he declined finally to resign. The 
original request for liis resignation was 
made long enough before Mr. Frelinglmv- 
sen’s appointment to have enabled Mr.”Mot­
ley to have offered it. had lie so desired.

AN ACT to prevent the extermination of 

fur-bearing apimals in Alaska.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That it 
shall be unlawful to kill any fur-seal upon the 
islands of Saint Paul anil Saint George, or in 
the waters adjacent thereto, except during 
the months of June, July. Septemberaud Oc­
tober in each year, and it shall he unlawful 
to kill such seals at any time by the use of 
fire-arms, or use other means tending to 
drive the seals away from said islands : Pro­
vided, That the natives of said islands shall 
have the privilege of killing such young 
seals as may be necessary for their own 
food and clothing during other moutlis, 
aud also such old seals as may be 
required for their own clothing" and 
for the manufacture of boats for their own 
use. which killing shall be limited ami con­
trolled by such regulations as shall be pre­
scribed by the Secretary of the Treasury.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That it 
shall be unlawful to kill any female seal, 
or any seal less than one year old, at any 
season of the year, except as above pro­
vided ; and it shall also be unlawful to kill 
any seal in the waters adjacent to said is­
lands, or on the beaches, cliffs or rocks where 
they haul up from the sea to remain ; and 
any person who shall violate either the pro­
visions of this or the first section of this 
<i| shall be punished, on conviction thereof, 
for each offense by a fine of not less thau 
two hundred dollars nor more than one 
thousand dollars, or by imprisonment not 
exceeding six months, or by such fine aud 
imprisonment both, at the discretion of the 
court having jurisdiction and taking cog­
nizance of the offense ; aud all vessels, their 
tackle, apparel, and furniture, whose crew 
shall be found engaged in the violation of 
any of the provisions of this act shall be 
forfeited to the United States.

S e c . 3. And be it further enacted. That 
for the period of twenty years from and 
after the passage of this act,’ the number of 
fur-seals which may be killed for their skins 
upon the island of Saint Paul Is hereby lim­
ited and restricted to seventv-fivo thousand 
per annum; and the number of fur-seals 
which may be killed for their skins upon the 
island of Saint George, is hereby limited aud 
estrieted to twentv-tive thousand per an­

num: Provided. That the Secretary of the 
Treasury may restrict and limit the right of 
killing if it shall become necessary for the 
preservation of such seals, with such pro­
portionate reduction of the rents reserved 
to the government’ as shall be right and 
proper; anil if any person shall knowingly 
violate either of the provisions of this sec­
tion, he shall, upon uue conviction thereof, 
be punished in the same way as provided 
herein for a violation of tlie provisions of 
the first and second sections of this act.

S e c . 4. And be it further enacted. That 
immediately after the passage of this act 
the Secretary of the Treasury shall lease, 
for rental mentioned in section six of this 
act. to proper and responsible parties, to the 
best advantage of the United States, havin;i 
due regard to the interests of the govern­
ment. the native inhabitants, the purlies 
heretofore engaged in trade, and the protec­
tion of the seal fisheries, for a term of 
twenty years from the first day of 
May, eighteen hundred and seventy, the 

ght to engage the in busine 
f takiug fur-seals on the islands of 

Saint Paul and Saint George, and to 
send a vessel or vessels to said 

anils for tbe skins of such seals, giving to 
the lessee or lessees of said islands a lease, 
duly executed, in duplicate, not transfer­
able. and taking from tlie lessee or lessees 
of said islands a bond, with sufficient 
sureties, iu a sum not less than five hundred 
thousand dollars, conditional for the faith­
ful observance of all the laws and require­
ments of Congress and of the regulations of 
the Secretary of the Treasury, touching the 
subject-matter of taking fur-seals, and dis­
posing of the same, and for the payment of 
all taxes and dues accruing to the United 
State*'connected therewith. And in mak­
ing said lease, tlie Secretary of the Treasury 
shall have due regard to the preservation of 
the seal-fur trade of said Glands, anil the 
comfort, maintenance aud education of tiie 
natives thereof. The said lessees shall fur­
nish to the several masters of
vessels employed by them certified copies 
ot the lease held by them, respectively, 
which shall be presented to the government 
revenue officer for the time being who may 
he in charge at the said islands as the au­
thority of the party for landing and takiii" 
skins.
Sec. 5. And he it further enacted, 

That at the expiration of said
term ot twenty years, or on sur
render or forfeiture of any lease, other 
leases may he made in manner as aforesaid, 
for other terms of twenty years; 
hut no persons other thau American 
citizens shall be permitted, hv lease, 
or otherwise, to occupy said islands, "or either 
of them, for tlie purpose of taking the skins 
or fur-seals therefrom, nor shall any foreign 
vessel lx: engaged in taking such skins: and 
the Secretary of the Treasury shall vacate 
and declare any lease forfeited if the same 
be.held or operated for tlie use. benefit or 
advantage, directly or indirectly, of any 
person or persons other thau American citi­
zens. Every lease shall contain a covenant 
on the part of the lessee that he will not 
keep, sell, furnish, give, or dispose of any 
distilled spirits or spirituous liquors oil 
either of said islands to any of the natives 
tlie root, such person not boiug ji plivsieian 
and furnishing the same for use as medi­
cine : and any person who shall kill any 
tur-seal on either of said islands, or in the 
waters adjacent thereto, without authority 
ot the lessees thereof, and any per­
son who shall molest, disturb, or 
interfere with said lessees, or either 
qt them or their agents or employees 
m the lawful prosecution of their business’ 
under the previsions of this act, shall lie 
deemed guilty ofa misdemeanor, and shall 
tor each offense, on conviction thereof, he 
punished m the same way anil by like |*eu- 
a-lnes as prescribed in the secomi section of 
tins act; and all vessels, their tackle, ap­
parel, appurtenances and cargo, whose 
crews shall be found engaged in any viola-

section* of “An act to extend ttolWiMf
the United State* relating to customs, co®. 
meree and navigation over the territory 
ceded to the United States by Russia, to e* 
tnbUsh a collection district therein, and fq, 
other purposes,” Approved July twenty 
seven, eighteen hundred auil sixty
