After the 
Are bad been sululucd and firemen gone to 
engine houses, it was discovered that Mrs. 
Keller, who resided in the building, was 
missing. After searching through the ruins 
for some time her remains were discovered, 
burnt to a crisp.

The discussion before the Irish Literary 
Society last night, terminated about twelve 
o’clock.

Among the most important of the acts 
passed by Congress at the late session was 
that providing for the payment of pensions 
quarterly to pensioners, and for the regu­
lation of fees to be paid to cluim agents for
C necution of claims for pensions and 

ntv land. Said act became a law July 
8, 187(5, and prescribes in substance as fol­
lows:

“Section 1. Pension agents shall prepare 
and transmit within fifteen days preceding 
the fourth of March, June, September and 
December in each year, vouchers for quar­
terly payments to pensioners direct, who, 
on or after said fourth day of March, may 
execute and return the said voucher, and 
none other, to the said pension agents.

“ Sec. 2. Upon the receipt of such vouch­
ers, properly executed, and the establish­
ment of identity of the pensioner entitled 
to the pension, the pension agent shall im­
mediately forward by mail to the said pen- 
sioner direct, and no other person, a cheek 
payable solely to the order of said [tension­
er,'except when the pensioner is required to 
appear personally and receive the pension.

“•No 3. pension shall, under any circum­
stances. be paid to any one hut the pension­
er entitled thereto, except iu case of [ten­
sioners legally disabled, when payments 
may be made to guardians; and in case of 
pensioners resident abroad, when payment 
may be made as provided under previous 
acts.

“Sec. •*. Pension agents shall receive, for 
all services rendered to pensioners, includ­
ing postage, thirty cents, payable by the 
United States; und no more shall be re­
ceived by them, under the penalty of $500.

“Sec. 5. The Secretary of the Interior 
shall provide blank vouchers to lie used as 
above stated, and regulations therefor.

“Sec. 0. Pension agents and their author­
ized clerks shail take and certify affidavits 
of all pensioners who may appear before 
them for that purpose, aid  give the check 
for the pension to the pensioners personally; 
and for taking any sueli affidavit falsely or 
corruptly, the applicant shall he deemed 
guilty of perjury, the penalty being impri; 
sonment for live years or less, and a fine not 
exceeding $1000.

“ Se<J. 7. The fee of the agent or attorney 
for tlie prosecution of a claim for [tension or 
bounty land shall not exceed $25. The 
agent or attorney must file, ‘ without cost to 
the claimant,’ with the Commissioner of 
Pensions, duplicate articles of agrertnent. 
duly attested, setting forth the fee agreed 
upon. When no such agreement is filed or 
approved by the commissioner, the fee 
shall be $10 and no more.
