Bazar Market.
In the description of the new Bazar 

Market, which appeared iu yesterday's R e ­

p u b l i c a n , the word "fruit" inadvertently 
crept iu among the articles which it was 
stated would not be sold in the Bazar. So 
far, however, from fruit being a ta'ooed a.« 
tide in the Bazar it is the intention of the 
euterprizing lessees to devote one side (row 
of stalls) of the institution to the sale of 
f ruit alone. It is hoped that this whole­
some competition will do much toward de 
feating the abominable fruit monopoly 
which has so long burdened our community. 
The only articles which will not be kept for 
sale iu the Bazar Market, will be meat, fish, 
vegetables, and heavy irru castings, such 
as ships’ anchors.

In describing the market, it was omitted 
to state that the credit for all the designs 
and specifications for the building are due 
to our present city surveyor, W. II. Bell, 
Esq. This omission was pointed out by 
Benjamin S. Harrissou. who is superintend­
ing the construction of the building, and 
the omission is here cheerfully supplied. 
Certainly, the appearance of the market, 
when finished, will reflect great credit upon 
the City Surveyor’s Department.

The old Oak, however, has to this day the 
best three mile heat race ever made over 
the Lexington course. Hi- time w a s  5 .0 2 b ,  
one-fourth of a second better than Yaiulale. 
Now we have a colt of ’he chestnut fiiiy 
wliichgot a rare from Red Oak. beating the 
record of that famous racer two and three- 
quarter seconds in a three mile rar .
