And lie it further enacted, That 
the proviso of the sixteenth section of the 
act approved August three, eighteen hun­
dred and sixty-one, limiting tbe number of 
officers on the retired list to seven per cen­
tum of tbe whole number of existing 
officers, be, and the same is hereby, re­
pealed, and hereafter the number of officers 
who may be retired in accordance with 
existing laws shall be in the discretion of 
the President: Provided, That the whole 
number on the retired list shall at no time 
exceed three hundred.

solders: authorized office furniture: lure ot 
laborers iu the Quartermaster s department, 
including the hire of interpreters, spies, 
and guides for the army; compensation ot 
tleiks to officers of the Quartermaster s de­
partment; comiiensatiou ot forage and 
wagon masters, authorized by the act ot 
July five, eighteen hundred and thirty-eight; 
for the apprehension ot deserters, anil the 
expenses incident to tlieir pursuit; anil tor 
the following expenditures required tor the 
several regiments of cavalry, the batteries 
of light artillery, and such companies ot m- 
fautPv as may tie mounted, viz: the purchase 
of travelling forges, blacksmith and shoeing 
tools, horse and mule shoes and nails, non 
and steel for shooing, hire of veterinary sur­
geons, medicines for horses anil mules, picket 
ropes, and for shoeing the horses of the 
corps named; also, generally, the proper and 
authorized exjienses for the movement and 
operations of an army, not expressly as­
signed to any other department, eight hun­
dred thousand dollars.

For mileage, or the allowance made to 
officers of tlie army for the transportation ol 
themselves and their baggage, when trav el- 
[l]ing on duty without troops, escorts or 
supplies, fiftv thousand dollars. .

For taking meterologieal observations and 
giving notice on northern lakes and seaboard

Sec. 8. And be it further enacted, 
That no appointment to the grade 
of brigadier general shall be made until the 
number of officers of that grade is reduced 
below six; after which the number of brig­
adier generals shall not exceed six.

Sec. 11. And he it further enacted, t  hat 
the General of the army and commanding 
officers of the several military departments 
of the army, shall, as soon as practicaole 
after the paswitre ot this act, lorward to the 
Seeretarv of \ \  ar a list of officers serving m 
their respective commands deemed by them 
unfit for the proper discharge of their duties 
from auv cause except injuries incurred or 
disease contracted iu the line of their duty, 
settiug forth specifically iu each case the 
cause of such unfitness.

second lieutenant, not mounted, shall be 
fourteen hundred dollars; the pay of chap­
lain shall be fifteen hundred’ dollars; the 
pav of aide-de-camp to major general shall 
be two hundred dollars per auuuni in addi­
tion to pay of liis rank; tlie pay of aide-de- 
camp to brigadier general shall be one 
hundred ami fifty dollars per annum 
in addition to pay c>f Lis rank; <he 
pav of acting assistant commissary 
shall be one hundred dollars in addition to 
pay of his rank ; and there shall be allowed 
and paid to each and every commissioned 
officer below the rank.ot brigadier general, 
including chaplains and others having as­
similated rank or pay, ten per centum ol 
their current yearly pay tor each and every 
term of five rears service: Provided, lhat 
the total amount of such increase for length 
of service shall in no case exceed forty per 
centum on the yearly pay ot nis grade as 
established bv this act: And provided 
further, That the pay of a colonel shall in 
no case exceed four thousand five hundred 
dollars per annum, nor the pay oi a lieuten- 
ant colonel four thousand dollars per an- 
num, and these sums shall bo in lull o all 
commutation of quarters, fuel, forage, ser­
vant*' wages and clothing, longevity rations, 
and all allowances of every name and na- 
ture whatever, and shall be paid monthly 
bv the pavuiaster: Provided, That iuel,
quarters, and forage in kind maybe tar­
nished to officers by the Quartermaster s 
department, as now allowed liy law and 
regulations: Anil provided further, I liat
when auv officer shall travel under orders, 
and shall not be furnished transportation 
bv the Quartermaster's department, or on a 
convevance belonging to or chartered by 
the United States, he shall be allowed ten 
cents per mile, and no more, ior each mile 
actually bv him traveled under sueli orders, 
distances to be calculated according to the 
nearest post routes: and no payment shall 
be made to anv officer except by a paymas­
ter of the army. Officers retired from ac­
tive service shall receive seventy-five per 
centum of the pay of the rank upon which 
tliev are retired. , ,

Sec. 25. And be it farther enacted, 1 hat 
everv private soldier and officer 
who' has served in the army ot 
the United States during the re­
bellion. for ninety days, and remained loyal 
t() the government, and every seaman, 
marine, and officer, or other person, who has 
served in the navy of the United States, or 
in the marine corps or revenue murine, 
during the rebellion, for ninety days, and 
remained loyal to the government, shall, on 
paviliont of the fee or commission to any 
register or receiver of any laud office re­
quired by law, be entitled to enter one quar­
ter section of land, not mineral, of the alter­
nate reserved sections of public lands along 
the lilies of auv one of the railroads or other 
public works in the United States, wherever 
uublic lands have been or may be granted 
iv acts of Congress, and to receive a patent 

therefor, under and by virtue of tbe provis­
ions of the act to secure homesteads to ac­
tual settlers on the public domain, and the

AN ACT to prevent the extermination of 

fur-bearing animals in Alaska.
Be it enacted bv the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States; ot 
America in Congress assembled. That it 
shall be unlawful to kill any tur-seal upon tlie 
islands of Saint Paul and Saint George, or in 
the waters adjacent thereto, except during 
the months of June, July. September and Oc­
tober in each year, and it slial be unlawful 
to kill such seals at any time by the use ot 
fire-arms, or use other means tending to 
drive the seals away from said islands . I ro- 
vided. That the natives of sanl islands shall 
have the privilege of killing such young 
seals as mav be necessary for their own 
food and clothing during other months, 
and also such old seals as may be 
required for their own clothing and 
for the manufacture of boats lor tlieir own 
use, which killing shall be limited and con­
trolled bv such regulations as shall he pre­
scribed bv the Secretary 6f the Treasury.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted. That it 
shall be unlawful to kill any female seal, 
or any seal less than one year old, at any 
season of the year, except as above  ̂pro­
vided : and it shall also be unlawful to kill 
anv seal in the waters adjacent to said is­
lands. or on the beaches, cliffs or rocks where 
tliev iiaul up from the sen to remain ; and 
•mv person who shall violate either the pre­
visions of this or the first section ot tins 
act shall be punished, on conviction thereoi, 
for each offense by a tine of not less than 
two hundred dollars nor more than one 
thousand dollars, or by imprisonment not 
exceeding six mouths, or by such fine and 
imprisonment both, at tlie discretion ol The 
court having jurisdiction and taking cog­
nizance of the offense ; and all vessels, tlieir 
tackle, apparel, and furniture, whose crew 
shall he-found engaged in the violation ot

Be it enacted hy the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ql 
America iu Congress assembled, That it 
shall be lawful for the Cicizens’ Bridge 
Company, a corporation having authority 
from thq State of Arkansas, to liuiid a rail­
road, transit, and -fcagon bridge across 
tlie Arkansas river at or near the 
citv of Little Rock, iu Arkmsas, anil 
that, when constructed, all trains ot 
all ' roads terminating at the Arkan­
sas river, at or near the location of said 
bridge, shall be allowed to cross said bridge 
for a reasonable eomjiensation to be paid to 
the owners thereof; and iu case of any liti­
gation arising from any obstruction or 
alleged obstruction to the fVec navigation 
of said river, the cause may lie tried before 
the district court of the United States ot 
any State iu which any jiortion ol said ob­
struction or bridge touches.

Sec. J. And be it further enacted, Tliat 
any bridge built under tbe previsions ot 
this act mav, at the ojition of the company 
building tbe same, be built as a draw­
bridge, with a pivot or other form ot a 
draw, or with unbroken and continuous 
spans: Provided. That if the said bridge 
shall be made with unbroken and continu­
ous sjians, it shall not be'in any case of less 
elevation than fifty feet above extreme 
lii'di-water mark, as understood at the poult

boats whose construction shall not be such 
as to admit of their passage under the per­
manent sjians of said bridge, excejit when 
trains are jiassiug over the same; but iu no 
case shall unnecessary delay occur in open­
ing the draw during or after the passage ot 
trains. „

anv bridge constructed under tins act and 
according to its limitations shall be a lawiill 
structure, and shall be recognized and 
known as a post route upon winch also no 
higher charge shall he made for the trans­

AN ACT to incorporate the National Mu­
tual Life Assurance Association of Wash­
ington, D. C.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That Alinon 
M. Clapp, Ezra B. French, Stephen J. W. 
Tabor, R. B. Donaldson. William A. Rich­
ardson, Jedediah H. Baxter, James M. 
Austin, Henry P. H. Bromwell, Aaron F\ 
Randall. John R. Tolimnson, Dolson B. , 
Scarle, Josejih F. Evans. Thomas L. Tullock, 
Amos L. Merriman, Edward Downey,
L. M. Sanders, J. W. Griffin, John W. 
Boteler, George S. Montrousc, William 
Wilkinson, James O'Connor and B. B. 
French, and tlieir successors, are constituted 
a body corporate, by name of “ The Na­
tional'Life Assurance and Trust Associa­
tion,” and by that name may sue aud be 
sued, plead and be inijileaded, have a com­
mon seal, and have all the rights, privileges 
and immunities necessary for the purposes 
of tlie corporation hereby created; provuied, 
that the said comjiany shall lie limited to 
the District of Columbia in the transaction 
of its business, and shall not establish any 
agency iu any State except in pursuance of 
the laws of said State.

Sec. 2. And he it further enacted, That 
the corporation above named shall, within 
one year after the passage of this act, meet 
and elect such officers as may be necessary 
to jierfect tlie organization, and thereupon 
or as soon thereafter, as may be jiracticable 
shall ojien books for the enrolment of mem 
hers.

Sec. 3. And be it further enacted, That 
the objects of this association shall be the 
mutual insurance of the lives of the mem­
bers, and tlie investment of premiums in 
trust for tlie benefit of the jierson paying 
the same, or some other person designated 
by him, ujion the endowment jilan. At anv 
meeting of the corporators, or a majority of 
them, they may jircscribe such rules and by­
laws for the government of tlieir associa­
tion, and the transaction of its business, fix 
such rates of insurance and premiums, and 
provide for the payment of losses, in such 
manner ns may be necessary to carry into 
into effect tlie olijecte of the incorporation: 
Provided. That such rules and by-laws shall 
not conflict with the Constitution of the 
United States, nor with any laws in force 
within the District of Columbia; which 
rules aud by-laws may bo changed at any 
regular meeting of the board of trustees ot 
the association by a majority vote of the 
members of such board jiresent.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted, That it 
shall he lawful for the said association to 
purchase, hold and convey real estate, as 
follows: First, sueli as shall lie requisite for 
the immediate accommodation of its busi­
ness; or, second, such as shall have been 
mortgaged to it in good taith by way of se­
curity lor loans previously contracted, for 
money due; or, tliird, such as shall have 
been conveyed to it in satisfaction ot debts 
previously contracted in the course ot its 
dealings: or, fourth, such ns shall have been 
purchased at sales u jio n  judgments, decrees, 
or mortgages obtained or made for such 
debts.

Sec. 5. And bo it further enacted, That 
tli6 number of trustees to uiJiiiHgG tbo ousi- 
ness of said corjioration shall be twenty, a 
majority of whom shall be residents ot the 
District of Columbia; anil tbe first board 
shall be elected from among tlie
corjiorators herein named, and any
vacancy existing or occurring by
death, resignation, or otherwise, iu said
office of trustees, shall he filled by ballot at 
such time as the by-laws shall prescribe; 
and that said trustees shall elect one of tlieir 
number to be the president of the said 
board, wlio shall also lie tbe president of 
said association, and shall elect two oi tlieir 
number as vice-jiresidents, one ot their 
number as secretary, and one ot tlieir num­
ber tis treasurer of the, same.

Sec. 6. And be it further enacted, That 
tlie president, vice-presidents, secretary, 
treasurer, ajid the subordinate officers and 
agents of the association shall respectively 
give such security for their fidelity and good 
conduct as the board of trustees may from 
time to time require, and the board shall fix 
the salaries of such officers aud agents.
