T h e  B asin  St r e e t  H om icide—T esti­
mony B e f o r e  th e  C oroner—R esu lt  of  
t h e  I nquest .—Yesterday morning, Coroner 
Roche resumed and concluded the examina­
tion of witnesses in the Gus Taney inquest.

men lying dead in the liall-way; I did not 
see the men fight or quarrel.

Louis Barra—I reside at No. 143 Bourbon 
street: on Saturday niglit, July 30, I was 
in bouse No. 40 Busin street, when two men 
came in; they went into the parlor, after 
lieing there awhile, I heard of them saying. 
“Give me my money, or I’ll shoot vou:’’ 1 
recognized tlie voice of the one that was 
killed; I knew bis voice, because I weut 
into the parlor to collect, aud be (the de­
ceased) said lie bad no money to give me: 
I am sure it was him, because they were the 
only men m the parlor at that time, and I 
recognized the deceased’s voice; the man 
that was killed appeared to be intoxicated, 
and the other man was not; when that re­
mark was passed I could not see either 
party; never heard that voice before that 
niglit; I am certain it was the voice of the 
man that was killed.

The jury rendered a verdict that deceased 
came to his death from an incised wound 
between the tenth and eleventh ribs, in­
flicted by a knife iu the bands of one James 
White, now in custody; said wound was in­
flicted on Saturday, July 30, between the 
hours of ten and eleven P. M., in the house 
No. 40 Basin strfeet, between Common and 
Gasquct streets.

PoetiiM of the Prasaian Am y.
We copy the following speculations from 

the New Ytfrk Tribune:
The position of the Prussian army is at 

last indicated by our dispatches, and it is 
apparent that the activity of the French 
has been well matched by the vigilance of 
their opponents. The German annv, 400,000 
strong, has been concentrated t>y rapid 
movements on tile Saar river, between the 
fortress of Saarlouis and the Moselle river 
at Treves. The position is naturally a very 
strong one, and directly upon the border 
line. The movements from Merz and Thion- 
ville, of which we have been previously 
advised, will bring the French army directly 
upon this position, their right being in front 
of Saarlouis. It is therefore evident that 
the first shock of battle will be upun the 
Saar river.

Present advices place the French army, 
so far concentrated, at 300.000, and the 
Prussians at 400,000. Previous advices, 
however, gave the French estimate at 800.- 
000. It is highly improbable that the 
French General would move with an in­
ferior force against a superior number o f 
the enemy, strongly posted, with one river 
in his front aud another on liis right, while 
a strong fortress protected his left flank. 
The statement of the numbers in either case 
are not to be depended upon, and all state­
ments of the kind previous to a battle arc 
likely to be as untrustworthy as they proved 
iu our own war. It is intimated in the dis- 
'patehes that a battle must occur in a day or 
two. pie passage of the Saar will doubtless 
prove a difficult task, aud will certainly not 
tie undertaken until the Prussian position 
has been thoroughly reconnoitered. While, 
therefore, a battle seems inevitable at this 
point, it may yet be delayed for several 
days by maneuvers bv the French.

North Carolina.
This is from the New York Commercial 

Advertiser:
General Grant clearly intends that treason 

shall not again rear its head so long as he 
holds the reins of power. At the very time 
some of the papers were abusing him “ for 
junketing at Long Branch while Unionists 
were being bunted down in North Caro­
lina." he was holding telegraphic communi­
cation with the Governor of that State, and 
forwarding to him the necessary troops. 
The Raleigh Standard says: “We are 
pleased to lie able to say again that the 
President—the glorious preserver of this na­
tion—indorses what the Governor has done, 
and will practically aid in the suppression 
of this new and most dangerous treason."

The Copperhead press are in a terrible 
rage that the President sliould thus inter­
fere in the aiiairs of the State, and seek to 
“beat down the people with Federal 
bayonets.” But this was to lie expected. 
Whenever the President lifts his arm to en­
force the constitution and its amendments 
in favor of the constitution’s defenders and 
supporters, he arouses a yell of dissatis 
faction from those who endeavoured to 
destroy it.

We have already noticed the building of 
the St. Louis in England. The Manchester, 
England, Daily Courier of the eleventh in­
stant, says in relation to the Liverpool and 
Mississippi river steamships:

A new company, named the Liverpool 
and Mississippi Steamship Company, are 
now having two new screw steamers' built, 
the St. Louis, 1750 tons, building by Messrs. 
G. R. Clover &. Co.. Birkenhead, to have 
engines of two hundred horse power, bv 
Messrs. James Jack & Co., of Liverpool. 
The Crescent City, 2000 tons, liy Messrs. A. 
M'Millan &l Son, of Dumbarton, with en­
gines of two hundred and ten horse power, 
by Messrs G. & J. Thompson, of Glascow. 
both sets of engines being on the conqiouml 
rineiple. The steamers are to ply between 
iverpoo! and New Orleans. They will 

have a light draught of water, large carry- 
capacity, aud will accommodate about 

five hundred steerage passengers. The 
steamers will have the highest class at 
Lloyd's. Messrs. Taylor, Tipper Ac. Co., 
will he the brokers in Liverpool, and 
Messrs. Fliun, Main & Montgomery the 
managing owners.
