TUE SILVER SPRAY DISASTER.

Further Interesting Particulars.
We copy the following Memphis sj>eeial 

to the Cincinnati Gazette :
It is now ascertained that there were 

forty-five persons on the boat. Of those, 
out of twenty-six that have been found, two, 
Jordan and E. Lang have since died, the 
latter at the hospital. Out of nineteen 
roustabouts only seven have been recovered, 
five of whom are in the hospital, severely 
wounded. Four white ones who shipped 
here were lost; also a German, who got 
aboard by mistake, and refused to go ashore. 
In the coal barge two cabin boys, named 
Sack and Carmack, and Mary Beach, cham­
bermaid. are also known to be lost. Anton 
Shefer's wife and child were saved; Richard 
Doyle, watchman; Henry Rawlston, col­
ored, porter, and William Duncan, are se­
verely wounded, and in the hospital. The 
City of Alton arrived here at noon, but 
brings no additional particulars, save tliat 
the wreck of the barge was still burning
when she passed.

Soon after their arrival here, engineers
Ashford and Meredith; mate, James Cor­
coran; carpenter Wade; pilot E. Patterson, 
wont before Captain Washington, local in­
spector. made written statements to the 
effect that while the boat lay here her boilers 
were carefully examined and her flues 
cleaned, and everything was in good condi­
tion; that while at New Orleans a new sheet 
had been put in to replace a defective one, 
but all worked well on the passage np. The 
boat left here at 6:30. At eleven her en­
gineers changed watch. Ashford had the 
water examined in the boilers, lie found 
the steam gauge indicating 134 pounds. 
The supply doctor worked well, as it had 
done on the trip. He was oiling the crank 
wrists when the explosion occurred. In an 
instant all was darkness. Until the boat 
took fire nothing could be seen. The debris 
and wreck were so piled up on the furnaces 
that the fire could not be extinguished.

Meredith testified to having tried the 
water before going off watcli. Everything 
was in good condition. The government 
safety gauge was locked in the box. and 
blew off very low. He had been ordered 
never to allow more than 134 pounds of 
steam. After the explosion he made several 
trips with the lifeboat. He thinks only the 
middle and starboard boilers exploded.

Richard Cage, cook, states that the ex­
plosion was caused by the stopping of the 
doctor, by which the boilers were nearly 
dry and red hot.

T. W. Gill, deck hand, says the fire was 
caused by the falling of a lamp from the 
cabin after the explosion, after which the 
jieople all took to the barge, but the wreck 
of the cabin falling over on the barge it 
took fire, causing the jieople. burned and 
maimed, to rush into the water. The ex­
plosion blew freight toward the barge, so 
that her hawsers could not be cut. The 
survivors sneak in the highest terms of the 
conduct of the people on shore, and the 
officers, crew auu passengers of the City of 
Alton. Portions of the wreck have been 
passing here this afternoon.

AN ARRIVAL FROM HAMBURG.

The Steamship Hammonia.
We copy the following dispatch:
New York, August 2.—The steamship

Hammonia, of the Hamburg line, arrived 
here this morning, having left Hamburg on
the twentieth of July. She brings 597 pas­
sengers, of whom 477 are in the steerage, 
and full cargo. The captain reports that at 
the time lie left there was intense excite­
ment all over the country in regard to the 
war, and the workmen who had long since 
served Their time in the army, were volun­
teering in great numbers to assist the 
country. The railroads were fully employed 
in transporting troops and munitions of 
war, and preparations for the conflict is ob­
served to Ik- active in all directions.

Before the Hammonia left port the buoys 
and lights had been removed from the Elbe, 
on which river Hamburg is situated, and 
steamers had to proeeed slowly and with 
great caution.

The vessel 
arrived here safely, and will remain for the 
present, as this line is in the same condition 
as the Bremen, and can not run steamsnips 
until the. close of the war, or until they are 
disposed of. ____ .
