Tat INCENDIARY  ATTEMPT THE
SLAUGHTERHOUSE.—An examination of that
part of the Crescent Slanghterhouse where
the tire was discovered Thursday night, af-
fords conclusive proof that the incendiary
schieme was not exstemporized. but was the
re<ult of a mature plot, carefully planned.
The part of the premises selected for the at-
tempt, was the newly furnished addition to
the Slaughterhonse, running on each side of
the steam engine. A quantity of coal oil
had been poured on the coal stored near the
engine and over a part of the floor. Not
les= than twelve five gallon casks,
partly of coul 0il and partly of turpentine,
bad  been provided, some portion of
which bhad been empticd on  the
tioor. The proof secms tobe conclusive that
this combustible material had.not been con-
veyed in any of the carts that cross the
river in the afternoon or night to procure
meat. Au examination under the wharf
immediately in front of the engine house,
has rendered it very evident that the incen-
diaries bad approached the place in a skiff,
which could be run some distance under the
whirf until the dry batture was reached; a
rude ludder fixed at that point facilitated
the ascent to the floor above, which would
have placed the incendiaries in the midst of
the premises, with little, if any risk, of being
discovered by any of the watchmen. For-
tunately they used gunpowder in addition
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to other combustibles, and it was the slight
explosions that slarmed Captain J. H. Gen-
nison, who was on gunard at the time, al-
though at some distance from the spot.
Had it not been for the powder thus flash-
ing, the fire would have had such headway
in a fow moments as to render extinguish-
ment impossible,

The whole cirenmstances show that who-
ever made this attempt had its success very
much at heart. for not only do the proceed-
ings show marks of careful planning, and
by some one well acquainted with the
premises, but that some one must have
speat considerable money to insure suc-
cess.  No clue that is proper to publish has
been o far obtained. Captain Edgeworth,
of the Fifth District Police, has the matter
in hand. and it is hoped that his exertions
aided by the employes of the Slaughter-
house Company, will result in tracing the
villaius who attempted this incendiarism.

THE ADMINISTRATION INDORSED,

New York Standard Review

We copy the following excellent editorial
from the New York Standard:

Republican conventions have been held in
four or five of the States of the Us ml
i - one of them thie Administration of
ident Grant has been indorsed. The
ast that set its seal of approval was South
Carolina.  In that State Gevernor Scott has
heen nominated for re ction and a ¢
man pli on the ticket for Lientenant
Governor, There is very little donbt that
these gentlemen will e elected.

The criticism most frequently made on
the administration of President Grant is,
that it has not fulfilled the expectations of
the people : that it is what is called “weak.”
This complaint, as a general thing, comes
from some of the weakest men in the
country—frowm, for the most part, the poli-
tician who has always held office, but who,
wome way, was forgetten in March, 1869, in
the distribution of the Federal patronnge.
What is a weak adwinistration!  When did
we have a strong one! Was it under
Buchanan, whose cabinet was a nest of
traitors’ Was it nnder Lincoln? We re-
member how Mr. SBeward was called weak
and something worse when he consented to
the surrender of Mason and 1
Chase was bitterly eriticised as Secretary of
the Treasury, and yet a large portion of
the Demecratic Convention which met in
Tammany Hall in 18368 thought he was
strong enough to run for the Presidency.

The outery against the late Mr, Stanton
as a Cabinet officer never ceased. There
was a8 much opposition to him within his
own party as there was outside it. Was
Montgomery Bluir a strong Postmaster
General; and, if so, why has he been allowed
to go to slecp in Washington ! Was Mr,
Johnson's administration a strong  one!
What did Mr. McCulloch do in the Treas-
ury Department? What did Mr. Randull
do in the postoftiece? What did Mr. Stan-
berry do as Attorney General.  Acquit this
chiet? Hardly that, for Andrew Johnson
was morally convicted if not technieally.
Never did Cabinets blunder so much and so
often as the Cabinets of Lincoln and John-
son.  Never did Cabinet eommit so many
crimes as the Cabinet of Buchunan. Lin-
coln’s Cabinet put an end to the rebellion?
Yes, but it was only by the aid of the genins
of Grant. Mr. Dana, in his history of the
grent commander bears witness to this,

General Grant, when he was inangurated,
was called on to solve a difficnlt problewm.
und the public service debauched: a

t. the reduction of which seemed
ppossibility. The nation guivered in
The intoxication of the war
hurdly at anend. The delirium of ex-
citement in which Mr. Johnson kept the
country was felt in every branch of busi-
ness.  Gold was bought and sold without
the slightest notice, and Wall street was
again and again convulsed by the une
peeted and unforeseen action of the Treas-
ury Department.

President Grant promised peace, and has
kept his word. He promised the faithfal
collection of the revenues, and us & conse-
quence the national debt is being reduced
at the rage of one hundred millions of dol-
jars per annum, at the same time that the
burden of taxation is reduced to the extont
of eighty millions a year The reconstrue-
tion difficulty, whieh, under Johnson, wus
the source of heartburving and discontent,
has passed away, and to-day we are at
weace with onrselves and with all the world.
The administration of Preésident Grant is a
stronger and u better one than we have had
in fourteen years, and we are not surprised
that it is indorsed by every Republican con-
vention that passes a resolution.
