THE WRONG VIEWS ENTERTAINED

TIE WRONG RESOLUTION ADOPTED

C ro p s  in  N ow  E n g la n d .
The New York Tribune says :
The Eastern States are suffering terribly 

from drouth. A few light showers have 
fallen in many if not most localities, but 
nothing like a soaking rain since May, and 
tbe intense, protracted beat of the last six 
weeks has parched tbe ground to a depth of 
two or three feet, rolling the leaves of 
corn and rendering the' pasturage of no ac­
count. A good crop of rye has been secured, 
while Indian corn is very forward and safe 
from injury by frost; but tbe yield will in­
evitably be light. Hay. by far the most im­
portant crop of this section, is at lia-d 
twenty-five per eeut below an average 
yield; so that, if the winter be of average, 
severity and duration. New England will 
require an unusual quantity of Western 
corn to eke, out her short supply of fodder,
• >ats being equally deficient with hay. The 
heavy tobacco crop of the Connecticut 
Valley is looking well, though some of that 
latest planted on ground but shallowly 
plowed and insufficiently manured will 
prove a failure, unless rain shall fall very 
soon.

Blackberries are cut short by the drouth, 
while, whortleberries in many sections are 
completely dried up, so that not only is the 
fruit lost, but the bushes appear to be 
killed. Of wheat, very little is grown, but 
that little returns an average crop. Pota­
toes were, extensively planted, ;ind the 
quality bids fair to lie excellent, but the 
yield will not exceed two-thirds of an aver­
age crop. Of apples, the quantity will ex­
ceed an average, but they will generally be 
small.

On the whole, the farmers of New Eng­
land will be apt to consider 1870 a liar*I 
year. The observations on which the above 
report is founded did not extend to the 
States of Rhode Island and Maine, hut we 
believe they are sufiering with the others.

About two hundred and fifty c itizens. 
principally from the lower part of the city, 
assemoled at the Merchants’ Exchange, 
Royal street, last evening. It had been 
•announced that the object ot tbe meeting 
was to protest against a proposition to 
remove the Red river and Ouachita river 
steamboats from their present location to a 
point in the neighborhood ot i’hulia street; 
and tlie conversation of the groups as­
sembled was to that purpose.

The rotunda of the Exchange had been
{•repared for the occasion. A number of 
amps gleamed from the walls, a table, with 
water pitcher and glasses, chairs for the 
president and any possible number of vice 
presidents, were all there. In tlie rear was 
a small table set out for reporters, on which 
was lying a copy of resolutions to be of­
fered at the meeting, written forcibly and 
olerklv. The meeting was called for seven 
o'clock.

Halt-past eight o'clock arrived and no one 
appeared to open tin* meeting, nor did then* 
seem to be any oue present authorized to 
take the lead. Men began to look wonder- 
ingly at one another. At length a gentle­
man. who certainly was not one of the orig­
inators of the meeting, ascended the stand, 
and calling the assembly to order, proposed 
that George D. Hite. lisq.. should Is* ap 
pointed president. The yeas were unani­
mous. and Mr. Hite took the chair. This 
proposer was W. J. Golding, Esq., of tlie. 
Novelty Iron Works. There were no vice- 
presidents or secretary appointed.

Mr. Hite, on taking tlie chair, made a 
pithy address, which, as it proceeded, was 
listened to with silent, open-eyed, open- 
mouthed wonderment, for it seemed as if he 
was talking the other way. He said, in 
effect, that those who proposed to move the 
Red River cotton lauding want more room 
to handle their cotton, ami want to remove 
in order to get room; would be willing to 
stay if there was room enough; would go 
up or down, did not care where, so that 
there was plenty of room to work.

Mr. Hite further said that if the parties 
concerned could have a lauding at a roomy 
part of the levee, they would lie willing to 
go back to the old lauding to take in 
freight.

Mr. Golding explained that coming to see 
and hear at the meeting, aud finding a full 
hour and a half after the time specified that 
there appeared no one present to engineer 
the affair, lie hail moved the appointment 
of Mr. Hite as president. Here there were 
slight expressions of dissatisfaction, mingled 
with loud calls for M. Emley, Administra­
tor of Commerce, who. with Mayor Flan­
ders. was present. Mr. Emley ascended 
the rostrum amidst a storm of applause. He 
proceeded to show the difficulties of the city 
administration in arranging so as to meet 
confiicting interest. In relation to tlie re­
moval of tlie landing question, nothing had 
lx*en done, except to listen all around to 
know all the diverse views of those in any 
way interested. He showed the situation 
aud relations of various landings, particu­
larly above Canal street. He stated that 
from Canal street landing np to Morgan's 
landing, a distance of two thousand and 
five feet, was wanted for Western produce, 
that the Morgan landing was .six hundred 
aud thirty-three feet of continuous wharf; 
next came the Chattanooga landing, a space 
of three hnudred and eighty-four feet. Ad­
joining this last was the space now occupied 
by the Alliance Rteamers.measuring two hun­
dred aud forty-five feet, aud next to that 
was the landing to which it was proposed 
to move the Red river steamers, a length 
of five hundred and twenty-two feet. The 
levee down town was. unfortunately, very 
narrow.

The speaker was frequently interrupted 
by questions and fragmentary remarks of 
persons in the audience.

J. A. Walsh. Esq., next proceeded to ad­
dress tbe meeting. By this time the dissat­
isfaction among the audience grew louder, 
and Mr. Walsh was frequently interrupted. 
He took the ground direct that commerce 
ami its events are measurably beyond 
liumau regulation; that it was the nature of 
commerce to seek its source and no law 
could prevent it. The commerce of New 
Orleans came from up the river, and so con­
stantly Tended up the river. [A voice in the 
crowd*. "The river runs down."] The 
ajieaker was proceeding to remark upon the 
dead and alive want of enterprise in the 
lower part of New Orleans, ascribing it 
principally to absenteeism. At this point 
the clamor in the assembly became fast and 
furious, for it began to dawn on them 
that all this was not what 
they came to hear, and that some how or 
other tbe wrong set had got possession of 
the meeting, aud were engineering it with 
lightning speed the contrary direction. 
Without motion or vote the crowd, or at 
least one end of it. seemed to resolve itself 
into a committee of speakers, who sjioke 
pretty much all at once. As the general 
committee thus self-elected comprised sev­
eral nationalities, each with a {teculinr 
enunciation, intensified by earnestness, the 
meeting soon grew very suggestive of the 
Tower of Babel. The burden anil gist 
seemed to be that they did not like it. but 
could not exactly tell how to help it.

< >ne or two became insulting and men­
acing toward the speaker, but were at once 
put down by the others, who. though excited 
by a feeling that they were not fairly dealt 
with, expressed what they hail to say. if not 
in classical English, at least in the spirit of 
gentlemen. After an immensity of noise, 
and the failure of several very opposite res­
olutions, the president proposed the follow­
ing resolution, which was carried. He 
"said it slow:"

Resolved. That the City Administrators 
In- requested, at their discretion, to desig­
nate a proper locality for the landing place 
of the lied River cotton boats, from Thalia 
street downward.

The “downward” seemed to have a pe­
culiar charnt, anil the yeas were unanimous. 
But after a moment’s reflection, it again 
dawned on them that this meeting somehow 
was not this meeting; that they must aeciden 
tally bo. at some other meeting of opposition 
proclivities. Like the old woman who. when 
asleep, had her petticoats cut short by the 
tricky peddler, they were not certain that 
they were they, but that perhaps they were 
some other crowd.

At length some one moved to adjourn. 
But this was stoutly combated, on the 
ground that|they had all the time been doing 
something else* aud so must not adjourn 
till they hail done something else. How­
ever. as the crowd was thinning, an ad­
journment was parried.

On the whole, the meeting was a splendid 
sample of the best method of how not to 
do it. As to the resolutions which were 
prepared to offer to the meeting, their name 
was never heard. It is a pity that tlie 
one giving the thanks of the citizens to 
the Times. Bee. Bulletin. V Epoqv.e and Re­
publican , were not passed.

The July number of the Western Insur­
ance Review, has this to say of complaints 
against New Orleans adjustments: 

Complaints are heard among cargo com­
panies relative to the treatment they receive 
in the matter of general average at New 
Orleans. It is asserted that averages are 
claimed and adjusted upon the smallest pie- 
text, and that charges which would be 
thrown out in St. Louis, are allowed at that 
port with the most astonishing eagerness. 
We are aware that for several years the in­
terests involved, which are opposed to the 
underwriters, have been gaining vantage 
ground slowly but surely. Claims which, a 
few .years ago, would have been paid by the 
owners of steamers, are now set up as a basis 
for general average adjustments, aud are 
paid by the cargo companies. What is more 
singular still, it is generally understood that 
New Orleans is the best port for the opera­
tion of forcing payment from underwriters, 
and the result is that every claim which 
goes to New Orleans is a sure thing for the 
steamboats, and equally sure for the com­
panies, with this difference, that the latter 
are compelled to pay, whereas the. boats es­
cape. A provoking feature in the adjust­
ment of average is the length of time re­
quired for their settlement. There are 
cases pending now nearly a year old, and 
the nue appears to be that everybody must 
be paid except the underwriters.

E ig h th  D is tr ic t  C o a r t.
State ex rel. George H. Read vs. Board 

of Metropolitan Police.—In this case. Judge 
Emmerson has rendered the following de­
cision :

From October 1, 1868, to November, 1869, 
aud perhaps later, George H. Read was a 
member of the police force for this district. 
On the third of March. 1870, the Legislature 
passed an act for tlie relief of those of them 
who had suffered losses by discount on their 
warrants. The preamble asserts the losses 
to be thirty per cent, and the first section 
authorizes the Board of Police to pay in 
warrants thirty per cent on every warrant 
issued to the police for the fiscal year 1869, 
excepting certain parties.

The relator claims to be one of these 
sufferers, ami his demand for a thirty per 

; cent warrant having been refused, he asked 
for a mandamus.

Respondents allege three grounds of 
justification for their refusal:

1. Hie issuance of these warrants is dis­
cretionary with them, and not compulsory.

2. The act was intended to apply only to 
those who were on the force at the time of 
its passage.

3. That in no event are they hound to 
pay more than the actual loss suffered.

the law "orders and permits and forbids,” 
Civil Code, article 2, aud all laws fall under 
one of these three classes. Whether the act 
in question is a command, or a mere per­
mission. must depend upon a fair construc­
tion of its various sections.

The first section reads "that the Board of 
Metropolitan Police, immediately after the 
passage of this act, be and is hereby author­
ized to pay in warrants,” etc.

Section 2. That the Metropolitan Police 
Board he and is hereby authorized to levy a 
special assessment on the different corpora­
tions comprising the .Metropolitan Police 
district, for the purpose of paying the said 
police the discount lost on their warrants 
for the fiscal year of 1869.

The foregoing contains, in express terms, 
no legislative order, and imposes no distinct 
and positive duty. It is a mere grant of 
power to do certain acts, aud, therefore, 
necessarily leaves its exercise discretionary 
with the grantee. Considering the different 
parts of this law together, I hold it to be 
authority to the board to issue their war­
rants in amounts not exceeding thirty per 
cent, and in no event for amounts exceed­
ing the actual loss. Were it otherwise, a 
member of the police force might receive a 
compensation beyond liis stipulated salary.
1 am the more inclined to this construction 
from the wording of section two, which 
authorizes an assessment for the purpose “of 
paying said police the discount lost on their 
warrants," and must be confined to the 
amount of the loss.

No proof was ottered to show that the re­
lator had suffered any loss, and I cau not 
view the act as giving him a clear title to auy 
specified amount. Under these circum­
stances. his application must be denied.

Let the prayer for a peremptory man­
damus lie refused.

The Ship Island Canal Case.
In this case Judge Emmerson having re­

fused to grant an appeal, the City Attorney 
yesterday ordered a transcript of the 
record to be made out, preparatory to an 
application for a mandamus from tbe Su 
preine Court now sitting at Monroe.
Jacob Strauss vs.Southern Bank.—This ease 

came up yesterday for argument on a motion 
made by tlie respondent for a suspensive ap- 
js al to tlie Supreme Court, from a judgment 
rendered recently, uiakiug a mandamus 
peremptory, by which defendants were or­
dered to enter on their bonks a credit for 
$19,000 in favor of Strauss.

The origin of this suit is familiar to the 
public.

Judge Emmerson held that the bank had 
no interest in the money involved—that the 
amount was a mere deposit, which the bank 
•lid not claim as its own property, and 
therefore it had no interest appreciable in 
money. The motion for a suiqien.sive ap­
peal was refused, aud a copy of the tran­
script of the record was asked for prepara­
tory to an application for a mandamus be­
fore the Supreme Court sitting at Monroe.

State ex rel.. Henry Hull vs. James Gra­
ham, State Auditor.—In this case Judge 
Emmerson has issued a decree to the follow­
ing effect: That James Graham. State Au­
ditor. do issue his warrant to the order of 
Henry Hull. Jr., assignee of E. H. Anga- 
mar and Charles Izard, upon the State 
Treasurer, for $20,152, appropriated by tbe 
act of the Legislature passed at the extra 
session of 18*0. of date March 14, entitled 
an act to compensate E. H. Angamar and 
Charles Izard for their services and ex­
penses as special levee commissioners of 
tbe State, and it is ordered that said Audi­
tor do express on the face of the warrant 
that the amount thereof is to be paid out of 
the proceeds of sales of the bonds issued 
under the act of the General Assembly of 
Iouiisiana. entitled “An act to provide for 
the paymeut of work done or to be done 
on the levees of the State, under contract 
by the Board of Public Works, 
by the issuing of the bonds of the State to 
the amount of $3,000,000, and to provide for 
the redemption of said bonds,” approved 
twenty-fifth of February, 1870. etc., and out 
of the" funds provided by ami derived under 
said act, or out of any other levee funds in 
the treasury. Said warrant is not to be 
issued, however, until the six certificates 
heretofore issued for said $20,152 shall be 
delivered to said Auditor, all bearing date 
April 8. 1870, and numbered from 98 to 103 
inclusive.

Sixth District Court.
Samuel Friedlandcrvs. Isaac C. Levi.—In 

this r a s e  plaintiff states that the defendant, 
is indebted to him in the sum of $4-30. and 
in the further sum of $950, not yet due, 
arising from a contract of lease. It appears 
that Friedlaniler rented to Levi the lower 
floor of the house No. 1 Camp street, on the 
corner of Canal, for the term of one year, 
commencing on the first of O toher, *1869, 
and ending on the thirtieth of September. 
1870. at tbe rate of $150 per month.

Levi gave his notes for the rent, payable 
monthly, but through inadvertence or other­
wise he failed to sigu his name to the notes 
given for the last three months. As soon as 
this defect or omission was discovered, 
Friedlander notified Levi in writing, and re­
quested him to perfect the notes under the 
terms and conditions of the lease.

Levi refused to come to terms, refusing to 
pay the rent due for the month of July, on 
the ground that the note was not signed. 
Friedlander couldn’t see it in this light, and 
thereupon instituted suit before Judge 
Cooley for the rent due for the month of 
July, and also for that to become due in 
August and September. A writ of provis­
ional seizure was issued by order of .Judge 
Cooley, to the Sheriff, commanding him to 
take po«sessiou Of the leased premises and 
contents.

State Convention.

5. Universal amnesty. •
By reasserting the prim iplee of former 

platforms, and incorporating the ahove, or 
a majority of them, there would not be 
power enough in the State to [defeat us this 
fall.

LOUISIANA SAVINGS BANK.

A Monster Safe.
' At No. 51 Camp street, where the Louisi­
ana Savings Bank and Safe Deposit Com­
pany, is to be located, there is now in process 
of erection an iron safe, which, when fin­
ished, will be one of the largest safes in the 
country, if not the very largest. The walls 
will be eighteen feet long by twenty feet 
broad and ten feet in height, with an arched 
roof thirteen feet high in the center. The 
weight of the whole structure will be one 
hundred and seventy-five tons, and it will 
cost fifty thousand dollars. The safe is de­
signed to be proof against fire aud burglars; 
aud no one can examine the material and the 
workmanship without being convinced that 
it is all that it claims to be. The foundation 
is laid in concrete cement four feet beneath 
the surface of the ground, upon which a 
floor composed of plates of heavy iron is 
laid, over which an* girders of wrought iron 
filled in with concrete cement.

The girders are connected together by 
steel plates six inches in length, and upon 
tills the upper floor is fastened. This floor 
is composed of plates of wrought iron and 
steel, five in thickness, each plate being a 
quarter of an inch thick. This main floor 
alone weighs 19,300 pounds.

There are two ranges of walls, the outside 
being tire-proof and the jnside burglar-proof. 
Tbe outside wall, however, though claiming 
only to be fire-proof, would undoubtedly 
give a burglar considerable trouble to get 
through it. It is composed of heavy pan- 
nelled plates of wrought iron, securely fast­
ened to a rim connected with the floor.

The inner or burglar proof wall is. like the 
floor, composed of plates of quarter inch 
iron and steel, live thick. These plates are 
fastened not only by rivets, but tlie main 
fastening is a conical steel "arbor,” the 
effect of all of which is to join the plates 
together as if they were originally of one 
piece, the fastenings for each plate num­
bering sixty-tive. Between the outer (or 
lireproof) and inner (or burglar proof) walls, 
the space—nine inches—will lie tilled in with 
concrete cement, which of itself becomes 
so hard that it is no trifle to penetrate it. 
The wall, when complete, will be eleven 
and a Jialf inches thick, of which two and a 
half inches will be wrought iron aDd steel. 
The door of the safe, which is the only 
opening, is composed of very massive iron 
and steel plates, so fastened together as to 
make them the same as one piece.

It is made fast by a species of dovetail 
patent, very difficult to comprehend aud 
more difficult still to unfasten. The princi­
ple appears to be that the more you want it 
the more it won't, the harder you try to 
loosen it the more obstinately it remains 
shut. The safe will contain upward of 
three thousand boxes to bold cash or valua­
bles. Twenty-five hundred of these will be 
secured by a combination lock of peculiar 
structure, the other five hmnired having 
key locks with two keys apiece, each of 
which will Ik* different from all the others. 
The main door, among a multiplicity of fas­
tenings, is secured by a patent "chronome­
ter” l*K*k. This lock costs two hundred and 
fifty dollars, and its security from being 
ojs’ned by tbe wrong man is owing to its 
capacity for countless changes—numbering, 
so The* manufacturers say, fc.483,587,664— 
eight billions four hundred and eighty- 
three millions five hundred and eighty- 
seven thousand six hundred and sixtv-four 1

This monster safe was manufactured by 
Mr. Hall, of Connecticut, the celebrated 
manufacturer of safes, for the sale of which 
Messrs. Folger & Co., of New Orleans, are 
the agents. It was brought here, and is 
being pat up under the superintendence of 
Mr. C. F. Hesser. It will take about a 
mouth yet to finish it. the work being done 
by Mr. Hall's own workmen, who came with 
the safe for the purpose.

To open this safe by violence will be one 
of the impossibilities, for no agency or com­
bination of means could snffiee to enter i t  
in anyone night—it might be safe to say in 
anv one week—even if understood.
