Death of George Bernard.—George 
Bernard, the well-known driver of the 
Black Maria, was killed yesterday by a fall 
from that vehicle, while he was driving into 
the Workhouse.

He was a member of 
Delta Lodge No. 15, I. O. O. F., and of 
Ivanhoe Lodge of the Knights ol Pythias, 
He was forty-nine years of age, and a native 
of Amsterdam. Holland. An inquest was 
held on the body l>y Coroner Roche, and a 
verdict of death from fracture of the skull 
was rendered. The funeral will take place 
at three P. M. to-day, and eighty men of the 
first precinct have been ordered out by 
Captain Sclireiber as an escort, in addition to 
the details from other precincts. The Odd 
Fellows and Knights of Pythias will also 
attend in force. ^

THE SILVER SPRAY DISASTER.

The Story of the Steward.
[From the Cincinnati Gazette.]

Learning that Mr. Joseph Legler, steward 
and owner of the bar of the ill-fated boat, 
had arrived in the city, our reporter called 
upon him at his residence, and obtained 
from bis lips the story herewith given:

I had been asleep an hour and a half, said 
the steward, in my berth, about three rooms 
from the ladies’ cabin, when I was awakened 
by what seemed to me like the crushing of 
a boat on a snag. When I looked out I 
found the’ boat had apparently grounded 
and was sinking. Still believing that she 
had struck a snag—for I didn’t hear the 
report of the explosion at all, which the 
people on the shore said was louder than 
anv of the artillery they hoard during the 
war—I looked out for the roof and was sur­
prised to see it gone, over mv room, aud 
almost everywhere else.

I called out for help to lift me to some 
higher place. Just then Clay, the steers­
man, came along aud asked if 1 was fast.
I told him no, hut I wanted to get. up, as 
the boat had struck a snag and was sinking. 
“Oh, no,” said Clay, “she’s only blowed up!”
I then saw what was the matter. The cabin 
was collapsed; all the central portion was 
gone, and the sides had almost touched 
each other. It was the middle boiler that 
exploded. By this time.I began to see the 
scalded. Edward Long, my nephew, the 
barkeeper, first came insight; he was nearly 
naked, and was wild from the pain. Then 
came Jordan and one or two others, also 
badly hurt. I at once turned my attention 
to taking care of them. I got comforts and 
threw them around them, and got them all 
on the barge. I made three trips from the 
barge to the boat, getting things for the 
wounded. My last trip came near being 
the death of me, and by this time the fire 
had caught in the boat and began to give 
us all a new cause of alarm.

I could find no buckets, but I sent down 
some dish baskets to the men below, to 
enable them to throw water on the fire. We 
soon saw that we could not save the boat, 
and that our only hope lay in cutting the 
barge loose, and floating away on it. I 
crept around on the neck of the boat, in 
such a dangerous place as 1 know 1 could 
not hope to scale in safety again and got on 
the barge. By this time, we who were un­
hurt, were at the forward part of the barge 
Irving to get it loose from the boat. The 
wounded were at the other end. While we 
were doing our best to get the barge loose, 
we were all horrified to find the barge itself 
on fire in the middle, threatening to sepa­
rate us from the poor, helpless wounded.

One of the spars, a derrick, and a heavy 
portion of the boiler deck had been thrown 
partly bn the barge, and defied our efforts 
to push them off. thus tying the barge to the 
burning boat. We had no tools of any de­
scription to work with, only our hands. 
Seeing we could not be saved on the barge, 
we rushed to the end where the wounded 
were, and removed them to the wheel. I 
then began to break off such burning lum­
ber as I could get hold of, and told the hoys 
to take the water. We all did so. and with 
the exception of a little colored cook, who 
was so badly scalded he could not live any­
how. the chambermaid, Mary Nizette, who 
lived at John and Betts, in this city, and a 
colored woman, who was called Miss Alice, 
all got into the water, and nearly all reached 
the shore. 'These three are all. I think, that 
died by the fire.

How- the accident happened no living man 
can tell with certainty. I talked with the 
engineer on the deck. 1 asked him who was 
in charge. He answered: “I blew her up. 
but I can no more tell you how if happened 
than you could, asleep in your berth.” 
And t believe him, for I know him to be 
one of the best engineers on the river. If I 
was to go to steamboating to-uiorrow, I 
don’t know any engineer I would sooner 
ride over than this man Ashford. Tlie only 
explanation he could suggest was, that 
the mud might have clogged a connecting 
pipe between the boilers, and thus kept up 
the supply for one boiler: then, when bv 
some lurch, or other cause, the mud loosened, 
the water woifol rush into the empty boiler 
and produce «®explosion.

Tlio Houston Telegraph says:
Travel as well as freight is increasing on 

the New Orleans railway. Tlie trains have 
not yet reached the Trinity, hut are ex­
pected to rumble up to the very banks of 
that water course iii a few weeks. A line 
bridge is to be thrown over Trinity as soon 
as possible, aud. after the accomplishment 
of that undertaking, and the repairing of 
the road between Trinity and Sabine, the 
cars will run through to Beaumont.
