Silt—In compliance with section ten, city 
charter, I beg leave to present the following 
in relation to the working of the depart­
ment under my control for the month of 
July, 1870:

WATERWORKS.
During the past month the water pines on 

Esplanade street have been extended from 
Rampart street to St. Claude street, and 
along the latter to the centre of St. 
Bernard street. The extension was 
chiefly made for the purpose of afford­
ing that section of the city means 
for tire extinguishing, a tire well living sunk 
at the corner of St. Bernard and St. Claude 
streets. Similar extensions are asked lor 
by residents and property holders in other 
portions of that much neglected section; 
and, indeed, in every part of the city: hut 
little can he accomplished while such exten­
sions must he paid for by drafts upon the 
preseut funds of the city treasury. Until 
the public mind is fully made up to the im­
portance of a general extension of the City 
Waterworks, and. as a consequence, to the 
taxation necessary thereto, the relief to be 
afforded can he but inconsiderable.

INSANE ASYLUM.

Tlie number of patients in this institution 
on the thirtv-first of July was 125, against 
127 at the date of previous report. There 
was received duriu" the month 21 patients: 
discharged. 21; died, 2. The deaths were 
caused hv epilepsy and erotomania. The 
patiept who died ot epilepsy liad been in the 
asylum since October of 1865; the one who 
died of erotomafiia since July of 1868.

HOME OF AGED AND INFIRM.
The -‘ Home of the Aged mid Infirm." 

during the past month, has been brought 
under tlie entire control of the city.. It had 
lieen suffering for a long time on account of 
lack of means to projierly provide for its 
inmates, and the want of a properly quali­
fied matron or superintendent. Happily, 
the first difficulty was obviated by tlie city 
extruding its fostering care over the insti­
tution: and if the past is to lie taken as a 
criterion for die future, the second diifictilty 
has been surmounted in tlie selection of a 
matron. On taking charge, the present 
matron met at the very threshold, that off­
spring of every ill regulated institution, in­
subordination, hut the exercise of a wise 
firmness brought its legitimate fruit; a 
house iu which each inmate was a law unto 
herself, lias been transformed into a happy 
family, with hut one controlling mind.

The whole appearance of the building 
and shrroundings is orderly and cleanly, iu 
marked contrast with the past.

The number of inmates is tliirty-onc; two 
confined to their beds from illness—the rest 
able to assist, in a slight degree, in house­
hold duties. The clothing, lied linen, etc., 
is deficient. Provisions, tinware and medi­
cines have been supplied.

SMALL-FOX HOSPITAL.
From the following statement of the num­

ber of indigent small pox patients treated 
at the hospital of Dr. O Anfoux, from June 
1 to August 1. 1870, it will be seen that the 
epidemic that has so long prevailed in our 
midst is rapidly declining.

Mr. West presented two petitions on the 

subject of the Bed river steamboat landing.
Tlie Mayor suggested that as petitions on 

one side had been fainted, it would be well 
to serve both sides alike.’

Mr. Emley remarked that there was one 
petition which went before all these, and 
which had never been printed.

All three petitions were ordered to be 
spread upon the minutes. They were as 
follows:
To the Honorable Board oi Administrators ol' the 

r ity  of Netv Orieaus:
The petition of the undersigned steam­

boat owners and captains, engaged iu the 
• Red river trade" and commission mer­
chants receiving therefrom, and others, re­
spectfully represents:

That in consequence of the sugar sheds 
now being built on the lower landing, usu­
al! v considered and occupied as tlie landing 
for "Red river” boats, and the two railroad 
tracks now traversing the levee, the room 
for loading, and especially unloading. The 
freight of the Red river boats, is totally 
insufficient” for that purpose; that instances 
were frequent last winter when boats were 
compelled to lay outside for twenty-tour 
hours aud upward before they could get to 
the wharf to unload, :yul were then com­
pelled to put their cotton in tiers of six (6) 
high, thereby rendering it impossible to as­
sort it preparatory to delivery, and entail- 
in1' “rent expense, trouble and risk in extra 
laCor for handling cargo; also watching, 
and the danger of its destruction by’ fire or 
the accidents before delivery: that the
dangers from tire will be greatly increased 
in consequence ot sparks from thy locomo­
tives passing within a lew leet ot it day aud 
ni“lit. and that the want of sufficient space 
to unload and assort their cargo ot cotton 
prevents them from delivering it until long 
after their arrival in port; in consequence 
of which they are unable to collect tlieir 
freight bills, and are thereby put to heavy 
expense in raising money otherwise to meet 
the running expenses of tlieir boats: that 
the commission merchants arc also greatly 
injured by the delay in receiving tlieir con­
signments, in consequence of their being 
unable to sell consignments; that there are 
frequently large, advances ou: that the Ire- 
queut handling of the cotton tears the bag­
ging, defaces and otherwise obliterates the 
marks, rendering it almost impossible for the 
boats to deliver the cotton according to con­
signments.

Petitioners further represent that the 
crop of cotton of the coming season will, in 
all probability, exceed that of the last by 
at least one-third, and that though tlieir 
difficulties were very great last year, in eon- 
sequence of tlie insufficiency' of space al­
lowed them, they will be much greater this 
year. »s the sfiaco allowed them for loading 
and unloading is more than one-third less, 
and the cotton brought to this port will pro­
bably be due-third more.

Petitioners ftirthbr represent that there is 
a large space from the loot of Thalia street 
to the government wharf now almost un­
occupied, tli’at at a reasonable expense it 
might lie madcu good landing for Red river 
boats, where tliey could discharge their 
cargo with promptness and dispatch, which 
would facilitate them greatly in the trunsae- 
i n of tlieir business.

Petitioners therefore pray that tlie space 
above referred to may iie fixed up and set 
aside exclusively for tlie Red river steam 
boats' cotton landing, or any other place 
might lie designated which your honorable 
body may think proper, and where there 
will lie room enough to load and unload 
said boats.

The city of New Orleans:
Tlie undersigned wholesale dealers anil 

shippers of merchandise up Red river, 
would respectfully represent • that the re­
moval of the Red river landing to Thalia 
street, while accommodating the cotton 
agents interested (which is c omparitively 
small to the large and general mercantile 
interest involved), only about three or four 
months iu the year, would seriously affect us 
as shippers tlie whole year round, as also 
the immense quantity of forwarding of 
goods via, steamers and sail vessels from 
abroad, landing in tlie Second and 
Third Districts for Red river, such as 
locomotives, railroad iron. etc. It is 
well known that any line of boats 
could be moved with less inconveni­
ence to mercantile interests. Tlie Western 
produce merchants have no more right to 
make a warehouse of tlie levee than the 
grocer: and, as a general thing, they either 
sell off tlie levee to tlie merchants here and 
European buyers, or store in warehouses up 
town, it matters very little where it is 
landed at. This immense Red river trade 
is tlie most important vein of the city's wel­
fare. and if we are to be separated a* mile or 
more from it. paying double drayage to and 
fro. and requiring an additional' amount of 
transportation to expedite the shipment of 
our goods, we would suggest to move the 
Barge and Sr. Louis Line to Thalia street, 
where they ran take a month to sell tlieir 
produce, and give the Red liver, Ouachita 
and \ ickslnirg cotton boats from the foot of 
Customhouse to Morgan's Line.

It should be borne in mind that the cot­
ton agents interested in the Red river trade 
bears no proportion*to the whole interest 
involved. Texas sends twice as much 
money and ratlle as cotton to be returned 
in merchandise, not to mention trans-ship­
ment lroni abroad. So far as the cotton 
planters find shippers' interest is concerned, 
it is opposed to the change, as the dray ages 
ou goods purchased by one dray load of cot­
ton would amount to three or four or more 
loads.

’I he merchants in the Red river trade, in­
cluding every branch of wholesale aud 
retail business connected therewith, are 
located in the vicinity of Canal street, sev­
eral blocks above, below and back, as also
too hotels, banks, insurance companies, 
etc. Many ot these stores and buildings 
have been built, or leased on long terms at 
heavy rent, and improved expressly for this 
trade, and to hold stocks of merchandise 
required by it; and the heavy cost and loss 
°1 removal is out of {he question. This 
trade bringing as it does, besides money, so 
many people to the city makes its influence 
felt all over the business centre of the eitv 
retuil|as well us wholesale share in its effects’ 

The capital involved in cotton press in­
terest bring so much smaller, relatively to 
the others, it would be much easier for them
