Dzowsep Bovs.—There seems to be un
epidamic among little boys who Lave access
to the river of being drowned. During the
winter we have but few cuses of drowning
to report, and these generally are cases of
men meeting a watery grave. During the
present swmmer we have had quite s num-
ber of cases of young lads perishing while
swimming in the river, but since the cner-
getic measures taken by the police to ar-
rest all parties found engaged in enjoving
the forbidden luxury, the boys have stopped
swimming, und are being drowned in va-
rious other ways.

The ages of the drowned juveniies range
from nine to twelve years, and they have
evidently placed themselves in danger with-
out the knewledge of their parents, or their
parents must have been regardiess ot their
lives to have allowed them to run the risk
boys of those ages always run in proximity
to such a stream as the Mississippi. The
police do not let a day pass without its one,
two or three reports of cases of boys
drowned, cither off the wharf or out of
skiffs while fishing. The loss of juvenile
life in this mauner is becoming o common
that it hardly excites attention or sympathy.

Yesterday morning a citi¥en found float-
ing in the river, and towed to the head of
Montegut «street, the body of an unknown
boy. Coromer Avila held aninquest, but
no verdict could be returned except death
from drowning.

Deputy Coroner Long held air inquest
‘during the morning at Algiers on the body
of a young boy which had been picked up
in the river by the harbor police. The body
is supposed to be that of William Schu-
macker, a lad nine years old, the son of
Widow W. J. Schumacher. of Gretna, who
was drowned by falling out of o skiff while
fishing.

Abont the same time as the above inquest
was held, N. Hoy, nine years old, fell into
the river abont a mile above Miliaudon’s
plantation, and was drowned. His body
has not been recovered.

Under the circumstances, it seems strange
that parents will continue to allow young

<hildren the freedom of the river,
