" Hatch's Democtatic Central Committee |
has been interviewed, and Mr. E. Brown,
was the mtemﬂngoda!dhdlﬁdul who
entered the presence by implicetion. He
was not closeted with the committee in
propria_persone, but throngh the post-
oflice, it is presumed; for the interview
was conducted by the'nse of pen, ink and
paper, and consisted of certain questions
and answers which are quizzically putand
comically suswered. Brown asks if col-
ored Democrats will be admitted to the
Democratic Conyvention. He then dupli-
cates the question in another shape, some-
thing after the manner of a legal inter-
rogatory, but rather leading in its nature;
and then winds ap with the consolatory
suggestion that he and other colored men
are anxiously desirous to act with Hatch,
if Hatch will act with him and his impa-
tient reserves,

The fine peculinrity about this epistola-
tory interlocution is that there shonld be
such a thing as u colored Democrat. Since
the days of Arnold, it has not been fash-
jonable to desert to the enemy, and that
Brown should have forgotten this instance
is sadly to his discredit.

Hateh is equal to the oceasion, for if
there is anything a Democratic Central
Committee is not equal to, that specialty
does not consist in any want of prompt-
ness in making promiscuous promises.
With a full heart and @ consciousness of
its capacity, the committee bows its ven-
erable head in an aflirmative response, in
a letter, to the attentive Brown, on the out~
side of box No. 1866, Postoftice, New Or-
leans. Hatch, for the better information
of the inquisitive applicant, recapitulates
the interrogatories filed in his records,
for the purpose perbaps of keeping the
matter properly before the allegator and
the respondent; for as it is highly prob-
able that the questions were written by
Hatch himself, it was of the utmost im-
portance that the supposititious questioner
shonld not shift his position and affirm
that the answer did not conform to the
pleadings. Hatch is too shrewd to be
caught in any such fish-net as that.

And the respondent, for answer, says,
that so far as the committee is concerned,

If this was original, it might
serve to distinguish its aathor, but
as it wus picked up in the theatre,
where Brown wmay have heard it
from the colored gallery, we entreat
his ottention to the sequel. Richelieu
was once in the same peril as Hateh, and
he needed a faithful servitor.

There may be one or two, but even these
had better contract the habit of shooting
at o mark or dodging an ebony stick, for
if we remember rightly, the Democrary
has an unpleasant way of shooting and
braining colored members of conventions.
An ounce of prevention is worth a pound
of cure.
All the interest we have in this matter
is to prevent a fraud. If Brown can

senter the Sanhedrim, alongside of Hatch,

that is just what we have demanded for
him. The friends whom Brown displays
such alacrity to abandon bhave fought for
this right through seas of biood and
amidst the contumelics of mankind, And
now, that they have bought his preroga-
tives with life and bitterness, let him use
his honors his ancient friends were
no longer nse Go forth enfranchised
Brown, and stand up as a man with those
who have spurned you as an animal.

THE CONCERT SALOON ORDINANCE,
We believe in the largest individual
frecdom consistent with the safety and se-
curity of the peace, persons and property
of a community. To undertake to inter-
dict the indulgence of the passions and
sensyous tendencies of men and women
by means of laws, is always ineffectual
and often ridiculous. Every interference
with inherent individual rights, unless it
be the interference of despotism, reacts
“upon a community to its final disadvan-
tage. Let crimes and offenses be defined,

fided to it by the péople, and is a usurp-
ation. It is a mistake to assume that
the American citizen confides any of his
personal rights into the keeping of the
government, whether municipal or other.

The ordinance, therefore, passed on
Tuesday by the Council, and which will
be found on our other side in the officia)
report of proceedings, goes as far as it
could or ought in respect to the prevail-
ing concert saloons which some persons
demand should be unconditionally closed.
The only regnlations, as we think, which
the Council hasa right to provide, beyond
existing police regulations, are denoted
by its title, *‘An ordinance repdating the
licenses,” ete., and in caring in such form
for the vicinity by requiring the concur-
rence of adjscent owners, we are not snre
but the municipal authority is over-
stretched; certainly soif it operatesinter-
diction, because the Council can not canse
by indirection any consequence it might
not directly command. It can not. by
such provision, relieve itself from the re-
sponsibility of keeping such order in
these saloons as will secure the neighbor-
hood from annoyance or just grounds of
complaint. All classes of citizens, be-
sides, should prpetice tolerance and kind-
ness, becanse this too much government
is a failing that has but oneside to it. and
that is vicious.

What we have said is in respect to
rights. In respect to the policy of taking
care of private morals by forged means,
we are quite as radical. The ceremony
with which you covera vicious practice
awakens attention to it, and where there
is a will, the law will hardly explode the old
proverb asto a way. Overdo the business
of making indulgence, of whatever kind,
penal, and the indulgence will be, as a
consequence, much more extensively
overdone. These effebts belong naturally
to social conditions and qualitics of men,
manners and mind. There is né more
use in attempting to legislate people into
morality without producing effects widely
injurious to good morals, than of forcing
the contact of India rubber with your
floor withoyt rebound. Such fact is not
only proved by persistent trials in Puritan
communities, but it proves itself. So that
all such legislation is not only in vain,
but mischievous, and we have certainly
no use for it in New Orleans, where there
is an over Lick of good morals already.

It is another question still, whether
withholding from the young these signs
and indications of vice and sensuality,
and covering from their view the road
over which their natural physical tenden-
cies, when not educated into restraint,
may lead them, is wise and true policy.
It leaves the hideousness of vice unseen,
the natural penalties of induigence un-
known, and the whole a mystery to them
till grown to adolescence, when, being
their own masters, and sclf-control in mat-
ters concerning which they had learned
no evil not likely to prevail with them,
they walk into things without restrnint,
aud are lost without warning. Thisseems
to us the reasonable aspect of the question
in a social sense, which, however, as it
addresses itself exclusively to parcnts and
educatidnal institutions, does not pro-
perly belong to this argument.

THE STREET RAILROAD ORDINAKNCE.

No more judicious or necessary regula-
lation, nor oune in which the public is
more universally concerned, is cottained
in the whole body of eity laws, than that
passed recently by the City Council, to
secure safety and cowmfort in street car
riding. It provides against infection from
contagious diseases, against the obstruc-
tion of the track of any railroad, and,
though last, not least, against the unmiti-
guted, persistent, diabolical practice of ill
regulated boys of riding upon the steps
and hanging npon the sides of cars. The
last, however, is not adjusted to our taste,
ipasmuch as it makes the offense penal
aguinst parents in place of consigning the
little incorrigibles to the considerate man-
agement of some more governmental rule
than that of home. Indeed, we hardly
think the law in this respect makes the
title of dur generally wise and judicious
Administrators to the always conceded
appellation of ** City Fathers " over clear,
It is so universally known of the class of
juveniles calling for this legislation, not
only tlat parents have no terrors for them,
but that, on the contrary, they are an un-
failing terror to the hapless progenitors
having the honor to ¢laim them, that even
cold and irreclaimable baclielors smile
daily recoguition of the fact, and will
doubtless indulge themseives seriulim

with an immoderatc langh, which
they rrely do, over the unhappy
“parients” who have now added to

their natural and ressonsble put?id.umeut
for indulging in chiidren in progressive
times like these, the unnatural and nn-
reasonable pains and penalties of the ordi-
nance. It will not do to say that parents
and guardians must keep theirchildren in
doors. It might answer anywhere clse,
or for any other boys than New Orleans
boys; but as long as houses in our city
have windows and doors, and yards
only fences, locks and keys awvail
nothing with them, whatever they may
with respect to burglars.  The means by
which these youngsters are to be managed
is yet us completely undiscovered as per-
petual motion; and any unmmried man
not muddled by such perplexing respon-
sibilities, who kas by this time, probably,
discovered that he Las very little to do in
the world, or that his life is of no other
use to him, might lay it cutadvantageous-
ly in devices and searches for'a plan for
its accomplishment; calling it, if found,
the philosopher's stone—a name long
Wwaiting for its proper use or application
in metaphysics, whereupon the old fellow
might become a Benedict at last, on ac-
count of his extreme fitness—and make
his fortune,

In addition to ounepodol Wednes-
day’'s transactions in Slaughterhouse, we
have to add a sale of 500 shares at $16 75.
The stock was offered at that figure yes-
terday, but no salgs were reported. It is
predicted confidently that it will go still
lower, but on what these predictions are
based we have no knowledge. Certainly
the company has everything all its own
way at present. A few forced sales, how-
ever, would depress the market value of
the stock, and it may be that such sales
are anticipated.

An offer of 100 shares of Lottery at
$90 was taken up yesterday. Whether
the bargain wis consummated we did not
learn, but the price named can be taken
as the present market value. Holders of
Lottery have made very handsomely dur-
ing the last two months, and they seem
generally indisposed to sell. The semi-
annual dividend has steadily incressed,
and, after the lust division of profits, a
Lan dsome balance remained to be carried
over.

Bank of New Orleans is quoted at from
23704 38; old State warrants from 87} (0 90;
new do. at 70.  Seven hundred dollars in
the latter were sold yesterday at 70. No
sales of Metropolitan warrants were yves-
terlny reported, but they were said to be
worth from 931(@ 941 or 95, according to
the size of parcels.

Dealers bought gold at a quarter below
New York rates, and sold at the figures
received by lelegmph from Wall street.
Those figures were as follows: At ten,
1164 at half-past, 1167 ,at noon, 1163; at
three o'clock, 1167. The market was
steady and dnll.
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A Street that Wants Fixing.

When the alarm of fire ocowrred in Al-

giers, on Monday night, owing to the incen-
dinry attempt on the Sliughterhouse, the
fire companies of Algiers, with their nsual
promptitude, started for the seene of. the
disaster. Fortunately the fire was at once
subidued by such me ans as the Slaughter-
house people had at their command. And
well that it was so, for the engines could
not get to the Slanghterhouse on account of
the impassable condition of a small portion
of the street in front of the premises of Mor-
gan's railroad.
« Since the Slanghterhouse has been in full
operation, the multitude of carts that
throng through the Front strect, day and
night, have cut it up in some parts so as
greatly to impede it2 use as a road. For it
must be remembered that when this road
wis last “fixed,” in the reign of the late
police jury, there was no idea of such ex-
tensive truvel as the Slaughterbouse ocea-
sions, Besides, the road was “fixed” not
with the idea of any public benefit, but to
iine the pockets of a certain ring that con-
stituted the majority in the police jury of
the parish of Orleans, right bunk. Heuce
the prineipal use of the road is, in dry
weather to render a residence on it almost
insupportable from dust, andin wet weather
to make draft animals last only half
their time.

It is not a nice thing to reflect on, that
should a serious fire oceur on the right bank,
below the depot, the engines of Algiers
would be bardly available, for should they
even succeed in getfing below the Magnolia
Park atall, it would take so long that any
fire which burned with reasonable diligence
cuild consume all it had to ¢onsume and be
gone out before the engines conld reach the
scene of operations.

A number of citizens Lave carnestly re-
quested the RErrsLicas to discuss this mat-
ter.  In the present state of the city finunces
and the dallness of business in Algiers, they
do not expect the road to be entirely rene”
vated. It will have for some time vet to
remain as police jury cupidity has left it.
But the next to hmpassable, almost a quag-
mire, short portion in the neighborhood of
the railroad depot, should be nmeliorated
as soon as possible,

A Little Toe Much Law.

The Governor of the State, who, accord-
ing to law, makes appointments to vacant
offices, has lately been somewhat eclipsed,
as far a3 the Fifth District is concerned, by
the chief Justice of the Peace in Algiers.
Mr. Bijou having resigued Lis office of con-
stable, and no appointment having yot been
made by the Governor, Mr. Eugene McCar-
thy, Fifth Justice of the Peace, undertook to
supply the vacancy by an appointment on his
own hook. Accordingly he éommissioned
Mr. T. Daly, who forthwith proceeded to
Doglerryfy llu: town at large. He speedily
came to grief, however, for yesterday Wil-
liam Carter made affidavit against him for
assault, battery and fulse imprisonment, in-
aswuch as Daly having no more authority
than “any other man,” had “assumed a vir-
tue when he had it not,” and undertook to
muke an arrest without any legal power so
to do. Sequel—Mr. Dalv was arrested last
evening about nine o'clock, and locked up
at the stationhouse.
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AvotaER Lucky MorTaL—A card in
another eolumn shews that Mr. Michel
Mose, residing at the corner of St. Philip
and Rocheblave streets, has had the good
luek to draw the comfortable prize of two
thousand two hundred and fifty dollars,
being the proceeds of a quarter sicket pur-
chused by bim in the Lonisiana State Lot-
tery. Mr. Mose is grateful to fortune for
the windfall, and to the lottery company
for the prompt payment of the prize on
presentation of the ticket at their counter,
This is only one of a number of instances of
good Inck in the Louisiana State Lottery,
that have fullen to the lot of citizens of
New Orleans, and is an encouragement to
others to * go in and win.”
