EXPELLING THE GERMANS,

[Prom the Chicago Tribune.]

Not the least of the mistakes of the French
Emperor is his attempt, in a_notice of only
three days, to foree the resident Germans
out of France. They are said to number
200,000 in Paris, and nearly 2,000,000 in
France. They sare among the most useful
of Freneh artisans, mechanics and heavy
workmen, They are just the kind of work-
men the Frencl® government needs to have
at home to muintain its industries, and pre
vent them from being utterly broken down
by the withdrawal of so many workingmen
into the army. 1f Napoleon could suceeed
in ejecting 60.000 of these workingmen, it
wonld be equivalent to a reinforcement of
the German armics by 30,000, for one-half of
those ejected would promptiy enlist under
King William the moment” they reached
German soil, and the rest would find em-
ployment in German industries, whose pro-
ducis and taxes would go to muintiin the
wrmy

President Lincoln, during our rebellion,
tad mwore mwother-wit than Napolcon now
displayve. When reminded that Jett Davis
was driving Uniouists out of the Con
erucy, and urzed to ¢joet Routherners
virulent rebels resident in the North,
answered : “No! we 1 good supply
Copperheads to hielp pay tuxes, raise crops,
:mn& run our railroads and other indastrics,
We can use them and tuke care of thew
without difiienlty at the North. But, if we
&nd them across the lines, they reinforee
the rebel aroy, and we hinve so many more
wen to help outnumber MeClellan.”

The same policy should govern the treat-
ment of the resident Germans in France.
They are among the most orderly people in
France. The danger of agitation and re-
bellion comes, not from them, but from the
French, Their peenniary interests are in
favor of a peace that will not be disastrous
to France, while their hereditary love of
Fatheriand will nuturally, in most cases,
cherish the hope that the German nation
way bear iteelf nobly in the contest.  These
are not the inflammable clements of France,
because, being Gerwin, they are, by their
nativity, eut off from all poiitical influence.

t is probable, as the Paris advices state,
that the order is & mere sop to the Freuch
trades unions, who raise a clamor agaiust
the Germans, in order to drive their labor
out of the market, and ruise wages, French
gencralship seems to be, on the whole, no
worse thuan her stateswanslip.

The Pontchartrain Railroad Case,
This case, which eame up on Suturday for
argument, was again taken up yesterday.,
The controversy arose, in brief; from the
fact that the ground oceupied by the old
depot buildings was need for the purpose of
allowing the unobstructed [m--‘:xgr of the
Mobile aud Chattanooga Ruilread, recertly
churted by the Legislature.

As herssniore reported, the Pontebartrain
Railroad was inecorperated by the Legisla-
ture twentieth of January, 1830, On the
fifteenth of March, 1830, the City Couneil of
Now Orleans passed an ordinance granting
to the railrond compauy the privilege of
running it track in the street or walking
avenue which lines the spaee of ground re-
served by Bernard Marigoy, and known a
the Marizny Canal, at the period when he
established the old and new suburbs, start-
ing from the bend of said canal to Ley
s t, the whole to be established under
the directiop of the City Council. The
Muyor was authorized by the ordinancs to
ullow to said company the use of said street,
romd o avenune, so far that wo inconve-
nience shall result therefrom to the puablic.

On the twenty-third of July, 1870, the
Board of Admmnigtrators of the city of New’
« s pussed a resolution—No, 318—re-
pealing the ordinance of March 15, 180,
“the puble convenience requiring the use
of the space described in the <aid ordinance,
and the further appropriation of the said
spuces in the manner specified being incon-
venient to the pnblie.”

After the passing of this resolution, the
city anthorities gave notice to the Pontehur-
train Railroud Company to remove their
old depot buildings, which had long ago
been abandoned, and are now a plaece o
refuge for rats, a depository of filth, and in
» dangerous and falling condition. The
track of the new Mobile and Chattanooga
Railroad had also been laid through these
t buildings.

After the notice to remove these old build-
inzs, the Poutehartrain Ruilroad Company,
appre ine that the buildings would he
retuoved, sued ont an injunetion restraining
the wities {rom interfering with
id buildings, in derogation
«d nnder the

leans moved to set
injunction, without givipg bond,
case cnme up on this issue,

wr John H. New, on the part of the
New Crleans, in continnation of his
argument, ealled attention to the faet that
the old depot buildings of the Pontehartrain
i » situated on Elvsian Fields
' w loews publi @ eity
ordinance of March 13, 1830, wave tothe
railrond company the right to erect build-
ings on that street, with & proviso that they
should ren wkile no public inconvenience
should resnlt therefrom. This ordinance
econld renmin in foree only so long as the
City Council might permit.

The meil were the only judges as to
whether public inconveniences had resulted
from the continuance of these old buildings.
Accordingly, on the twenty-third of July,
1870, the Conneil passed a resolution direct-
ing that these old buildings should be re-
moved,  The railroad company had pre-
viously obtuined from the City Council per-
mission to build & new depot at thé head of
Girod street, and bave setually removed to
and now occupy that point, from whickh the
trains depart hourly.
