We are indebted to Major H. Clay Wood,
assistant adjutant gemeral, for a neatly
yrinted roster of troops commanded by
General Reynolds, or, as the regulations
have it since the new Army bill passed,
“ Colonel Joseph J. Reynolds, Twenty-fifth
United, States infantry,”
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The French, evidently and disastrounly,
misanderstood General Lebauf, their com-
issary general, when he told them that ins
the absence of rations they wonld have to
ﬁghte’l their waistbands, for they at once
proceeded to loosen their suspenders in order
20 give their legs a better opportunity.

Napoleon, on the evening previous to the
bastle of Weissenburg, is said to have been
filled with the most gloomy apprehensions,
and confessed to ome of his staff officers
that since leaving Paris, a singular change
had come over the spirit of his dream. The
officer, with as much andacity as truth,
replied, “Sire, this is no time or place for

conditions fixed by parliament. The ob-
jects sought to beaccomplished were, first
to use the telegraphsas an adjunct to the
postal service; second, to reduce the cost
of telegraphing, so that the humblest
citizen within reach of a telegraph office
might be able to avail himself of it;
thirdly, to use the net earnings for the
purpose of extending the telegraph sys-
tem; in short, to make the telegraph co-
extensive with the post, so that finally by
a proper combination of the telegraph and
postal service, there would not be a nook
of old England that could not be reached
in an exceedingly short space of time.

As a matter of course, the telegraph
companies Were much opposed to this
change ; they did not want to lose the
large dividends they bhad been accus-
tomed to draw so regnlarly, and upon
which they bad grown so rich. The ope-
rators were prejudiced against the change,
so that for a while it was not easy to find
sufficient operators to carry on the work
properly. Even the newspapers, strange
to say, for a time violently opposed the
change, and published numbers of ridicu-
lous and extravagant stories of the blun-
ders, delays and short comings of the
government officers.

One of the first things the government
did was to reduce the tariff to a uniform
rate throughout the kingdom, of twenty-
five cents for twenty words, exclusive of
the address.

The new system has been in operation
since February, and the government has
had time to properly instruct and drill its
officers, and we can see, with something
like accuracy, how it works. We have
been watching and waiting for some time
for any information on the subject that
would enable us to judge how far the ex-
periment was or was not successful. We
have noticed for some time past the
abence of opposition to the new arrange-
ment. A few days ago wa foundin a
London paper a statement, that in the
week ending the fourth of June, the dis-
patches had incrensed from 127,000 to
191,442, In Ircland, under the reduced
tariff, thirty-five per cent more money was
received than the old companies received
when they charged three and four shil-
lings.

This glimpse that we get of the success
of the experiment is very suggestive. That
it would be a suceess we never doubted,
and as we in this country, in all such im-
portant reforms, manage to be some years
behind England, it would be well if we
began to look about us and try if we can
not change this state of things. True, we
have madea start. The subject has® al-
ready been introduced in Congress, but it
is very doubtful if anythind will be done
in the matter before the next Presidential
election. The whole foree of the present
monopolists will be brought tobear to de-
feat it the same as they did in England. The
Demoeracy, which hates and denounces
a strong government, will lose no oppor-
tunity to pfevent the accomplishment of so
great and valdble a reform. We hope be-
fore many years have rolled by to see the
telegraph in the hands of the government
and administered for the benefit of the
whole people, and not for the purpose of
meking a few monopolists rick beyond
measure, ‘while the toiling millions are
heavily taxed for their benefit.

The fact is, much as we pride ourselves
upon our free government, it is a long
way from being perfeet. We must change
our plan. Instead of giving millions upon
millions of acres of public lands to rail-
road monopolists, it wonld be much
wiser for the government to build the
roads and run them. Their revenues
wonld very soon produce enough to pay
the public debt, principal and interest,
and there would be no longer any need of
taxation with the railroad, postoffice, and
telegraph in the hands of the government.
Some may think these views visionary,
buf we believe that many of the readers
of this article will live to sae them prac-
tically carried out.

BENEFICIARY CADETS.

We learn that there are six or seven va-
cancies in the list of beneficiary cadets to
which the parish of Orleans is entitled in
the Louisiana State University. The ap-
pointments are by the law vested in the
Board of Directors of Public Schools of
New Orleans. The qualifications are a
knowedge of mathematics, geography and
grammar. To become n beneficiary cadet
it is necessary to show that the applicant
is unable to pay for his tnition. Ivery-
thing necessaryis furnished free, except
clothing, which is of a uniform pattern,
and will be furnished at the University at
cost, or about fifty dollars, One-half of
this amount must be prid in advance, and
time will be allowed for the remainder.
It is estimated that each pupil will require
about two dollars per month in pocket
money.

These are the general terms, which can
be complied with by almost any young
man desirious of becoming a cadet. Dut
there is in store for the applicant a rigid
examination which many find it difficult
to pass with credit. Others are unable
to keep up with the classes, and after a
few months spent in useless toil and vain
effort, are sent home, That there may be
no failures of the kind, Superintendent
D. F. Boyd, recommends that the appli-
cants be snbjected toa competitive ex-
amination, and selections be made from
those who can show the highret pro-
ficiency. There are already scveral appli-
cants before the board, but not enough to
discourage others from making an at-
tempt, if so disposed. As thoe sugges-
tions of Professer Boyd come from a
gentleman thoroughly familiar with the
system of tuition, and withal, one whose
whole heart is in the work in which he is
engaged, they will naturally have great
'fexght with the board in making selec-
tions. Tnfluence is not required, and
will not be of any nse. Any boy, how-
ever poor or friendless, provided he have
the talent, may ask, and will be preferred.
