In the matter of the claim of Eager, Eiler-
man & Co., for payment in cash of their
bill for saventy-cight hundred and forty-four
dollars for construeting break water jettios,
ete . to protect the levee in the Third Dis-
trict, under an emergency order issued by
the Mayor, dated December 8, 1360, I re-
epectiully report : g

I. That the work was done as appears by
a certiticate of the City Surveyor, approved
by the Department of Improvements.

2. That on the twenty-fourth day of De-
cember, 1362, the late City Council passod
ordinance No. 1637, specially appropriating
the levee dues “for the payment of certin-
certificutes and warrants issned for the re-
pairs of the rymnca and bulkheads.”

Iam infornded by the Surveyor, as weil as
by the claimants, that ihey tively re-
fused to do the work without this special
guarantee, and it was out of this fund (ss
appears by the bank account in which it
was kept), that they were paid for work
done on the wharves,

When this administration came into oifice,
the work for which this claim is made was
not finished, and therefore could not e paid
for by our predecessors under their coniries
to set apart the levee dues for that purpose.
Ordinance No. 1637 was repealed on my mo-
tion in ignorance of any claim existing aa-
der it, but [ do not think that its repeal ex.
onerates us from the obligation to earry ous
its gpuarantee to those who acted under it in
good faith.

I therefore recommend the adoption of
the following resolution:
