WANTED.

The Battle nt Metz on the Fourteenth—Bat­
tle of Mars La Tour—Fight nt Snar- 
bruck—London Htnoilard Account— 
Official German Account.

Xtv York, August 30.—A correspondent 
of the London Standard, who writes from 
Verdun on Tuesday forenoon, thus describes 
the battle which took place at Metz, on 
Sunday. August 14;

At one o’clock Sunday afternoon, the 
French army. 18#,00O strong, was encamped 
all around Metz. Since the day previous a 
battle had been considered imminent. 
Several attempts bad been made to draw 
the enemy out of the woods they occupied.

The Prussian army of Prince Frederick 
Charles, or rather the corps now united 
under Field Marshal Steinmetz, had taken 
its position on the road to Baulay, at the 
point intersecting that to Bornev.

The road from Delionir to Bornev, np to 
the forest of that place, was occupied by 
Prussians, part of tli-ir division being con­
cealed bv woods.

Skirmishing had been going on all tlie 
morning, but it was probable no serious en­
gagement would take place.

At half-past one the French troops re­
ceived orders to retreat from their position, 
to gq in the direction of Verdun. It was 
said at two o’clock the aratit qardc division 
were crossing the Moselle on a pontoon 
bridge thrown across a few hours previously, 
aud the luggage, material and provisions of 
the army were crossing other bridges in tlie 
direction of Longuevilte.

The equipages of the Emperor had already 
left, the Prince Imperial first, and halt an 
hour after the Emperor himself. \N e are 
leaving on horseback in the same direc­
tion.

At three I*. M. the third corps, Deeaen, 
the fourth corps. If Admit ault, and Garde 
Imperial, Bourbaki. were preparing also to 
leave their encampments, when suddenly 
the Prussians were seen to prepare for 
battle.

Some others were preparing offensive 
movements in front of the woods of Bornev. 
and in the direction of Grisey aud Mercey 
les Metz.

The French troops under the command of 
Marshal Bazaine were composed of the 
third and fourth corps and tlie Garde Im- 
periale. They were fronting Borney, Gri­
sey and Mercey les Metz, the Imperial 
Guard forming a reserve near the Fort St. 
(Quentin.

At a quarter past four o’clock the attack 
commenced. A heavy fire of artillery was 
at once heard in every direction. The sol­
diers of the Prussian hmdwehr headed the 
Prussian corps d’armee.

The mitrailleuse began their deadly work 
on each side. For me there was confusion 
all around. Men were falling in every di­
rection. Columns were whirling around as 
bullets were whistling their deadly work 
through their rank-.

A battery of artillery, with a mitrailleuse, 
was making fearful havoc ia Prussian ranks. 
I heard frantic bravos announcing its new 
exploits. The fire was so well directed and 
the precision so great that each fire was 
positively mowing the Prussian ranks, who 
were fighting in a desperate way, their ar­
tillery replying to the other and destroying 
French battalions right and left.

At seven o’clock in the afternoon the 
Prussians were mak’iig a movement of re­
treat. A mitrailleuse had been twice taken 
from the French, and. although it is only 
one of the hundreds of eases of the battle, 
I mention it, as it led to au important re­
sult.

For the last hour one of the greatest 
efforts of the French had for its object to 
dislodge the Prussians from tlie woods of 
Borney. their troops being protected by that 
natural rampart.

The brave Colonel of the Forty-fourth 
infantrv, second division, in retaking the 
mitrailleuse was the cause of an immense 
body of Prussians emerging from the woods 
aud precipitating themselves as an in­
furiated torrent upon the French division.

It was only a pretext, for it was expected 
that the Prussians would follow the same 
tactics as at Forbach. which consists of 
keeping out of sight their masses, their best 
divisions, aud when the result of battle 
seems iu favor of their opponents, to change 
■defeat nto victory,.b,v the powerful move­
ment of immense bodies of troops plunging 
suddenly on the enemy.

Iljit this time Bazaine had prepared a 
match for them. The Imperial Guard, com­
manded by Bourbaki. had been kept ill re­
serve. The artillery, from a strong posi­
tion. began the defensive. The grenadiers 
advanced: and from that moment till a 
quarter to nine you would have thought 
you were iu the middle of an eruption of 
Mount Vesuvius ; Fort dc Quenteu sweep­
ing with its powerful batteries the Hank of 
the advancing columns, regiments of cav­
alry charging on the wing.

At a quarter to nine precisely, the Prus- 
sians were retreating, leaving from 23,000 to 
to 24,000 men ham do combat. The French 
have lost close oa to 40.000 men, killed aud 
wounded.

• *ne hundred and forty thousand Prus­
sians took part in the tigiit. against seventy 
thousand Frenchmen, positively.

Owing to Fort de Quentin slaughtering 
the enemy, the Garde, except its artillery 
and a brigade of grenadiers, did not tight. 
They were kept in reserve to the last.

Paring the combat the test of the French 
army was retiring on the route to Verdun.
nd at nine o’clock I followed, the Imperial 

Guard retreating in the same direction.
General PeCY.na lies been wounded in 

the leg; General Pe Castagny liad au arm 
cut, and Marshal Bazaine himself received 
a slight contusion on the head.

I hear the sight of the .Champs de Bat- 
taille was horrible.. Iu the morning, in re­
turning. they ruareheu over the dead bodies, 
which were in heap' in some spots.

Tin- following i- the official German ac­
count :

B e r l in . Angus*: ! b—The S'aals Anzie^ef 
of this morning publishes further accou nts 
of the battle before Metz, last .Sunday :

The French army, on the morning of the 
fourteenth stood in trout of Metz,, on the 
east side, near a point where tlie road from 
St. Avoid is joined by that from Saarlouis. 
-It was formed iu great eorpŝ extending 

over nt least six miles. The army appeared 
on the point of retreating toward Chalons. 
Marshal Bazaine must have had to contend 
with difficulties in carrying out this design, 
for he did not move.

General Steinmetz attacked the French at 
two P. M., with the Thirteenth division, 
which latter was supported by the Four­
teenth. The French troops were ranged iu 
several lines,defended by very deep ride pits. 
For this reason, perhaps, they tired more 
quickl v than in former actions.

These lines were at Ars la Ytuerexy, Ogy. 
Borney and Colomhes. The woods afforded 
them good cover, but these and the pits were 
taken successively bv storm by the Prus­
sians. who fought very Lard, and with very 
great h>ss.

The French h’s-i'- were principally killed, 
because they fought in trenches. They 
were shot through the head, which was 
atone exposed. No less than 781 dead 
French,men were counted behind one trench

were killed. The survivors say now, with 
a terrible determination, “Wait till we get 
Chalons, and we will show the French what 
the 350s can do.’’

FSENCH IHPANTEY PIKE WILDLY

COOLNESS TOWARD TIIE EMPIRE

We copy the following from the Cincinnati 
Gazette:

New Yo r k . August 30.—Private dis­
patches say that two more American cor­
respondents have been arrested iu the 
French lines and sent to Paris. The cor­
respondents in the Prussian army have been 
kindly treated wherever they could show 
proper credentials. A correspondent who 
visited the field after the battle of Wois- 
senburg says : "There is a pitiable need of 
surgeons here. The few on the ground have 
worked like heroes; treating friend and foe 
alike; but much is badly done, either 
because the surgeons work so last; or 
because many cases are attended to 
by those who art? not surgeons The want 
of surgical aid is ten times greater than be­
fore. for I verily believe there are ten thou­
sand wounded men from the battle yester­
day. The French infantry seems to have 
fired rather wildly. Very few Germans 
were shot in the body, and a largo pro­
portion of the wounds are in the feet and 
legs. A regiment of cavalry did not do 
them any good, hut rather bothered them. 
They suffered horribly in a vineyard at 
Morabronn, where the horses could not 
move quickly, and they wore mown down 
like straw. Tlie Bavarians were more im­
petuous than the Prussians, but perhaps 
not so steady and enduring. There are 
many who carry a straight knife, in a sheatli- 
pock'et, on the leg. They say they heard 
the Turcos have knives, and they would not 
march until they were allowed to carry 
theirs. There was a revolt about the mat­
ter, and they gained their point.”

Another letter says: -What cau we
think of an organization which is rash 
enough to send Cuirassiers against an 
infantry that has the needle gun? Yet this 
last act of madness was performed by the 
French. Tlie English cau boast of having 
done more mischief at llalakliiva. but this 
charge of steel-clad horsemen into a vine­
yard full of infantry was a wild act of seif- 
destruction. I hear that the Cuirassiers 
were nearly all killed or taken, and cer­
tainly the number of dead horses and men 
of breast plates and brass helmets, scattered 
about, looked like a fearful loss on their 
part."

A letter from Paris says: "I am sur­
prised to see how bitterly the Emperor is 
talked of. Evervhody agrees, -\Ye have had 
enough of the feonapartes.' The universal 
cry in Paris is ‘Vi/e l'armee!' 'Pas de 
Cicsar!' This cry is the more significant 
as tlie people of Paris are now armed 
and can give effect to this cry. There is 
some talk of a dozen grapeshot revolvers 
bar ing been sent here, and, despite the 
Minister of War's assertion to the contrary, 
there are at least thirty thousand men of 
the regular army in Paris: but the rank 
and tile are cold toward the empire, 
and would almost instantly join the 
people. The feeling seems to he: We, the
people, are sure to have the government we 
want: we are armed, and the soldiers will 
not he against us. It would he injudicious 
to change the government just now, aud 
create disorder at home, while the enemy 
is on French soil, but after the next battle 
we must do something."

A special correspondent writes to the 
New York Tribune from Paris:

More than fifty thousand people have 
moved into Paris from the suburbs alone, 
since Saturday night. The confusion is 
endles*. The ortrni duties are no longer 
levied, it being a sheer impossibility to do 
so. There are still 40,000 Germans here, of 
whom General Troehu’s last order readies 
30.0U0 iu the suburbs of La Yiilette and 
Belleville alone. Provisions for the siege 
arrive in enormous quantities. Three hun­
dred aud fifty hundred weight of riour, and 
Kill.no.i hundred weight of rife have been 
stored in the city: 100,000 oxen and 500.000 
sheep are in the Bois de Boulogne. Sixty 
millions of rations of preserved meats, 
three months' supply of salt, spices, sugar 
and coffee, and six months' supply of wine 
and spirits have been stored. Private 
families supply their own stores. Grocer s 
and other shops are surrounded by pur­
chasers. and their entrance is regulated by 
the police. The government invites farmers 
to bring all tlu ir supplies to Paris, promis­
ing fair prices for the same.

New  R ev en u e  U ircu la r .
It is stated by the Baltimore Gazette's 

Washington correspondent that tiie internal 
revenue bureau has prepared a new circu­
lar ou tobacco, which will he issued in a few 
days. I: enumerates seven offense', the 
commission of eitlu r of which will subject 
a tobacco manufacturer to a forfeiture of 
property. These are. the removal of man­
ufactured tobacco from tiro manufactory or 
place where it i» made otherwise than ns 
provided by law; the sale ol' tobacco or 
snuff without the proper stump denoting 
the tax; manufacturing tobacco or snuff 
without payment* of the special tax as 
manufacturer. or without giving 
bond as required by law : making
false or fraudulent entries of the purchase 
'or sale of leaf tobacco, tobacco stems or 
other material; the fixing of any false, 
.forged, fraudulent, spurious or counterfeit 
stamp, or imitation of a stamp, to any box 
or package containing snuff or tobacco. 
The circular directs that manufactured to­
bacco shall he put up in legal packages; the 
package must lmve printed on it. or on a 
securely attached labei. the manufacturer's 
name, together with the registered number 
of tiro factory, and the district and State. 
If it Vie a wooden package it must have, in 
addition# the manufacturer's trade mark, 
the gross weight, tlie tare, and the 
net weight, all neatly printed ou the 
package. Each package must have af­
fixed and cancelled a proper stamp 
or stamps to indicate the weight 
end class of tobacco for which payment of 
tax is made : and these stamps must be af­
fixed and cancelled in the manner prescribed 
by the internal revenue commissioner. The 
failure of a manufacturer Jo comply with 
any of these requirements will he construed 
a "removal otherwise than as provided by 
law." and subject the offender to the for­
feitures specified in the law for that offense. 
Manufactured tobacco found outside a fac­
tory or export bonded warehouse, except 
when it is in transit from the factory to tho 
warehouse, without proper revenue stamps 
affixed to each package, w ill he forfeited, and 
the person removing the. same, or offering it 
for sale, or having it in his possession, 
will be liable to the fines and penalties 
imposed by law. All packages of tobacco 
short or insufficiently stumped, or having 
false, forged, fraudulent, spurious or coun­
terfeit stamps, or imitations of stamps, or 
stumps previously used: and all packages 
that have been emptied or partly emptied 
ami refilled, without the destruction of the 
stamps and the affixing of new ones; and all 
packages having off them the stamped por­
tion of a package which has been previously 
used, are to be forfeited to the government. 
Tiie 'wilful neglect of persons emptying 
stamped packages to destroy the stamp*
portion: or the giving away, selling or ac­
cepting a stamped package which has been
once used and emptied: or the putting man- 
ufretured tobacco into such a package once 
before used, subjects the offender to tho 
pains aud penalties provided by law.

After tho victorious 
tights at Vionville and Flavigny, the task 
ot the first armv this day, was to act as tho 
right of all the lines of attack, holding the 
left bank of the Moselle, while the second 
army moved so that the front would 
extend from the north toward the east, ’ 
thus bringing tho first and second armies 
between Metz and-Paris.

On the seventeenth no offensive move­
ment was made; the Prussians resting in a 
sheltered position near Gravelotte; the sev­
enth corps contenting itself with repelling a 
slight reeonnoissanee m the rear of Hie 
forest ofVaux.

At this moment General Steinmetz, re- « 
connoitering at the sonth of Gravelotte, in 
the forest of Ognatti. discovered the enemy,
three corps strong, encamped on the heights 
north of Gravelotte. The farms of St. Hu­
bert and Point-du- Jour were occupied about 
noon.

General Steinmetz, hearing cannonading 
at Vionville, and having bee n advised that 
the head of the ninth corps was engaged, 
gave orders to resume the attack.

General Steinmetz’s corps deployed on 
the south and east of the heights of Grave- 
lotte: formidable artillery practice fol­
lowed. Fifty cannon, presently augmented 
to eighty, opened on the enemy’s batteries. 
While advancing steadily along the high 
road, the reconnoitering party^ncounteml 
a battery of initrailleues, from whence a 
fire was opened upon them. ' A strong qut-
post, well sustained, was theiwplaced, wid 
the enemy made no serious attack that day.
