HOW BAZAINE WAS BOTTLED.

Iuteresting Letter from Verdan.

Nuw Yomx, August 31.—The New York
Tymes' Tetter from Verdun says: “Let me
sketch the position of the French army as 1
understood it to be on Sunday, the four-
teenth, The main French foree luy in a
semi-cirele in front of Metz, facing west-
ward.

The
resuit” of this buttle oflllw sixteenth will
probably be that Bazaine will be foreed
within the lines of Metz. Here he will tind
it ditticult to feed such a large army, Ido
ve, however, the position is o ex-
critical for France as it might ap-
prar ot tirst sight.

It is no easy matter to invest Motz with
anch an enormous army as the French have
there. For this army, perforce compact,
will not fail to deal perhaps some fatal,
blows to an enemy who is oblized to run his
lines of investment over » lonz distance.
and bave them cut by a river. It is prob-
able, bowever, that no investment n} the
city can take place under the present cir-
cLmstances, but that Bazaine will make

BremeN, Avgust 3l.—Letters from the
Prussian Sms«lquuru-rs explain how Ba-
zame's attempt to escape rom Metz was
vated.

OUR WHARVES AND LEVEES

and lmprovements.

That branch of the Departmens of Pub-
lic Improvementsa relating to wharves and
levees ia particularly active ot the present
moment, ns may be seen by an inspection of
what is going on at the varions landings,

We learn that she ety administration is
making thorongh repaizs all along the river
frout wherever it is necessary, in some in-
stances entirely renewing the wharves.

A lurge amonnt of repairs is needed, and
o great deal of heavy work is to be done.
For instance there is full swo hundred and
fifty feet of the hip luuding, in the neigh-
borhiood of Montegut strect, sunk down
some fifteen fees below its proper level, the
sinking being caused by the fulling in of the
river hank. To repair this propériy, and in
time for the winter business, will involve
no small portion of labor; but the energy of
the Administrator of Public Improvements,
General West, is well koown, and the City
Surveyor Mr. Bell, is pushing forward the
work with com:mensurate rapidity.

The necessity for repairs of the wharves
above the Third District does not arise
from the caving in of the river banka, but is
cansed by wear and te Theso wharves
have not been repaired for several years,
and the necessity of renovation in wany
places is imminent

From Canal street downward, abont
eleven hundred feet of wharfl have been
made entirely new, exeept some of the in-
side piles.  This newly constructed wharf is
made with a solidity and an attention to
strength and resistencs of wear and tear

THE COURTS.

Righth District Court—The Pontchartraia
Raliread Case.

In this case yeaterday, Judge Emmerson,
sitting in the absence of Judge Dibble, de-
livered a decision substantially as follows:

Berunrd Marigny cunvcg-:-d to plaintiffs,
on the twenty-third of February, 1830, a
tract of land at the centre of Elysian Fields
street, tirty feet in width, and running from
the levee to or near Force street.  The bal-
ance of Elysian Fields he bud reserved and
dedieated to the city a8 a street or public
bighway. A vacancy was established on
each side of the central ground, beinz
strip on either side of the tract granted to
the plaintiffs, twelve feet wide, as u walking
avenue or banquette.

The tifty feet above mentioned become
the property of the plaintiffs, and the re-
waining portion or portions of the street o
Incus publiews or public highway, including
the sidewalks.

On the twenticth of January, 1830, the
plaintiffs were incorporated with perpetual
succession, and were authorized to ¢o
struct their road from every point in tue
city to the lake, and throngh such streets as
the Council might designate.

On the tiftcenth of March. 1820, the Conn-
cil, by resolution, xranted to plaintiffs the
right **during the whole period of the ex-
istence of their charter " to use twelve feet
in width of the street, or walking avenue on
€ither #ide of the tract conveyed to them
upon which to construct their road, snd
they hoave unintercuptedly enjoyed the
same from the time their road wus com-

leted untii recently, when the strip on the
ower side of the central portion was occn-
pied by the Chattanooga Ruilrond Company.

The above grant, made by the Couneil,
was authorized by the plaintiffs act of in-
corporaticn

On the twenty-sixth of July last, the Ad-
ministrators of the city revoked the said
grant, and replaced the ordinance by which
it was established ; whereupon the plaintiffs
sued out an injunction against the city,
claiming the said grant of March 15, 1830,
to be w frunchise, asserting their exclusiva
right in perpetnity to the use of the two
strips of twelve feet in width ; reatraining
the city from enforeing in any manner the
ordinance of July 26, 1IN0, prohibiting it
from disturbing them ia the nse of said
strips, and from removiag the depot build-
ings und constructions erected thereon by
them, and from selling or granting to any
person or corporation $he use or possession
of said strips. 5

Aiter o longthy opinion, in which Judge
Emwmerson gave an exhaustive view of the
luw. he concludes as follows :

Under these cirenmstances [ can grant no
order, exeept so far us it will relate to the
two strips in dispute. To the free use of
them the publie has a right, and from them
the Council bas a right to remove the ob-
structions,

Lat the motion to bend be grauted. and
let the injunetion herein issued be dissolved,
&0 far a< it restricts the defendants, the
Administrators of the ¢ity of New Orleans,
in their legislative power, to control and
regulate the two strips of lund of twelve
feet in width in guestion, and so faras it
restrains the said defendunts from removing.
or cansing to be removed, the obstructions
upon said strips.  This deciee is to be ro
construed as not to authorize any futerfer-
ence with the railroad tracks now in use by
the plaintiffs,
