INTERVIEW WITH BISMARCK.

New York, September 6.—The Tribune’s
correspoudent had an imterview with Bis-
marck at the King's headgquarters, uear Se-
dan, on the second.  In response to his in-
quiry of what were likely 1o be the condi-
tiong of peace demanded by the King of
Prussia the Connt replied:
“There are three ways of stopping an at-
tack ou the Rhine provinees,

“First—We luig{.l mike Alsaee amd Lor-
raine i nentr tite, like Luxemburg or

Belgim, ding from the former coun-
try to Switzerland., and so  separnting

France and Prussia by a group of nentral
States; but T confess it appears to me that
ereating and maintaining the neatrality of
small States is already so difficult to pro-
teet, amd is every moment exposed to so
many dangerous complications, that I do
not ghink it wonld be worth while to make
wore neutral States, with new difficultics
and dangers.

“ Recondly—We might annex Alsace and
Lorraine, and hold them as conquered ter-
ritory, but 1 am sure that this wonld not be
loeked on favorably by a majority of my
German fellow-countrymen. We are all
most anxions to complete our unity, but we
do not want any people among us who are
unwilling members of the German nation:
and that the Alsatians wonld be most di
loyal subjects of the King of Prussia, in
despite of the great wmujority of them
speaking the Germun langunge and being
of Teutonic origin, there can be no doubt.
“ Thirdly—There remains to ns, then, as
a third conrse, to take Metz and Strasburg,
and to kw-lin them. This is what we shall
do, Strashurg, particularly. is absolutely
needful for the protection of South Ger-
many, whicl is at the mercy of the French
ariny. So loug ss France possesses Stras-
burg, there is nothing to stop a French iu-
vading army.

“ Now it would be very nnfair if we were
to ll-u\'cPuur South jGermun brethren un-

protected after they have fought so de-
votedly and go well by our side in this cam-
patzn. again. by holding Strasbnrg

we could always preveut any movement on
the Rhine. We Jmuhl be able not only to
marcl: anarmy by the valley of the Main
on Paris, hat to take s French army march-
ing jon Mayence or Coblentz in tank and
rear.
