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WAR SCENES.

TfceSlMffhter at W ocrth—IIow the P ros­
aism Trent their Wounded—Bravery of 
the Bavarians.

Mr. Edward King, in a letter to the Bos­
ton Journal, describes the manner in which 
the wounded from the battle-field of Woertli 
were received at Frankfort-on-the-Main:

There were fifty odd cars, mostly freight 
wagons, on the floors of which bountiful 
quantities of straw had been scattered. 
Here lay, in bloody, and sometimes hardly 
distinguishable masses, the French and 
Prussians to g e th e r .  The first ears were 
filled with dangerously wounded French­
m e n ,  and we were deputed there, whether 
]jy accident or design, I know not. Ju the 
group was one Turco and several Zouaves: 
a captain who had lost his epaulettes, ami 
was stretched despairingly on the floor, 
and a lieutenant who was shot three times, 
and whoso right arm was already swollen 
"to twice its natural size.

The native courtesy of these unfortunate 
fellows was admirably exemplified by their 

• feeble efforts to rise as we entered the ear. 
I sat down by the captain, and after the 
physician who was with us had -attended 
to liis wounds, I wrote liis letters, and then 
we talked of the battle. Deliriously from 
time to time he would grumble concerning 
the conduct of the French cavalry. "Jls 
riontfail tjne du m a l he said. “ I hey did 
us nothing but harm.” Supposing us to be 
German, they were silent as to the nature 
and extent of their defeat; but when we 
disclosed our nationality, they at once un­
bosomed themselves. One onicer said that 
in all his campaigns he had never seen such 
honorable treatment of prisoners. The Ger­
man bravery of spirit was amply exempli­
fied in liis own case, for he was taken out 
of his bloody bed and given new garments, 
itlenty of breakfast, and even clean linen, 
by the very men who two days before would 
gladly have heard of the extermination of 
his race.

HOW TIIE BA VARTANS FOUGHT.

We were divided into two corps as the 
train came, and each corps had a certain 
number of ears to visit. As physicians 
were so few, all being at the front, we were 
compelled to trust to ourselves for the bind­
ing of wounds. Mast of the prisoners were 
wounded tw ice, generally in the arm or leg. 
Most of the Prussians once only, either in 
the head, breast or lower limbs. The Bava­
rians, the very boys whom we had seen 
leaving Speyer a week before, were many of 
them savagely wounded, as they indulged 
in go much haud-to-hand fighting. The Ba­
varians are to the German race what the 
Yankees are to the Americans, and ha ve the 
same whimsical, picturesque way of talk­
ing. One little fellow, scarcelv tall enough 
to be a soldier, and with a child’s face, had

r of his right hand shot away.
hailed me lor cigars, • and when 

I asked him where he was hurt, 
“Ach! nothing but a little scratch in the 
band and another in the leg. But I yiade 
him cold, the red breeches ! He won t do 
it again.” Nearly all the Bavarians in the 
action—two brigades—were light-haired, 
blue-eyed boys fresh and pure from the 
world, but, say the Frenchmen, ferocious 
as tigers iu battle. These bovs had heard 
before leaving Bavaria that the Tureos car­
ried knives and despatched the partially 
wounded with them. One whole regiment, 
therefore, provided itself with the short, 
fiat knives made iu the mountains of Upper 
Havana. and announced this fact to their 
comrades. Their Colonel heard of it and 
commanded them to leave the cutlery lie- 
bind, whereupon they refushed to match. 
Knowing their temper, ho was obliged to 
submit, and many an Arab met his lute at 
the point of those short blades.

In another place Mr. King writes:
“ Voycs vovs," said one of the French offi­

cers to me, “these Prussians fire at very 
short range. They keep advancing when it 
Seems certain death, and they always aim 
deliberately. They lost double the killed 
we did; but there are not so many Germans 
as French wounded. The Bavarians club 
their muskets, the rascally infantry, and 
they are as bad as Tureos to call off'. They 
won’t hear the bugles. Down in the valley, 
between those two murderous hills, coin me 
ca (and he drew a little map of the scene iu 
the straw), down there the dead of both 
sides were piled up so high that they served 
the Prussians for barricades. This long, 

forest on the hill is full of dead and 
ruled now. There are no chances to 

bring them away, and some arc so shot that 
they fight rather than suffer themselves to 
be moved.”

TREATMENT OF THE FRENCH.

Further on Mr. King writes:
Frenchmen generally received, all along 

the line, better care than the Prussians. 
Some of them were affected to tears, others 
to sarcasm, hut all admitted that their ene­
mies were highly noble. Even the excited 
crowds were kept back, and when a wound­
ed man was stripped and held down in his 
agony to have the festering or suppurated 
wounds probed, he was cared for as though 
he was a son of Germany. The “field post 
cards” were distributed through the train, 
also, and gave more comfort than anything 
else. They are pasteboard cards, with space 
for an ordinary letter, and printed direc­
tions how to send them. All the wounded 
on the field, or in far-away hospitals in hos­
tile country, can send these field post cards 
free to any part of their own country. The 
l^hissian post takes them to the army lines, 
and they are passed through. The French 
confessed great contempt for the necdJc- 
gun, but the highest admiration for the 
Prussian and Bavarian cavalry. The in­
fantry they did net think so well of, al­
though they confessed surprise at the elan 
and daring of which they were capable.

CAPTOR AND CAPTURED.
As to the good feeling among the captors 

and the captured, Mr. King says:
In the cars where Prussians" and French 

were crowded, the best of feeling seemed to 
prevail. Prisoners and captors drank beer 
from the same glass and helped to bandage 
each other's wounds. One stout Frenchman 
was supporting a poor Bavarian lad, who 
was shot through the fuee, and was evi­
dently fast sinking. I could never have be­
lieved the Prussians so excitable and emo­
tional a people had 1 not seen them weep­
ing and sobbing at sight of the pain and 
misery of strong men. We had one. French­
man who was shot three times, ami was bound 
to die standing, for he would walk, although 
he could not live many hours. He was sur­
rounded by twelve Prussians, who ran 
hither and yon to procure whatever he 
needed, and cried like children when he was 
put on the stretcher and probed. They had 
lain on the wet earth together all one dread­
ful night, with the voices of the wind and 
rain, and the shrieks of dying men, pro­
claiming to them the necessity of peace and 
good will, and were hound by strong chords 
of friendship then and there.

Sometimes there was a dash of enmity 
Btill visible. A Prussian once stood up in 
front of a ear full of zouaves and showed 
them the bullet holes in his overcoat, they 
looking on sternly. Again, a blundering 
Prussian sergeant cried out against treating 
the French so well. But these were excep­
tions.

THE SLAUGHTER AT WOEKTH.

Chi this point the correspondent says:
Just outside the little burg the slaughter 

had been so terrific that, dead and wounded 
were piled together, and had to be picked 
out of the ghastly heaps, while shells were 
making fresh victims close at hand. Sev­
eral surgeons were killed on the field. One 
prisoner told of being found at the bottom 
ot a heuii of dead men: and a Prussian 
officer, whom we saw in Frankfort, relates 
with much gusto, the manner in which the 
wounded lolled into a ditch in the vallev, 
to escape the bullets. He, himself, rolled 
in, heavily wounded. Presently joined him 
another, who died in a few minutes. And 
by the time the battle was over, he was in 
the midst of seven other ghastly fellows, 
who find rolled into the mud. just as he did 
from instinct. _______

AN ACT to incorporate the Columbia Railway Com­

pany of the  D istrict of Columbia.
Be it enacted l»v the Senate and House of Repre­

sentatives of the  United S tates of America in  Con­
gress assembled. That William Guntoii, John C 
McKeldcn, Samuel Fowler, William B .T odd, Wil­
liam H. Clagett. John F. Callan, S. P Brown, 
George H. P lant, \V. 0 . Bestor, K. M. Gallaudet. K 
( \  Fox. M atthew G. Finery, William Stiekney. Mar­
tin  M. Robrer, Richard Sutton, David D * Cone, 
Robert Williams, William P. Copeland, William H 
Nllev, G. H. B. W hite, Jam es T. P ritchard, 
J. (ft Wall. John If. MeCutclien, Poulus Tliyson. 
Bernard Hayes, Jaeob D. Kitcli, and th e ir associates 
and assigns, he and  they  are hereby created a body 
corporate under tin* nam e o f the  Columbia Railway 
Company, with au thority  to  const m e t and lay down 
a single, or double, track  railw ay, with the necessary 
switches and turnouts, iu the c ity  and county of 
W ashington, in the  District of Columbia, through

ceiving therefor a  ra te of fare not exceeding six 
cents a  passenger for any distance on said road.

And lie it fu rther enacted, That should a  
m ajority of th e  stockholders so elect, at any tim e 
within two years a fte r the  com jiletionof said road 
(provided for in section one above), th e  said qoin- 
pany shall have the right to extend said road, 
e ither with a single or double track , w ith th e  ne­
cessary switches and turnouts, along the line of .the 
Columbia Turn]like Road Company, with th e  con­

The carriages on 
the extension of said road or roads to he propelled 
e ither by horse-power or dum m y engines, at the 
option of the  said railw ay company.

Skc. 3. And be it fu rth e r enacted, T ha t th e  said 
road or roads shall be deemed real esta te , and, to­
gether w ith o ther real and personal property of 
said body corporate, shall be liable to taxation  as 
o ther real es ta te  and ]iersonal property, and to li­
cense for their vehicles or cars iu the  city  and 
county aforesaid, except as h ereinafter provided.

Ski .* 4. And he it further enacted. That the said 
railw ay shall be laid as near the  centre of th e  ave­
nues and s tree ts  ill the city  of Washington as prac­
ticable (w ithout interfering w ith or passingover 
the  w ater o r gas pipes), in  the most approved man­
ner adapted to street railways, w ith the rails of the 
most approved pattern , to  be determ ined by th e  
Secretary o f the Interior, laid upon ail even surface 
with the*pavem ent of the stree ts  or avenues; and 
the space between the tw o tra ck s  (w here 
two are laid) shall not be le ts  than  
four feet nor more th an  six feet, and  the 
carriages shall not be less th an  six feet in w idth.; 
th e  gauge to  correspond with th a t of the M etropol­
itan  ra ilroad/ That the  railw ays in the county 
(should it be determ ined to  construct such roads) 
shall be laid in such m anner as will lea st interfere 
w ith th e  ordinary travel of the  road or loads on 
which the track s  shall be laid.

Skc. 5. And be it fu rth e r enacted, T ha t th e  said

track s , so far as the same are laid w ith in  the limits 
of the  city  of W ashington, at all tim es well paved 
and in good order, w ithout expense to  the  l  i.it**d 
S ta tes  o r the  said city .
