THE YICE-PREsiDEirS SPEECH

FAITHFUL COLLECTION OF THE REVENUE

EQUALITY BEFOEE THE LAW

A REGENERATED CONSTITUTION------T
THE FBANCO-PRtfSSIAN WAR

On the tenili instunt Vice-President Col­
fax opened the Indiana campaign by making 
a long, eloquent and fdrciblc speech at 
South Bend, from which yre make the fol­
lowing extracts:

FAITHFUL cbLLBCTION OF RKVESUU.
The more efficient colleiftion of the •re ve­

nue under President Grant’s administration 
has-been productive of gtjodt emits in many 
■ways:

1. While nothing was! pa id on the debt 
during Mr. John sou’s "Iasi year, the reduc­
tion under President (Irani lias been eon- 
stunt and gratifyingly laige. Without any 
increase of the public, buijilens, he has paid 
off over one hundred and sixty-nine and a 
half millions of our bonded and over-due 
debt, iu the first eighteen!months of liis ad­
ministration; and has permanently reduced 
the annual interest, to be paid to our credit­
ors, near $'.*,000,000 per'year. Up to this 
date, the bonds he has purchased wiiU our 
surplus revenue, have been stamped and 
kept as a sinking fund. But the lust Con­
gress ordered as a fairer way, that they 
should all bo destroyed, now and hereafter 
as purchased, so that tbe.| should no longer 
be in existence, even in 0 canceled form.

2. With this healthy condition of our fi­
nances, Congress felt that a large reduction 
of taxation was not inconsistent with the 
maintenance of our credit. And accordingly a 
bill was passed reducing our internal taxa­
tion at the rate of over $}>o,000.i*o0 per year, 
and on tariff taxation about $25,000,000—in 
all. $80,01X1,000 jut year, striking off at one 
blow one-fifth of all our Remaining taxation 
of all kinds. These reductions iu our in­
ternal tax system have, been of the most 
sweeping character. Afl the burdensome 
and vexations special taxes are abolished, 
to take effect at the ejid of the year for 
which they ure now paid-*-1 refer to those 
on lawyers, doctors, claim agents, insurance 
and real estate agents, conveyancers, archi­
tects. manufacturers,photographers, apothe­
caries, butchers, plumbei s. eating houses anil 
hotels, merchants, dealers of every kind 
(excepting spirits and tobacco).

The taxes on sales, wish tho above excep­
tion, on boats and bar_os, on watches, i ii 
gross receipts of railroads, steamboats, ex­
presses. telegraphs, ferries, bridges and 
turnpikes, on legacies amt sui-ces-dons, on 
passports, on receipts, and on all notes un­
der one hundred dollar-) are not. again to bo 
levied or collected alter the lirst of nevt 
month. The income tax is reduced one- 
half, limited to two yeaiis, and tho exemp­
tion doubled, being two hundred dollars in 
addition to all taxes and interest paid, 
losses and had debts, refits and repairs, and 
amount paid for labor, thus removing its 
burden entirely from those who are poor, or 
of moderate means, and) requiring it to be 
paid at its reduced rate only by those 
whose income renders it easy to bear. In 
fact, after this month, notliing will remain 
of tliis once all-embraeiilig internal revenue 
system except the taxj on spirituous and 
malt liquors, cigars mid tobacco, national 
banks, tas, incomes, amji stamps; and prob­
ably several of these will disappear also be­
fore another fiscal year has passed away.

3. Annexed to this bill were sections al- 
tering,-and, in the aggregate, largely re­
ducing the tariff, to take effect a t the end of 
the year. Hundreds ofiartieles used as raw 
materials in our home imanuiactures were 
placed on the free list, and nearly two mil­
lions of duties thus remitted, while our in­
dustrial interests received a healthful im­
petus from this relief. Many others, which 
did not pay the expense) of collecting duties 
onffliem, were also free. A specific duty 
of $28 per ton was placed on lb-sscmer steel 
instead of the 45 per cent ad valorem, which 
shifted in amount with every fluctuation of 
the European prices, which had varied in a 
few years from $150 to $52 per ton. The 
duty on pig iron was reduced nearly twenty- 
live per cent, from $0 to $7 per ton, and on 
scrap iron from $8 to $<> per ton. Pepper 
and other spices, and fruits, were also very 
largely reduced. Coffee was reduced from 
live, to three cents per pound, a less rate 
than it was taxed by the administrations 
of Washington, Adams, Jefferson, Madi­
son and Monroe, from 17'JO to 1828. 
during which time it wgs taxed from four to 
live cents per pound, ejxcept a few years at 
ten cents. Tea was (educed from twenty- 
livo to fifteen cents |>»i-r pound, a less rate 
than the duties for the thirty-eight years 
just alluded to, during which the tariff on 
tea was from eighteen jo twenty-five cents 
per pound, except a few years at thirty-six 
cents. Sugar, which has always boiffi taxed 
in our entire history, under all tarins, and 
all ittliuinistrations, Was also largely re­
duced, so much so indeed, tlmt. on this one 
item alone, including molasses, the reduc­
tion amounts to $I2.*MI l.Oiht per year, as it 
does to $5,000,000 on coffee, $ U*00.000on tea. 
over $1,000,000 on pepper and other spices, 
and $500,000 on fruits, j Thus faithfully ful­
filling the promises of t|he last campaign, we 
shall go on in the future with the, work of 
“equalizing and reducing taxation as rapid­
ly as the national faith will permit,” 
even if, as in the present ease, we 
have to pass those bills abolishing iu- 
tqrnal taxes of the people, and reducing 
the cost of tea, coffee, sugar, etc., over 
and in spite of the opposing votes of 
the Democracy. Their reply to this ar­
raignment of them for adverse votes is, that 
“all the details of the bill did not suit them.” 
But this is a very old iexcuee. We heard it 
often during the war. They could not sup­
port- war measures because they did not like 
all their “details.” They carried New York 
in 18G2, on “the more-vigorous prosecution 
of the war,” but couldj not vote in Congress 
for afiy bill whose details were intended to 
aid in its more vigorous prosecution. They 
declaim now against taxation, but can not 
vote for, any bill to reduce it. They talk 
bitterly, too. about tlje debt, but are not 
satisfied with General] Grant’s reduction of 
it. They denounce tfie interest which it 
bears as too high, but vote against any fund­
ing bill proposing hbnestly to reduce it. 
They spread their sajls to catch favoring 
breezes, if possible, but are constantly 
wrecked on tlie “details.” So we shall go 
on with “ details ” of four own. in the work 
of lessening the debt,, diminishing the in­
terest and steadily reducing taxation, from 
year to year, without their help and against 
their opposition.

4. We have about $ 100,000.000 of gre< n- 
backs and fractional currency. When 
President Grant was inaugurated" gold was 
a t a premium of 133, so that these four hun­
dred millions of paper dollars, in the pock­
ets of the people, were worth about three 
hundred millions in gold. Before the Euro­
pean war broke out, gold had declined here 
in consequence of our improved national 
credit, to 110; making these $400,000,000 of 
greenbacks and fractional currency worth 
to the people over three hundred and sixty 
millions in gold. And tliis addition to their 
value, and their pure biasing power, render­
ing tjie people who hold and use them as 
currency that much b itte r off, is fairly to 
be credited to the Administration.

5. The national expenditures have also 
been largely and ste idily decreased from 
the day President G rint took the oath of 
office. The year ending July, 1809 (partly 
Johnson’s term and partly' Grant’s), they 
were $56,000,0**0 less than the previous 
year. The year ending Juiv. 1870, they 
were $29,001*,000 less than 1 s69. And the

Eresent year, ending next July, they will 
e from $15,000,000 to $16,000,000 J

arc being reduced; and wlu-n the recent 
reductions take effect, their number is to 
be still further lessened, districts to lie con­
solidated, ami the expenses of that branch 
of service largely curtailed.

1 will n l stop to make a balance sheet; 
but an administration that , without any in­
crease of taxation, can increase the receipts 
of our natipual treasury under the. tariff 
and tax laws, over eighty millions in its 
first eighteen months over the amount col­
lected by its predecessor in its last eighteen 
months—can pay oft' in the same time one 
hundred and seventy millions of our na­
tional debt—can strike oft' at one blow 
eighty millions of burdensome taxation— 
rail reduce our national expenditures one 
hundred millions in tho first eighteen 
months of this administration, and can 
make the currency in the pockets of the 
people worth sixtv millions more than when 
it entered on its duties—deserves the confi­
dence of the people, whose iutorft&ts it lias 
so faithfully served, and can hear philo­
sophically tliemiij list and hitter criticisms to 
■which it lias been subjected by its enemies. 
W hat grander results could the most exact­
ing have demanded of the administration?

EQUALITY BEFORE TIIE LAW.
In uotiuug, however, has the Republican 

party wiui prouder glory and more enduring 
honor than iu pressing forward to tho con­
summation of the great principle of equality 
before the law, and establishing it irrevoca­
bly in our national constitution. Through 
all the ages that are to come to tliis land of 
ours, the Thirteenth, ’'’ourteeniii and Fil- 
teeth amendments of the constitution will 
stand as monuments of the rights of all, a 
trinity of measures working a triple safe­
guard for the poor and the humble, and 
nobly carrying out in our supreme law that 
God given principle . "Whatsoever yc would 
that others should do unto you, do ye even 
so unto them.”

Now, if never before, we can declare as a 
nation, that we have obeyed that command 
of the Creator, proclaimed amid the thun­
ders of Sinai. "there shall be but one manner 
of lav- for him that is’ born among you and 
for the stranger," and henceforth, thanks to 
Republican fidelity and, in spite of the bit­
terest opposition from our enemies at every 
step, the Constitution, like the Ten Com­
mandments and the Lord’s l’rayer, regards 
man as man. under tho same equality before, 
the human law as he is before the Divine 
law—under the same obligations and en­
titled to the same privileges, whether the 
wealthiest or the poorest, the most power­
ful or the humblest, of all our millions of 
citizens.

A REGENERATED CONSTITUTION.
As our destruction of slavery shook the, 

foundations of human bondage wherever it 
yet lingered in tho world, so our establish­
ment of equal rights by constitutional 
amendment, will be an incentive and an 
example to all who found States lien after, 
or who seek to regenerate nations, already 
existing. !*v the true principle of popular 
sovereignty. Anil as the arm of national 

•power, once under Democratic rule, 
stretched out potentially over a whole con­
tinent to remand a dying fugitive t<r the 
plantation or the auction block from which 
lie Lad escaped, so now. under Republican 
rule, and under a regenerated constitution, 
the same national arm protects the humblest 
in all his rights, civil and political, with the 
ballot, the safeguard of the weak against 
the strong.

We rejoice, too, that the work of recon­
struction has ended. When the last Con­
gress opened its session, four Statius were 
still unri stored to their full relations with 
the government. When it closed every State 
had been declared entitled to representa­
tion in Congress—provisional governments 
had ended—and every star upon our banner 
symbolized a State.

THE t BANCO—t’KUSSIAN WAR.
I recognize only one kind of war as just ifb 

aisle iu tliis civilized and enlightened era of 
the world—and that is war for the preserva­
tion of national existence. Such a war is a 
sacred war; but all others are carnivals of 
anguish and misery, of mutilation and 
bloodshed, of broken hearts and crowded 
graveyards, over which devils and not men 
might rejoice. And while I believe with 
King William, that “the judgment of 
the Almighty and of men will fall on 
any one who forces into a war of devasta­
tion two great and peaceable nations,” and 
while I regard tliis war u« the most cruel 
and needless of all wars, I have rejoiced 
that, in a single night, the empire of Napo­
leon. organized on broken oaths ot fidelity 
to the republic he overthrew, has passed 
away, and that a republic has been organ­
ized in its stead. For I am one of those 
who believe a republican government i*>ssi- 
blo everywhere, among intelligent people, 
where its chief officers exercise their duties 
with wisdom and moderation and justice to 
all. And I shall rejoice still more if Ger­
many—the land of free, thought and intel­
lectual culture—shall be united hence­
forth, from tho North Sea to the Bavarian 
Alps, as war made the Fatherland iu tliis 
struggle—working out with increased popu­
lar libertv, an even mightier destiny iu the 
future, through peaceful industry, liberal 
institutions and harmonious self-govern­
ment.

The German Fair.
This Fair for tlie benefit of the wounded 

European soldiers, which was commenced 
on Tuesday, the thirteenth instant is still 
satisfactorily progressing, and promises to 
be one of the most successful efforts of the 
kiud ever made in the city of New < trio,ons. 
Apart from the benevolent object of the 
Fair, the whole arrangement is calculated 
to be eminently attractive, even to tlie mere 
pleasure-seeker.

But tho hundreds who have visited the 
Turners' Hall feel that, while passing a most 
pleasant evening, they are, at the same time, 
contributing to a work of exalted charity. 
Everything in the lifting up of the Turners' 
Hall for this occasion shows tlie perfection 
of good taste, in the fair conductors of the 
enterprise, and is highly creditable to the 
liberality of all concerned. We understand 
that the fair will close with Friday evening 
next, the twenty-third instant. And on 
this, the last evening of the entertainment, 
the attractions will exceed those of any 
previous evening.

For the voting lor the American flag, the 
two silver trumpets, and the sets of jewelry 
will then take place, and this, of itself, will 
attract an unusually large concourse of 
visitors. Tho voting for tho above articles 
will he closed at ten o’clock in the evening, 
precisely. A larger number than hereto­
fore anticipated for the purposes of the fair, 
is one that peculiarly appeals to the sym­
pathies uf the benevolent.

ATTEMPTED FRAUDULENT REGIS­
TRATION.

Violation of Naturalization Laws.
The eases of William Williams, Andrew 

Union and James Finney, charged by the 
affidavit of J. D. Houston, superintendent 
of registration at tho Sixth Ward, with 
violation of the act of Congress of July 14, 
1870, was brought up for disposal before 
United States Commissioner Weller, yester­
day morning at ten o’clock. J. W. Gurley, 
Esq., Assistant United States District Attor­
ney, assisted by J. R. Beckwith.Esq., appear­
ed for the prosecution, while Messrs. Tally 
& Kerr appeared on behalf of the defense ; 
ex-lleeorder Gastinel, also for the defense,, 
being absent at the commencement of the 
proceedings.

The ease of Williams was first examined.
The charge embodied in the affidavit of 

Mr. Houston was to the effect that William 
WilliaW, on tlie fifteenth day of Septem­
ber, 1870, in the Second District Comfi of 
the parish of Orleans, in the city of New 
Orleans, District of Louisiana, in a certain 
proceeding had under the naturalization 
laws of the United States, in the matter of 
the naturalization of one Audrcw llolon. 
did appear before the. said court, and having 
been duly sworn, d id ‘knowingly and cor­
ruptly swear falsely, i:i substance as fol­
lows: That said Andrew llolon had re­
sided five years in the United States and 
one year iu the State ol’ Louisiana, next 
preceding September 15, 1870, wherefore said 
Williams is charged with perjury.

Mr. James 1*. Houston, Superintendent of 
Registration in the Sixth Ward, was called 
to tlie stand and SAvoru. Ilia evidence was 
to the effect that llolon, on presenting him­
self for registration, had produced a certifi­
cate of naturalization, and on being inter­
rogated as tlie law requires, had averred 
that he had been a resident of the United 
States only three years. That William 
Williams, who accompanied him as a wit­
ness. stated that he had known llolon five 
or six years: that on the registrar interro­
gating Williams as to liow ho could know a 
man in the United States for live or six 
year . when the man himself stated he had 
been in the United States for only three 
years, lie had been unable, or at any rate, 
did in-t. give a satisfactory explanation, 
whereupon the registrar bad both Holon 
and Williams arrested on the charges set 

I iorth ifi liis affidavits.
Lawrence McDonnell, police officer was 

i then sworn. His evidence .was to the effect 
j that lie was in the sixth ward registration 
| office on duty, when llolon and Williams 
, come there for the purpose of registering 
j the latter. Tlie officer’s evidence eorrobo- 
! rated that of Mr. Houston.

Mr. Fernandez was then sworn. Is clerk 
■ in the sixth ward registration office. Tlie 
! evidence of this witness, so far as it went, 
j corroborated the testimony of Mr. Houston.

Sergeant Bohnecke. of Treiuc station, was 
| then sworn. He testified to certain inter- 
! rogatories be put to the accused while iu 
j the lock up. Mr. 'Fully objected to the 

evidence as of no value, the accused 
j being under duress at tho time he was 
i questioned. Tlie court ruled that the wit­

ness could he questioned respecting all the 
circumstances accompanying his interroga­
tories to the accused while in confinement, 
and his evidence estimated accordingly. 
These several witnesses were closely cross- 
examined by counsel for defense.

For the ilefen.se James Fecny was sworn, 
who testified in effect that he had known 
Williams since 18.78 or 1859, and known 
Holon about five years.

Andrew Holon. sworn—Had known Wil­
liams about six years: had known him in 
New York iu 1861. Told thejutperintendeut 
of registration that he had been in New 
Orleans three years. Has been in Louisi­
ana six years, part of the time working at a 
saw mill out of the city. Never told the 
registrar that he Jiad known Williams in 
Mexico. Is a native Russian Finland.

The ease of Williams rested here, and 
that of Holon tvas called. Ex-Reeorder 
Gastinel entered at this point and took part 
in tlie defense.

The affidavit against Holon made l»y Mr. 
Houston, as Superintendent of Registration 
in tlie iv-Oh Ward, charged that Holon had 
feloniously obtained from the Second Dis­
trict Court of the parish of Orleans, a cer­
tificate of citizenship and naturalization in 
his own name, well knowing the said certifi­
cate to have been procured by fraud and by 
false statements; and further, that said 
Holon had feloniously attempted to use the 
certificate thus obtained, for the purpose of 
being registered as a voter, etc.

James D. Houston sworn—Gave evidence 
to the effect that Holon had applied for 
registration as a voter, on the fifteenth Sep­
tember. I8?i>, and on being duly sworn by- 
wit ness, had stated that he had lieeu iu the 
United States only three years.

On the crOss-cxaminatien by Mr. Gastinel. 
considerable light sparring took place be­
tween that gentleman ^iml the witness, tno 
questions of the counsel appearing to indi­
cate that he considered tue case oue of 
political antagonism. The witness in reply 
to the questions, states that he was a Repub­
lican: diil not knoAV the political status of 
accused; was not actuated by political feel­
ing; did not know nor care whether accused 
was a Democrat; Holon appeared in his 
sober senses; had not told witness that he 
was iu the United Slates navy and served 
under Admiral Karragur.

The clerk of the Sixth Ward Registration 
office, Mr. Fernandez, being sworn, stated 
that lie was present when Holon came to he 
registered, accompanied by Williams. Wil­
liams said he had known llolon live or six 
years. Holon said he had been in the 
United States three years.

Officer L. McDonnell, testified that Wil­
liams. it j answer to the registrar’s questions 
to Williams, how he could know Holon five 
or six years if Holon had been iu the United 
States but three years, Williams had replied 
that he knew- llolon in New York.

Sergeant Bohnecke being sworn. Mr. Gas­
tinel strongly objected to bis testimony being 
taken, as he liad questioned accused when 
under the intimidation arising from duress. 
The court ruled that, as in the former case, 
the witness might be questioned and his tes­
timony afterward estimated accordingly. 
This witness stated that in answer to a ques­
tion Holon told him that he had been iu the 
Unit' d States fifteen days. Mr. Gastinel I 
commented on this evidence as showing that j 
the whole affair had arisen from a misunder­
standing..

James Fecny testified, iu effort, that he j 
had known (“oft’ and on") llolon in New 
Orleans for about five years.

William Williams testified that lie had 
lived in this country since 1858; had known 
llolon since 1864; had first* met Holon in 
New York.

Charles Welsh sworn—Is connected with 
a shipping office; has known Helen in New 
Orleans for a couple of years.

The case against llolon here rested, the 
counsel for .tlie prosecution stating to the 
court that they withdrew the affidavit 
against Fecny .

Mr. Tully, for the defense, said that tlie 
cases would be submitted without argu­
ment.

Commissioner Weller, in disposing of the 
the, cases, said that he was determined that 
in any ease of fraudulent voting brought 
before him he would apply the utmost 
severity of the law on due prmff; that many 
such eases did exist he had no uoubt. But 
the evidence in the cases now before him 
did not justify holding the accused to bail. 
The Commissioner made some further re­
marks upon tho turpitude of fraudulent 
voting, and the necessity of stringent meanB 
to check i t ; but in the present instance the 
prosecution bad not mane out a case.

So the accused were discharged.

Favre.

London, September 20.—The latest Ber­
lin advices state the King will receive Favre 
at Rheims to-morrow to hear his proposi­
tions.

Bkri.in, September 20.—The North Ger­
man government otticijilly notifies the Great 
powers that though the blockade has been 
raised, navigation of the North and Baltic 
seas is dangerous ou account of the absence 
of lights and buoys.

Tlie Czar of Russia writes the Prussian 
Queen, extolling the wonderful ability aud 
soldierly qualities of the Prussians, and 
congratulates the Queen ou the Prussian 
victories.

It is denied that King Wiiliam will only 
treat with Napoleon, but will hold all occu­
pied territory until a stable government 
guarantees a treaty. .

The North German Gazette says Bisfnarek 
consents to see Favre, promising, however, 
that Germany is not disposed to interiflcddle 
iu the internal affairs of Frante.

The German States are ready to recognize 
the republic when thev aro sure the French 
people prefer that form of government; but 

/to protect the military, they recognize, in 
the territory actually occupied, the authori­
ties placed in power by the empire. More­
over. it is still unknown whether Bazaine 
recognizes the republic and government at 
Paris; iiub’cd, it is reported he expressly 
disavows both.

Queen Augusta received a letter yester­
day from the Emperor of Russia, congratu­
lating her upon the great and victorious 
army of Germany, extolling the ability and 
soldierly qualities displayed by the Crown 
Prince, and other members of the royal 
family. .

This letter sets at rest all rumors as to 
tho hostility of Russia toward Prussia.

The Crown Princess is now at Berlin with 
the Queen, and devotes her time to the care 
of the wquntfrd.

Private letters from Cassel state the Em­
peror Napoleon has formally revoked the 
decree by which tlie Empress assumed the 
regency iu Paris.

There is no foundation whatever for the 
statement that tlie King of Prussia intends 
to treat for peace only with Napoleon; on 
the contrary, the King is prepared to re­
ceive. or even make proposals to the au- 
thorities who hold Paris, in the interest ol 
peace.

He is. however, determined that Germany 
will hold possession of points already gained, 
unless .terms of prat e can be ratified by tbe 
Chambers which are regularly elected.

A letter from Bismarck, dated the elev­
enth instant, states that the next phase of 
the war will be the investment, nud it is 
hoped in time, tho occupation of Paris, and 
after that. i*eaee with the government of 
Paris or with those in power, whoever they 
may he. They can not desire further 
slaughter, when all that will he required of 
them w ill he to give certain absolute guar­
antees that the peace of Europe will not 
again be disturbed.

" I see,” continues the Prussian Prince, 
“ that I am paraded iu the columns of cer­
tain journals as having stated what those 
guarantees must be and what they must not 
be. Of course, tho statements are mainly 
romance. When approached hv gentlemen 
of the press, I generally give them civil an­
swers, and their imagination does the rest. 
You know, of course, what guarantees arc 
necessary to secure a lasting peace, and to 
prevent ever again an aggressive war on the 
part of France against Germany. I t  is 
rather a military than a political question. 
The King and liis friends will decide the 
true relation in good time, meanwhile, no 
overtures of peace can now lie well received 
until the army is before Paris, but rest sat­
isfied that the safety of Germany being 
properly secured, and peace with the world 
assured, no obstacle will Iks placed on the 
part of Germany in the way for the termin­
ation of the war, into which she was 
dragged most unwillingly, but front 
which she will never retire imtil the- 
legitimate aspirations of her children 
are secured, and the integrity of the Father­
land guaranteed, while the people of Ger­
many are rendered safe from any cruel and 
unnecessary conflict, the slaughter resulting 
from which we can not but look upon with 
horror.”
