SECOND DAY.

The adjourned meeting of the Republican
Parish Convention was held yoaterday in the
Senates chamber, at the Mechanics’ In-
stitute.

The President, Lieutenant Governor
Dunn, called the eonvention to order, and
Coptain W. L. Evans, secretary, called the
roll of members,

The Chair announced a quorum.

A motion was mude by u delegate that
the convention take a recess of ten minutes,
to ennble the members not yet arrived to
be present? Carried. ¥

uring the recess a gentleman of known
standing in the Republican party ascended
the platform, and was commencing an ad-
dress to the assemblage on the subject, as
we understood it, of the necessities of the
hour in relation to the Republican party,
and the continued success of its principles.
A majority of the convention objecte
hearing any address at the nt moment,
evidently thinking that the address might
exceed the ten minutes and occupy valu-
able time, 8o the speaker desisted.

The convention having resssembled, the
roll was again called.

B. P. Blanchard, of the Third Ward,
moved the nominstion of Captain James
Lewis be made unanimous, and the mqtion
was unanimously earried.

The Chair announced that the convention
had met to complete the business jeft un-
finished of making nominations for parish
aud municipal officers, to be voted for by
the Republicun party and others, at the
eleetion in November mext. The first to be

i 1 wos s didute for the office of
Administrator of Asscssments, and nomi-
nations were now in order. The following
nominations were made: H. Bonzano, W.
C. Boothby.

On motion, the nominations were declared
closed.

At this point a delegate arose and stated
that Captain Boothby desired to withdraw
his name, which was done.

Hon. H. C. Dibble, from the Second Ward,
moved that H. Bonzano be nominated by
seclamation. This motion was adop
unanimonsly, and amid a storm of applause,
the Chair announced Mr. H. Bonzuno as the
nominee of the Republican party for the
municipal office of Administrator of Assess-
ments.

The convention then went into the nomi-
nation of a candidate for Administratar of
Commerce, and the names of the following
gentlemen were hron{:ht before the conven-
tion: 8. C. Emley, W. 8. Mudgett, St. F.
Cazenave and E. Eichelberger. The nomi-
nations were then declured closed.

The Chair appointed as tellers Messrs, H.
C. Dibble, Isham Nicholasand J. C. Miller.

On the first ballot 8. C. Emley received
32, St. F. Cazenave 15, W. 8. Mudgett 2, E.
Eichelberger 1 vote, and there wis one votg
for William Baker, who bad not been nom-
innted.

The result was read by the tellers, and
the Chair deelared Mr. 8. €. Emley the duly
chosen candidate of the Republican party
for the office of Administrator of Commeree.
On motion the nomination was mwade unani-
mous,

The convention proceeded to elect a can-
didate for the office of Sheriff for the civil
courts of the parish; and the following nom-
inations were made: C. 8. Sauvinet, J. W.
Swords and W, R. Fish.

The chair appointed Messrs. Blanchurd,
Dougherty nmr llunn-r aa tellers,

On the first ballot there were 50 votes
cast, 26 being necessary to s choice, and C.
8. Sanvinet received 253 J. W, Swords 143
and W. R. Fish 12. So there was no elec-
tion. X

The second bullot resulted as follows: C.
8. Suuvinet 35; J. W. Swords 13; und W.
R. Fish 2 votes.

The result being declared by the tellers,
the Chair announced that C. 8. Saovinet
hud been chosen the candidate of the Re-
publican party for the office of Sheriff of
civil courts of the ish of Orleans. The
nomination was made unanimous.

The convention went into an election for
a candidate for the office of Sberiff of the
eriminal court of the parish of Orleuns.
and the following nominations were mudy

Mesars, Pat. Creagh, J. A. Masicot, A. P.
Dumas, William George.

The Chair appointed Messrs. Davisson,
Boutte amd Dul’mrt us tellers,

On the tirst ballot Pat. Creagh received
21,J. A. Masicot 19, A. P. Dumas 5. and
Willinm George 6 votes—there being no
election.

A delegate stated to the convention, on
behalf of Captain George, that he desirved
to withdraw his name from the nomination
in favor of J. A. Masicot.

On motion, the mame of A. P. Dumus was
dropped from the list of nominations, us
having had the lowest number of vores on
the last bullot. The contest wus, therefore,
entirely between Messrs. Creagh and
Masicot.

On the second ballot, tho followinz was
the result: J. A. Masicot reeeived 2 and
Pat Creagh 23 votes. There was one vote
for A. P. Dumas.

The result having been declared by the
tellers, the Chair announced Judge J. A.
Masicot the choice of the convention as
candidate for the office of Criminal Sheriff
at the ensuing November election.

On motion, duly seconded, the nomination
was declared unanimous.

This ended the nominations to be made
by the convention as a whole, the conven-
tion being now to divide on the Socond.
Third and Fifth Districts to nominate a
Coroner for that portion of the parish below
Canal street: and the delegates from the
First, Fourth and Sixth Districts to nomi-
nate u Coroner for the portion of the paxish
above Canal street. oth nominations to
be reported back to the convention.

After some explanation where and when
thesections of the convention for the nomi-
nations of Coroners should meet, the whole
being unintelligible awmidst the noisy con-
gratulations by the friends of the success-
ful aspirants after the honors of otlice,
the conveation adjiourned to receive the
reports of the two sections of the conven-
tion relative to thw nominations for Cor-
oners.

During the whole of the ballotings most
of the delegates, und mauy spectators kept
seore, and there wus a “ religious silence,”
broken only by the calling of the teller, and
the basso |nrol‘umlu voice of Assistant Sec-
retary Cralg, as he annonnced the acore,

The balloting was certainly as interesting
and exciting as a game of keno, or rouge et
noir, only not 8o expensive to most of those
who took part in the game.

Mixed up with the labors of the conven-
tion, there was no smuull spice of fun, arising
wmoxtly from the efforts of friends of candi-
dates in their behalf.  Generally, these lit-
tle tilts were sub rose, but oceasionally come
one would forget himself and speak out in
meeting. But setting aside the neeessary
excitement and its inevitable manifestions,
the whole proceedings were characterized
by a praiseworthy decorum fully in keeping
with the dignificd deportment of the pre-
siding officer, Lieutenant Governor Dunn.

His Assailant Arrested

SHANG AT THE CHARITY MHOSPITAL

The records of police transuctions have
borne the name of “Shang” MeLaughlin
quite frequently, both here and in Galves-
ton, but his race, like that of another fast
young man, Gus Taney. is now probably
ended.

This morning, shortly after one o'clock,
we learned of the shooting of Shang Me?
Langhlin in the wine room of the saloon
No. 66 St. Charles street—on the second
floor—where dissolute young men may
quaff the sparkling Krung and drink the
health of fair but frail young women.

We did not learn the particulars further
than that William Eadermore fired four
shots into McLaughlin's bagk.

The assailant was arrested, together with
seven or eight others, and taken to the first
precinet station, where Eadermore is locked
up without bail.

McLaughlin, desperately wounded. and
suffering severely, was carried to the
Charity Hospital, where he may or may not
gasp out his dying breath.

Aud this is another brief record of mid-
righs erime in New Orleans.

YELLOW FEVER EPIDEMIC AT BARCELONA

THIRD DISPATCH.
New York, September 23, 1870,

The total rout of the French before Paris
is confirmed by later advices. The particu-
lurs are arriving.
