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FARM AS A FORTRESS.
Paris is not now fortified for the first time, 

Like all other cities in ancient times and 
the middle ages, it had its castellated wall 
to resist the incursions of marauders and 
avowed enemies, Bnt the old city had 
burst its bounds, and five times the walls 
had been pulled down. The battle of Mal- 
plaquet almost caused an advance of the 
allies on Paris, which was, however, pre­
vented by the French successes at Denain 
The threat was not loot on the military ad 
visers of Louis XIV, and though the King 
was the state, the statesmen knew that 
Paris was the heart of the kingdom. Ver­
sailles might be in danger, that would be an 
insult. Paris in danger is France in danger; 
for Paris, more than any other capital in the 
world, is the life and vital centre of nation­
ality. The close of the reign of Louis XIV, 
however, in cloud and gloom, did not leave 
«ither this leisure or the finances to under­
take the works of defense which Vaubau 
bad sketched out.

At last, in 1784, the wall of Paris was 
commenced, and finished in 1797; but it 
sever served for any military pun>ose—it 
was £ fiscal barrier. In 1792, when the 
country was declared in danger, the want of 
defenses for Paris was recognized. Under 
the threat of Austro-Prussian invasion, re 
doubts were thrown up at Montmartre. Saint 
Denis and Belleville. As they could not 
offer any effective resistance when the 
enemy should come, it was soon felt more 
desirable to meet the enemy in the field 
rather than to await him within the walls 
In  the plains of Cliampagnc the enthusiasm 
of the nation threatened to meet the coali­
tion. The impulses of patriotism furnished 
arms, munitions and hands to use them, and 
the coalition were beaten back beyond the 
frontier, whither France followed tliem. and 
rolled back the tide of war from the capital. 
The capture of Paris by the allies in 1814-15, 
in spite of the superb military genius of 
Napoleon I, was nut owing to the want of 
fortifications, bat to the want of unaniitym 
between the prince and the people. Dynas­
tic ambition ibugut against popular rights; 
smd alive ns the people were to the glory of 
France and the greatness of the leader, 
their heart was cold to the motives which 
inspired his heroic actions. After 1830 the 
plan of Paris fortifications was renewed. 
Louis Philippe was the creator of the mod­
ern Paris fortifications; whether they threat-
<ened public liberty or the forei"ii foe is a 
question to be vet settled. In Louis Phil­
ippe’s reign, when apprehensions of inva­
sion bad died away, it was felt that the 
powerful cordon ot irresistible fortresses, 
And the bastioned wall of Paris, were a 
countercheck to the barricade more than 
an impediment to the invader. Nogcut, 
Fontenay, Rosay, Noisy. Komainville, and 
S t  Denis, were the limits of an entrenched 
camp between the Seine and the Marne. 
Fifty thousand men could hold it, hut the 
plan only covered one side of the capital.

At length, in 1833, Marshal Soult asked tbc 
Chamber for money to constr uct permanent 
fortifications around Paris. Seventeen forts 
with pentagonal faces were to be built— 
eleven on the right bank and six on the 
left. Faced with masonry, with counter­
scarp and covered way, they were to con­
tain casemates for the soldiery, for artillery 
and supplies. Their armament should be 
eighty guns. Besides these forts and the 
entrenched camp, the city wall would be 
raised and strengthened with double rows 
of battlements, and flanked by sixty-five 
bastions, with an armament of three hun­
dred and twenty-five guns. This plan was 
opposed by the military critics, demonstrated 
to be insufficient, as well as contrary to the 
theory of war. Detached forts were not the 
pi act's for defenders. Besides, any one of 

• them might get into the enemy's power, and 
would open a passage to the inner line. The 
plan was abandoned in consequence of it.-, 
unpopularity and of a general impression 
that the detached forts would only prove so 
many bast ilea.

The minority of the committee proposed 
another plan—that of a bastioned enceinte 
at some distance from the old city wall, 
taking in more country, with eighty”fronts, 
anil requiring 60,000 men for its defense. 
The whole scheme slept until 1840—Louis 
Philippe’s foreign policy was then iu its 
apogee, thcpeople were shouting “Marseil­
laise," the European cabinets were arrang­
ing the alfuirs Of the East without reference 
to France’s wishes, and the citizen king, iu 
despair, exclaimed that, if it would -satisfy 
the ]>eople, he would himself put on the 
bonnet rouge. M. Thiers, minister at the 
time, seized the moment and opened a credit 
of a hundred millions, to be expended in 
fortifying the capital. In order to ac­
commodate both the people and the 
king, M. Thiers sought to com­
promise by adoping the popular outer en­
ceinte, flanked by the King s system of de­
tached forts, which would place the govern­
ment in security against the uncertain 
temper of the masses. The Nationale in­
sisted that the enceinte was the result de­
sired, but that the forts were the objects 
primarily attended to. The press was 
divided, the moderates urged any plan of 
defense rather than none, the democrats 
preferred none rather than one which would 
be a standing menace to liberty. The 
legitimists sided with the democrats in order 
to embarrass Orloanism. The ministrv, like 
the press, were divided. The result was the 
system as at present adopted. A double 
i ,'n eiiite detached forts outside the enceinte 
i»t such a distance as that they could not 
:-,(l H‘t the free expression of the public will. 
Tin works were completed by 1844, and were 
w. tain tha estimates.

apple cider aa its base, and roek candy and 
carbonic acid gas, will be manufactured to 
meet all deficiencies. But the year’s vint­
age of the champagne region, and the 
millions of bottles in store two months ago 
in tlie great depots of that region, are all 
gone, and the total loss to the vineyards, 
winemakers and merchants directly con­
cerned will probably exceed twenty mil­
lions of dollars.

A PROCLAMATION by the President of 
the United States.

W hbbbas a convention defining the rights, 
i immunities and privileges of consuls, bc- 
| tween the United States of America and his 
Mqjosty the King of tho Belgians, was con- 

| eluded and signed by their respective plcn- 
| ipotentiariea, at Brussels, on the fifth day of 
December, eighteen hundred and sixty- 
eight, which convention, being in tne 
English and French languages, is word for 
word as follows:

The President of the United States of 
America and his Majesty the King of the 
Belgians, recognizing the utility of defining 
the rights, privileges and immunities of con­
sular officers in the two countries, deem it 
expedient to conclude a consular convention 
for that purpose.

Accordingly they have named: The Pres­
ident of tlie United States of America, 
Henry Shelton Sanford, a citizen of the 
United States, their minister resident near 
his Majesty the King of the Belgians ; and 
his Majesty the King of the Belgians, the 
Sieur Juli‘s|Vandcr Stichelcn, grand cress ot 
the Order of the Dutch Lion, etc., his miu- 
ister of foreign affairs; who, after having 
communicated to each other their full 
powers, found to be in good and proper 
form, have agreed upon the following arti­
cles :

ARTICLE i.
Each of the high contracting parties 

agrees to receive from tbe other, eousuls- 
gencral, consels, vice-consuls, and consular 
agents, in all its ports, cities and places, ex­
cept those where it may not lie convenient 
to recognize such officers. This reservation, 
however, shall not apply to one of the high 
contracting parties without also applying to 
every other power.

ARTICLE II.
Consular officers, on tlie presentation of 

tlieir commissions in the forms established 
in their respective countries, shall be fur­
nished with the necessary exequatur free 
of charge, aud on the exhibition of this in­
strument, they shall be permitted to enjoy 
tbe rights, prerogatives, and immunities 
granted by this convention.

ARTICLE III.
Consular officers, citizens of the State by 

which they are appointed, shall be exempt 
from arrest except in tlie cose of offenses 
which the local legislation qualifies ns 
crimes, and pimishes it as such; from mili­
tary billetings. from service in the. militia or 
in the national guard, or in the regular 
army, and from nil taxation, federal. State, 
or municipal. If, however, tliev are citi­
zens of the State where they resale, or own 
property, or engage iu business there, they 
shall be liable to the same charges of nil 
kinds as other citizens of the country, who 
are merchants or owners of property.

ARTICLE IV.
No consular officer who is a citizen of the 

State by which he was appointed, and who 
is not engaged in business, shall lie com­
pelled to" appear as a witness before the 
courts of the country where he may reside. 
When the testimony of such consular officer 
is needed, he shall lie invited in writing to 
apjiear in court, aud if unable to do so, his 
testimony shall be requested in writing, or 
be taken orallv, at his dwelling or office.

It shall be the duty of said consular offi­
cer to comply with this request, without any 
delay which can be avoided.

Iu all criminal cases, contemplated Viy the 
sixth article of the amendments to the con­
stitution of the United States, whereby the 
right is secured to persons charged with 
crimes to obtain witnesses in their favor, 
the appearance in court of said consular 
officer shall be demanded, with all possible 
regard to the consular ilignitv anil to the 
duties of his office. A similar treatment 
shall also be extended to United States con­
suls in Belgium, iu the like cases.

ARTICLE V.
Consuls-general. consuls, vice consuls, 

and consular agents may place over the 
outer door of their offices, or their dwelling 
houses, the arms of their nation, with this 
inscription, “consulate, or vice-consulate, 
or consular agcucy ” of the United States, 
or of Belgium, etc. And they may also 
raise the flag ot their country on their”offices 
or dwelling-houses, except in the capital of 
the country, when there is a legation there.

ARTICLE VI.
Tlie consular offices and dwellings shall 

l>e at all times inviolable. The local au 
thorities shall not, under any pretext, 
invade them. Iu no case shall they examine 
or seize the papers there deposited. Iu no 
ease shall those offices or dwellings lie used 
as places of asylum. When, however, 
consular officer is engaged in other business, 
the papers relating to the consulate shall be 
kept separate.

article vn .
In the event of the death, incapa­

city, or absence of consuls-general. 
consuls, vice-consuls, and consular 
agents, their chaneellers or secre­
taries, whose official character may 
have previously been made known to the 
Department of State at Washington, or to 
the minister for foreign affairs in Belgium, 
may temporarily exercise their functions, 
and. while thus acting they shall enjoy all 
the rights, prerogatives and immunities 
granted to the incumbents.

ARTICLE VIII.
Consuls-general and eonsuls'may, with the 

approbation of their respective govern­
ments. appoint vice-consuls anil consular 
agents in tlie cities, ports and places within 
their consular jurisdiction. These officers 
may _ be citizens of the United States, ot 
Belgium, or other foreigners. They shall be 
furnished with a commission by tie  consul 
who appoints them anil under whose orders 
they are to act. They shall enjoy the privi­
leges stipulated for consular officers in this 
convention, subject to the exceptions 
specified in Articles III and IV.

ARTICLE IX.
Consuls-general. consuls, vice-consuls, anil 

consular agents, may complain to the au­
thorities of the respective countries, whether 
federal or local, judicial or local, judicial or 
executive, within their consular district, of 
any infraction of the treaties and conven­
tions between the United States and Belgium 
or for the purpose of protecting the rights 
and interests of their countrymen. If the 
complaint should not be satisfactorily re­
dressed, the consular officers aforesaid, in 
the absence of a diplomatic agent of their 
country, may apply directly to the govern­
ment of the country where they reside.
• ARTICLE X.

Consuls-general. consuls, vice-consuls, and 
consular agents may take at their offices, at 
the residence of the parties, at their private 
residence, or on board ship, the depositions 
of the captains and crews of vessels of their 
own couutry. of passengers on board of 
them, and ot any other citizen of their na­
tion. They may also receive at their offices, 
conformably to the laws anil regulations of 
tlieir country, all contracts between the cit­
izens of tlieir country and the citizens or 
other inhabitants of the country where they 
reside, and even all contracts between the 
latter, provided they relate to property situ­
ated or to business to be trausacteil'iu the 
territory of the nation to which said con­
sular office may belong. Copies of such pa­
pers and official documents of every kind, 
whether in the original, copies or translation 
duly authenticated and legalized by the con­
suls-general, consuls, vice consuls” and con­
sular agents, and sealed with their official 
seal, shall be received as legal documents iu 
courts of justice throughout tbe United 
States and Belgium.

ARTICLE XI.
Consuls-general, consuls, viee-consuls, and 

consular agents shall have exclusive charge 
°* tbc intema! order of the merchant vessels 
ot their nation, and shall alone take cogni­
zance of differences which may arise, either 
at sea or in port, between tlie captains, of- iicera nn 11 —:.i i ____ Alt—___. •

deaertod said ships and vessels, for tbe pur- 
.pose of sending them on board or back to 
their coentry. To that end, the consuls ol 
the United States in Belgium may apply to 
any of the competent authorities, and the 
consuls of Belgium in the United'States 
may apply in writing to either the federal. 
State or municipal courts or authorities, and 
make a request in writing for the deserters,

supporting it by the exhibition of the register 
of tne vessel and list of the crew, or by other 
official documonts, to show that the per­
sons claimed belong to the said crew.

Upon such request alone, thus supported, 
and without the exaction of any oath from 
the consular officers, the deserters, not be­
ing citizens of the country where the de­
mand is made at the time of their shipping, 
shall be given up. All the necessary aid 
and protection snail be furnished for the 
search, pursuit, seizure, and arrest of the 
deserters, who shall even be put and kept 
in the prisons of the country, at the re­
quest and expense of tlie consular officers, 
until there may be an opportunity for send­
ing them away. If, however, such nn op­
portunity should not present itself within 
the sjiace of three months, counting from 
day of the arrest, the deserter shall be set 
at liberty, nor shall he be again arrested 
for the same cause.

ARTICLE XIII.
In the absence of an agreement to 

the contrary between the owners, freight­
ers, and insurers, all damages suffered 
at sea by the vessels of the two 
countries, whether they enter port volun­
tarily or are forced by stress of weather, 
shall be settled by the consuls-general, con­
suls, vice- consuls and consular agents of the 
respective countries where they reside. If, 
however, any inhabitant of tlie country, or 
citizen or subject of a third power, shall be 
interested in the matter, and the parties 
can not agree, the competent local authori­
ties shall decide.

ARTICLE XIV.
All proceedings relative to the salvage of 

American vessels wrecked upon tlie coasts 
of Belgium, and of Belgian vessels wrecked 
upon tbe coasts of the United States, shall 
be directed by consuls-general, consuls, and 
vice consuls of the two countries respec­
tively, and until their arrival, by the respec­
tive consular agents, wherever an ageney 
exists. In the places and ports where an 
agency does not exist, the local authorities, 
until the arrival of the consul in whose die 
trict the wreck mavhave occurred, and who 
shall immediately be informed of the occur­
rence, shall take all necessary measures for 
the protection of persons and the preserva­
tion of property. The local authorities shall 
not otherwise interfere than for the mainte­
nance of order, the protection of the inter­
ests of the salvors, if they do nSt belong to 
the crews that have been wrecked, and to 
carry into effect the arrangements made for 
the entry aud exportation of the merchan­
dise sa ved. It is understood that qpch mer­
chandise is not to be subjected to anv cus­
tomhouse charges, unless it be intended for 
consumption in the couutry where tbe wreck 
may have taken place.

ARTICLE xv.
In case of the death of any citizen of the 

United States in Belgium, or of a citizen ot 
Belgium in the United States, without liav 
iug any known heirs or testamentary cxecn 
tor by him appointed, the comjietent local 
authorities shall inform the consuls or con 
sular agents of the nation to which tlie de­
ceased belongs, of the circumstance, in or­
der that tlie necessarv information may be 
immediately forwarded to parties inter­
ested.

ARTICLE XVI.
The present convention shall remain in 

force for the space of ten years, counting 
from the day of the exchange of the ratifi­
cations, which shall lie made in conformity 
with the respective constitutions of the two 
countries, anil exchanged at Brussels within 
the period of six months, or sooner if possi 
ble. In ease neither party gives notice, 
twelve months after the expiration of the 
said iieriotl often years, of its intention not 
to renew this convention, it shall remain in 
force one year longer, and so on from yea 
to year, until the expiration of a year from 
the day on which one of the parties shall 
have given such notice.

In faith whereof the respective lenipo- 
tentiaries have signed this convention, and 
have hereunto affixed their seals.

Done at Brussels, in duplicate, flic fifth 
day of December, eighteen hundred and 
sixtv-eight.

ADDITIONAL CONVENTION to the con­
vention coucluilctl on the seventh and 
twenty-fourth November, 1868, between 
the General Postoffice of the United 
States of America and the General Post- 
office of the United Kingdom of Great' 
Britain and Ireland.
Tlie General 1’ostoffice of the United 

States of America and the General Postoffice 
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and 
Ireland, being desirous of effecting, by 
ineans of an additional convention, a reduc­
tion in the rate of postage chargeable upon 
letters conveyed between the United King­
dom and the United States, the undersigned, 
duly authorized for that purpose by their 
respective governments, have agreed upon 
the following articles:

article I.
T’1”) postage to be collected in the United 

Kingdom upon paid letters posted in the 
United Kingdom addressed to the United 
States, as well as upon unpaid letters posted 
in the United States addressed to the United 
Kingdom, shall he three pence per hall 
ounce or fraction of half an ounce. Re­
ciprocally. the postage to be collected in the 
United States upon paid letters posted in 
the United States addressed to the United 
Kingdom, as well as upon unpaid letters 
posted iu the United Kingdom addressed 
to the United States, shall lie six cents per 
lift ecu grammes or fraction of fifteen 
grammes.

ARTICLE II.
The British Post Office shall account to 

the United States Post Office for ten cents 
an ounce on all paid international letters 
sent to the.l’nited States, anil for ten cents 
an ounce on all unpaid international letters 
received from the United States; and the 
United States Post Office shall account to 
the British Post Office for ten cents an 
ounce on all paid international letters sent 
to the United Kingdom, anil for ten cents

JOINT RESOLUTION proposing to amend 

the Constitution of the State.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That at the general election next ensuing 
the passage of this resolution, the following 
article shall be proposed to the qualified 
electors of the State as an amendment to 
the constitution of the State, which, when 
approved and ratified by a majority of the 
voters at said election, shall become a part 
of the constitution, in the place of the arti­
cle numbered ninety-nine.

Sue. 2. Be it further resolved, etc., That 
said article shall be in words and terms as 
follows, to wit:

No person shall hold any office, or shall 
be permitted to vote at any election, or to 
act as a juror, who, in due course of law, 
shall have been convicted of treason, per­
jury, forgery, bribery or other crime punish­
able by imprisonment in the Penitentiary, 
or who shall lie under interdiction.

Sec. 3. Be it further resolved, etc., That 
the tickets of all persons voting upon this 
proposed amendment shall have written or 
printed thereon the words, “For the 
amendment of the ninety-ninth article ot 
the constitution;" or, “Against the amend­
ment of the ninety-ninth article of the con­
stitution;" and the returning officers shall 
make returns of the votes thereon in the 
same-manner as is prescribed by law for re­
turns of election; and the Secretary of State 
shall promulgate the result by publication 
three several times in the official iournal.

And if a majority of the votes cast at said 
election shall be. “For the amendment ot 
the ninety-ninth article of tlie constitution," 
then the article numbered ninety-nine, and 
reading as follows:

“Article 99. Tlie following persons shall be 
prohibited from voting or holding any office: 
All persons who shall have been convicted 
of treason, perjury, forgery, bribery or 
other crime punishable in tho Penitentiary, 
and persons under interdiction. All persons 
who are estopped from claiming the right of 
suffrage, by abjuring their allegiance to the 
United States government, or by notoriously 
levying war against it, or adhering to its 
enemies, giving them aid or comfort, but 
who have not expatriated themselves, nor 
have been convicted of any of tlie crimes 
mentioned in tbe first paragraph of this 
article, are hereby restored to the said right, 
except the following: Those who held office; 
civil or military, for one vear or more under 
the organization styleed ‘the Confederate 
States ef America ;’ those who registered 
themselves as enemies of the United States, 
those who acted as leaders of guerrilla 
bands during the late rebellion; those who, in 
the advocacy of treason, wrote or published 
newspaper articles or preached sermons dur­
ing the late rebellion, and those who voted 
for and signed an ordinance of secession, 
in any State. No person included in these 
exceptions shall either vote or hold office 
until he shall have relieved himself by vol­
untarily writing and signing a (certificate 
setting forth that he acknowledges the late 
rebellion to have been morally and politi­
cally wrong, and that he regrets any aid 
and comfort he may have given it; and he 
shall file the certificate in the office of the 
Secretarv of State, and it shall be published 
in the official journal; proxided, that no per­
son wlio.prior to the first of January,eighteen 
hundred and sixty-eight, favored tlie exe- 
ution of the laws ot the United States, 

popularly known as the reconstruction acts 
of Congress, and openly and actively assisted 
the loyal men of the State in their efforts to 
restore Louisiana to her position in the 
Union, shall be held to bo included among 
those herein excepted. Registrars ’ of
