CHRISTIAN MQUAUTT VINDICATE*.

In the Republican, recently, a statement 
of “ Facts fer our People ” was published, 
which was signed by the writer and six. 
teen other ministers of the Methodist Epis­
copal Church in Louisiana. To this state­
ment a reply was made by Bishop Keener, 
of the Southern Methodist Cliureh, through

In his
reply the writer is named and certain prin­
ciples discussed, which justifies the rejoinder, 
now made on public, rather than personal 
grounds.

The “ Facts for our People ” stated the 
ecclesiastical equality of all in our church, 
and these facts were authorized to be pub­
lished by a preachers' meeting, at which 
Rev. A. Ross was chairman pro tom. He, 
Bishop Keener, stigmatizes as a “ grief," 
and thereupon denounces placing "China­
men, Indians or Africans over the white 
races.” Having thus, even as chairman pro 
tern, summarily disposed of *‘ Father Ross,” 
the Bishop comments on “ Drs. Matlackand 
Daily” with great vigor, but small ability, of 
denunciation.

He says: "We condemn and abhor their 
efforts to mix up white men and negroes, 
ecclesiastically, politically, and socially.” 
" If we did not think them to be at heart 
better than their professions, we should turn 
from them with unconcealed loathing. But 
these gentlemen say a great deal in this 
direction they do not mean.”

The “unconcealed loathing” of the Bishop, 
which lie thus makes contingent on honesty 
and integrity, the writer mast accept and 
endure as best he can! Our present action 
is not, as the Bishop alleges—“out of re­
spect to a popular sentiment”—but, pursn * 
ant to old views of church order, first em. 
bodied in 1842j(aml observed constantly since 
that), in words as follows: “The general con.

I IMPORTANT COTTON STATEMENT.

The Crop o f  the ra i le d  S ta tes  fo r IS ii# - 
70—Increase , 843 .4S 9  Bales.

[Prom the Charleston Courier, September 12.] 
We present to the commercial world this 

morning the annual statement of the cotton 
crop of the United States for the vear end­
ing August 31, 1870, its prepared by the 
Charlseton Courier. It is nardly necessary 
for us to say that it has been compiled with 
great care from authentic information re­
ceived from our correspondents in all the 
n eat cotton centres in tho country. We 
lay it before our readers, feeling confident 
that it shows the product of the great staple 
tho past year as correctly as possible.

Tho summing up of the crop of 1800-70, as 
shown by our statement, is 3,203,828 hales, 
an increase in production of 845,459 bales 
over 1808-09. This increase has l»een main­
ly absorbed by Eunqwun countries, as will 
he seen by tbe annexed comparative state 
luent of foreign exports for the past two 
years:

After making the necessary deductions 

there is left for home consumption, North 
and South. 964,842 bales. We put down for 

1 Southern consumption, 112,000 bales, which 
includes 12,000 bales taken for consumption 
in Virginia and counted in the exports from 
that State, leaving for Northern consumjv- 
tion 852,842 bales against 840,720 in 130'J, 
showing an increase of 12,122 bales.

From a letter dated first instant, received 
from B. F. Nourse, of Boston, chairman of 
tho Statistical Committee of the Manufac­
turers and Planters' Association of the 
United States, an increase of one ]»er cent 
iu Northern consumption is assumed the 
past year over that of 1868-69, which shows 
an increase of 8407 hales, thus making, ac­
cording to Mr. Nourse's assumption, the 
past year’s consumption 849,127 bales. Our 
figures show the Northern consumption the 
past year to be 852,842 bales, a difference of 
oulv 3715 bales.

1*he value of the crop of the past year 
(1869-70) may he put down in round num­
bers at 8325,000,1)00. Tliis immense amount 
of money has been of incalculable benefit to 
the entire country.

The summing up of the crop, as develnpd 
in our statement, exceeds the estimate of 
the most sanguine in the early part of tho 
past season from a half to three quarters of 
a million of bales, which proves the utter 
fallacy of the many advance statements of 
growing crops, which are heralded through­
out Europe and the Northern States for the 
purpose of affecting prices. Such state­
ments work great injury to the planter as 
well as to the buyer and consumer.

JOINT RESOLUTION proposing to amend 

the Constitution of the State.
Sectior 1. Be it resolved by the Senate 

and House of Representatives "of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That at the general election next ensuing 
the passage of this resolution, the following 
article shall be proposed to the qualified 
electors of the State as on amendment to 
the constitution of the State, which, when 
approved and ratified by a majority of the 
voters at said election, shall become a part 
of the constitution, in the place of the arti­
cle numbered ninety-nine.

Sec. 2. Be it further resolved, etc.. That 
said article shall be in words and terms as 
follows, to wit:

No person shall hold any office, or shall 
be permitted to vote at any election, or to 
act as a juror, who, in due course of law, 
shall have been convicted of treason, per­
jury, forgery, bribery or other crime punish­
able by imprisonment in the Penitentiary, 
or who shall be under interdiction.

Sec. 3. Be it further resolved, etc., That 
the tickets of all persons voting upon this 
proposed amendment shall have written or 
printed thereon the words, “For the 
amendment of the ninety-ninth article ot 
the constitution;” or, “Against the amend­
ment of the ninety-ninth article of the con­
stitution;” and the returning officers shall 
make returns of the votes thereon in the 
saaic manner as is prescribed by law for re­
turns of election, and the Secretary of State 
shall promulgate the result hy publication 
three several times in the official journal.

And if a majority of the votes cast at said 
election shall be, “For the amendment ot 
the ninety-ninth article of the constitution,” 
then the article numbered ninety-nine, and 
reading as follows:

“Article 99. The following persons shall be 
prohibited from voting or holding any office: 
All persons who shall have been convicted 
of treason, peijury. forgery, bribery or 
other crime punishable iu the Penitentiary, 
and persons under interdiction. All persons 
who are estopped from claiming the right of 
suffrage, by abjuring their allegiance to the 
United States government, or by notoriously 
levying war against it, or adhering to its 
enemies, giving them aid or comfort, but 
who have not expatriated themselves, nor 
have been convicted of any of the crimes 
mentioned in the first paragraph of this 
article, are hereby restored to the said right, 
except the following: Those who held office; 
civil or military, for one vear or more under 
tho organization styleed ‘the Confederate 
States of America ;’ those who registered 
themselves as enemies of'the United States, 
those who acted as leaders of guerrilla 
bands during the late rebellion: those who. in 
the advocacy of treason, wrote or published 
newspaper articles or preached sermons dur­
ing the late rebellion, and those who voted 
for and signed an ordinance of secession, 
in any State. No person included in these 
exceptions shall either vote or hold office 
until he shall have relieved himself by vol­
untarily writing and signing a certificate 
setting forth that he acknowledges the late 
rebellion to have been morally and politi­
cally wrong, and that ho regrets any aid 
and comfort he may have given it: and he 
shall file the certificate in the office of the 
Secretary of State, and it shall be published 
in the official journal: provided, that no per­
son who.prior to the first of January,eighteen 
hundred and sixty-eight, favored the exe­
cution of the laws of the United States, 
popularly known as the reconstruction acts 
of Congress, and openly and actively assisted 
the loyal men of the State in their efiorts to 
restore Louisiana to her position in the 
Union, shall lie held to be included among 
those herein excepted. Registrars of 
voters shall take the oath of any such per­
son a* prim a facie evidence of the fact that 
he is entitled to tho benefit of this 
proviso,” shall be stricken from the 
constitution, and be null and void, and the 
article herein above set forth and proposed 
as an amendment, shall be a part of the 
constitution, and shall be published in all 
official copies of the same, in place of the 
article ninety-nine, so stricken out and de­
clared null and void.

JOINT RESOLUTION Submitting an 

Amendment to the Constitution of the 
State, to the effect that Article Fifty of 
the Constitution shall be abrogated "and 
stricken out.
Section 1. Be it resolved hy the Senate 

and House of Sepresentatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
two-thirds of the members elected to each 
House agreeing thereto, that at the general 
election for members to the General Asscm; 
blv, which will take place in November, 
eighteen hundred and seventy, an amend­
ment to the constitution of tho State shall 
be submitted to the qualified electors of the 
State for their ratification or rejection, in 
the words following:

“ Article fifty of the constitution, whieh 
reads as follows: ‘The Governor shall be 
inelligible for the succeeding four years 
after the expiration of the time for which he 
shall have been elected,’ shall he abrogated 
and stricken out of the constitution of the 
State.”

Sec. 2. Be it further resolved, etc., That 
at the said general election tho said pro- 
fosed amendment to the constitution of the 
State shall be submitted to tke qualified 
voters of the State for their ratification or 
rejection, in the manner following, to wit: 
Each voter shall have printed or written on 
a ticket the words “Abrogate and stricken 
oat article fifty of the constitution,” or the 
words “Retain article fifty of the constitu­
tion.” Upon the closing of the polls the 
tickets shall be counted, the returns made, 
and the result declared in the manner and 
form of returning the elections for 8tato 
officers, prescribed oy the general laws re la- 
tire to election*.
