The Board of Directors shall, 
at their first meeting, elect a President, a Vice 
President and a Treasurer for the tc-riu they them­
selves have bqeu elec ted. They shall also elect a 
secretary, who shall hold liis offic e during good be­
havior, and such other officers as may be 
necessary to carry ou the business of the 
association.
