THE COURTS.

Eighth District Court.
State ex rel. Barton vs. Bank of New Or­

leans. Administrator of Floating Debt.— 
The argument in the mandamus ease of 
Barton vs. Bank of New Orleans, Adminis­
trator of the Floating Debt, on the question 
whether the Administrator is not bound to 
deliver bends to tho holders of certificates 
at the .minimum rat*' of «eve*ity-five per 
cent, came up on Wednesday before Judge 
Dibble.

This argument was ably conducted by 
Messrs. Bayne and Miller', for the relator, 
and Joseph P. Hornor. for the administra­
tor and the /sity.

By the relator it was maintained that the 
funding provisions of the charter left no 
discretion to the bank, which is the Admin­
istrator of the Floating Debt, to deliver to 
the holders oi certificates bonds at the rate 
fixed by the law.

By the bank and the Mayor and City Ad­
ministrators, it was argued that—

1. Mandamus would not lie in such a case 
since the passage of the act! of 1879, abolish­
ing this writ as a means of enforcing the 
payment of a debt by the city.

2. That the discretion of deciding upon 
the rate at which the bonds should be ex­
changed, and as to the time when such ex­
change should be made, places tlic bank 
beyond the reach Gf a mandamus.

5. That a provision of the charter places 
these bonds beyond any process of the 
courts, makes them non-siuzablc, and that 
to allow this mandamus to go to them would 
he to evade and render of no effect said pro­
vision.

Judge Dibble, reservin'! hU final judg­
ment on the ease, intimated—

1. That the act abolishing or modifying 
the writ of mandamus as to the city did not 
applv to this ease.

g ‘That if such an act were intended to be 
so applied, he should not hesitate to pro­
nounce it unconstitutional, as involving a 
violation of the obligation of a contract.

3. That the discretion referred to as ex­
empting a party from a mandamus meant a 
sound ana judicial discretion, and not a 
mere arbitrary freedom of will.

4. That tho provision exempting fhe bonds 
from seizure certainly did not apply to a 
process to enforce a duty oil' a public oflicer 
imposed by the law.

The Judge stated that lie would write out 
his case in full week after itiext.

State ex rel. McGinty vs. James Graham, 
State Auditor.

.State ex rel. Dolhondo jvs. same. George 
jj. Andre and Patrick Frizzell, intervener.

These cases were consolidated, and caine 
up for examination yesterday.

The origin of these controversies was the 
question as to who were the legal owners of 
certain certificates of indebtedness issued 
iu payment of work done on. the public 
levees. The matter has heretofore been 
fully reported.

Judge C. M. Emmersom Wing sworn, 
said:

I was called in by Mr. Graham, Auditor, 
after the injunction was i.+sued in the ease 
of McGinty and Dollionde Vs. Graham, Nos. 
211 and 212 of the docket of this court. Mr. 
Graham called upon me to obtain an order 
for a rule to dissolve the injunction. I 
think that was the" nature of the rule. It 
appeared that the order for the iiyuuction 
had the effect to tie up all the funds iu tho 
hands of the Auditor, aud after conversa­
tion Jn  relation to the matter, I stated, or 
intended to state, that he would be at lib­
erty, or it would be safe for him to disre­
gard the injunction for the excess over the 
amount claimed, and I ordered the rule to 
issue. I will now state, that from an ob­
servation Mr. Graham made, as he left tho 
ofr.ee, that he might havie understood it 
differently. He may have; supposed that I 
gave it as an opinion that he might disre­
gard it for the whole amount.

The court took the matter under advise­
ment.

State of Louisiana ex rel. R. R. Whitney 
vs. James Graham. Auditor.—The plaintiff 
in this case, through his attorneys, flays & 
New, filed a petition yesterday, in which it 
is set forth that he is the holder and owner 
of a warrant drawn by James II. George, 
Parish Judge of the parish of St. Helena, 
to his own order, and indorsed in blank, on 
James Graham. State Auditor, for the sum 
of $250. Petitioner represents that the 
Auditor refuses to draw his warrant for this 
sum on the State Treasurer), aud prays for a 
writ of mandamus. The mandamus was 
issued, returnable to-morrtjiw.

The Jefferson Uity Improvement* Case.
H. H. Romine vs. J. R. West, Administra­

tor of Improvements.—In jthis ease it was 
announced that R. King Cutler would de­
liver the closing argumi at on the part of 
the relator, but on motion of Mr. Cutler, 
wbo is engaged in an important case in the 
parish of St. Charles, hitf final argument 
was postponed until Wednesday, the 
twelfth of October.

Seventh District; Court.
The Magazine Street Railroad case— 

James II. Young vs. John! Steib; same vs, 
Charles Lauer; same v*. B. Saloy.—In 
these cases three separate petitions have 
been filed, as follows :
To the Hon. T. Wliarlon Toilers. Judge of the 

Seventh District Court fe!r the Parish of Or­
leans :

The petition of James II. Young, of the 
parish of Orleans, with respect represents: 

That one John Steib, a resident of the 
city of New Orleans, witlibut any right or 
authority thereto, pretends to be the holder 
and owner of a certain promissory note for 
the sum of $2000, drawn by one Joseph 
Kaiser, individually, and ns President of 
the Jefferson City Railroa* 1 Company, dated 
New Orleans, July 1, 18p5, aud payable 
tliree years after date to thtlir own order, with 
eight per cent interest per annum from date 
until paid.the said note having been indorsed 
by said Kaiser individua llv and] as presi­
dent. That said John S efb further pre­
tends, for the payment >f the aforesaid 
note, together with intc; est which might 
thereon accrue, attorney’s fees, etc., to have 
and hold a mortgage uplon the Magazine 
Street Railroad, located in the city of New 
Orleans, and extending from Toledano 
street to Joseph street, on Magazine street, 
in the Sixth District of said citv, together 
with all the buildings, stables, rolling 
stocks, ears, mules, materials, implements, 
etc., to said railroad belonging or any way 
appertaining. I

That said John Steib thus pretending to 
be the bolder and owner of said note and 
mortgage, has, in this honorable court, in a 
suit entitled John Steib vs. Magazine Street 
Railroad Company of Jefferson City, anil 
numbered 3250 on the docket, instituted

Jiroceedings against said Magazine Street 
tailroad Company upon said note and mort­

gage, aud has obtained ,a writ of seizure 
and sale directing the C vil Sheriff of the 
parish of Orleans to seize and sell said 
Magazine Street Railroad; together with all 
the rights, privileges, franchises, etc., of 
every Kind, name and nal we, to said com­
pany belonging; also, ill the buildings, 
stables, cars, mules, ro!lit|ig stock, materials 
and all appurtenances to said road apper­
taining ; till of which w ill more fully and at 
large appear by referende to the proceed­
ings iu said suit number 3250, on the docket 
of this court. |

That under and by virtue of said writ of 
seizure and sale, the Civil Sheriff of the 
parish of Orleans has seized and advertised 
lor sale, aud will proceed to sell, unless re­
strained by a writ of injunction, the said 
railroad, together with its tranohises. fix­
tures, etc., particularly set lortb and de­
scribed in said writ of seizure and sale in 
the advertisement, a copy of which is here­
unto annexed for referenpo.

Now your petitioner Ishows unto your 
honor, that the said railroad, together with 
all its franchises, rollingitock, andproperty 
of every description, seized by the Sheriff as 
aforesaid, under said writ of seizure and 
sale, belongs to and is the exclusive property 
of your petitioner. James H. Young, as will 
appear by notarial act of purchase by him 
from tho Cityof Jeffersotji, of March 2,1870, 
made part hereof, and if worth the sum of 
not less than $75,000. and should the same 
be sold under said writ, your petitioner will 
suffer irreparable loss anil damage by being 
deprived of the same, anil in other ways and 
manner.

Petitioner further avert that the note

sued on ha# long since been paid and extin­
guished or forfeited; that said note upon the 
lace thereof has been canceled; that said 
John Steib fraudulently pretends to be the 
holder and owner thereof, and is without 
any shadow of right in law or equity, .to en­
force the payment of said note, in whole or 
in part, or to have the said road seized and 
sold under said pretended mortgage.

The premises considered, petitioner prays 
that a writ of injunction issue herein enjoin­
ing and restraining John Steib and Thomas 
L. Maxwell, Civil Sheriff' of the parish of 
Orleans, from selling or offering for sale the 
Magazine Street Railroad, and the rights,' 
titles, interests, privileges, franchises, prop­
erty, shares, claim* and demands, buildings, 
stables, rolling stoek, ears, mules, materials, 
implements, and all other appurtenances 
unto said road belonging, or in any wise 
appertaining, under the writ of seizure and 
sale issued in the writ of John Steib vs. 
Magazine Street Railroad Company, of 
Jefferson City, No. 3250, on tho docket 
of this court, or from proceeding 
any farther uuder said writ: that John 
Steib and Thomas L. Maxwell be cited to 
appear and answer this petition; that after 
duo proceedings had, the injunction be per­
petuated; that the writ of seizure and sale 
and any pretended seizure under the same 
may lie vacated, set aside and held for 
naught: that the aforesaid road, property, 
privileges, etc., may be restored and decreed 
to belong to petitioner; that petitioner re­
caver twenty-five hundred dollars damages, 
with interest. Petitioner further prays for 
costs aud for general relief in the premises.

SERMONS IN M STONES.w

We are informed by the Picayune that 
the cathedral at Strasburg has sustained 
irreparable injury from the fire of the Ba- 
denese, and consequently, “there rests a 
stain upon the arms of Baden, no victories, 
however brilliant, can wipe out.”

It is a matter of deep regret that by the 
ricocheting of a shot, or the unskillful pro­
jection of a shell, this terrible judgment 
should have been uttered by the Picayune. 
In the behalf of suffering humanity our con­
temporary speaks, and interposes the a*gis 
of editorial thunder to protect the stones. 
Should the Badencsc have immolated their 
prisoners in dungeons similar to that of 
Libby; have improved their shooting by 
making animated targets of those who 
passed over tho “dead line,” as at Camp 
Tyler, no stain would mar the sheen of 
their victorious arms, but the destruction of 
the “frozen muses" of Madame de Stael at 
Strasburg Cathedral has aroused the in­
dignation of the Picayune, and Europeans 
must remember that to meet with the ap­
probation of the architectural editor, they 
may do what they like with the living sol­
diers, but must spare the inanimate bricks 
and mortar. Such a poor exhibition of sen­
timentalism may well be called sickly.

BUNKS.

Academy of Music.
The Academy contains a good many 

“stars" just at this time, and they arc all 
brilliant in their particular sphere. There 
is Billy Carter, that gem of a singist and 
banjo player. He may be said to be a “star” 
of the first magnitude in his line. He lights 
up all things around with his genuine wit 
aud original pictures of male and femule 
characters, rendered in song so comical, and 
at the same time musical, as to charm and 
delight all who hear him. He sings, talks 
and plays on the banjo with so much ease, 
and with such a droll manner and telling 
effect, as to keep all convulsed with laugh­
ter whilst going through with his inimitable 
performances.

And there is Walter Bray. He has a good 
deal to 6ay, and he says it in his own pecu­
liar way—this Walter Bray. He, too, is a 
genius of the comic order; and when he 
fails to get a laugh there must be “some­
thing rotten in Denmark,” some grave cause 
for seriousness.

But we have been particularizing when, 
jierhaps, we should not have done it, as 
Manager Bidwell has secured a company for 
liis Academy of Music composed of “stars,” 
an<l therefore it is invidious to particularize. 
We can not help it. We only wish we had 
room to epcak of all in this article, for all 
deserve special mention, particularly the 
many Venuses that shine with so much 
grace and beauty.

Hold on, we must particularize just once 
more here before closing this imperfect no­
tice of the performances at the Academy. 
The company is a good one, and the perform­
ances varied and entertaining throughout, 
yet there is one feature iu them that beats 
anything ever before seen. We are speak­
ing now of the daring and thrillinjj feats 
performed on the trapeze by M'lle Blanche 
Leopold and Mr. George Leopold. She is 
certainly astonishing in her feats of daring 
performed by great strength and agility. 
He also. The two together do things that 
would seem improbable to those who have 
not witnessed them, and yet they are nightly 
witnessed. Mr. Frank Gibbons, in the same 
line, is also a most accomplished actor, doing 
feats of the -mofit daring and difficult nature.

The Land of Gold.
Truly, this is a land of gold—the laud 

where bars of gold are made worth fifty 
thousand dollars—where gold is a common 
product.of the land, and is made to give 
daily yield to the coffers of the State through 
the labor of its people.

Why should the currency of such a coun­
try—be it papar or coin—range below par ? 
Wliv should its paper dollar be worth less 
than its gold dollar ? At this time there is 
no reason why they should not be equal.

The war iu Europe should not have the 
effect to make a difference, though “opera­
tors” would have made it a cause for depre­
ciating United States currency. The war in 
Europe very naturally affects the credit of 
the powers engaged in it, but it can not 
touch the credit of this country, that has no 
part nor parcel iu that war.

We are again on the high road to pros­
perity, and the day is not far distant when 
the government will resume specie pay­
ments and put an end to the traffic in gold 
now carried on among the money-changers.

A Beautiful Sunset.
Last evening was remarkable for the most 

beautiful sunset that has been observed in 
New Orleans for a long time. The piles of 
clouds around tlie descending luminary 
were tinged with every variety of color and 
every shade. The effect was heightened by 
a prevailing rose-colored effulgence that not 
only gilded the many shaped clouds, but 
brightened the church towers and 6teeples 
and the topfc and walls of the higher houses. 
The whole effect was extremely rich and 
beautiful. Attractive as this sunset was, it 
is but the precursor «f the equinoctial 
storm that is surely approaching and will 
be upon us in a few days.

The Boston Advertiter says a cargo of 
paper stock has just been landed in that 
city, consisting of negative ballots on Na- 
polaoa’s plebiscite of May last.

THE PUBLIC SCHOOL FUND

Letter frsm Eon. George S. Lacey

Nbw O rleans, September 29,1870. 
E d itor  R epu b lic a n :

As the legfcl opinion expressed by me, 
relative to the apportionment of the public 
school fund, tdfcches a matter of serious 
importance to the people of New Orleans, 
I will not refrain from noticing the review 
of that opinion by the State Superintend­
ent of Public Education, contained in your 
issue of to-day.

1. I draw a distinction between general 
school property in the city of New Orleans 
and property which nta.v be acquired and 
held by a ward or district; and it is in 
reference to such general property, as con­
tradistinguished from tlie private property 
of the Ward Boards, that I assert that ali- 
solute control is given to the City School 
Boards. That board, it is admitted, con­
trols the school books, furniture, apparatus, 
and apjtendages of the public schools in the 
city of New Orleans; it manage* and pro­
vides for the use of the public school- 
houses, the titlo of which is in the 
city; and to no other body is given 
the administration of property appertaining 
at large to the publio schools in NeV Or­
leans. I am not wrong, then, in asserting 
that to the City Board of the city of New 
Orleans is given an absolute control over 
all public school property in this city. But 
if lam , what then! To the City Board is 
granted the control of public schools in the 
city; and the exercise of that power im­
peratively requires the citv to have the 
funds so absolutely needed to carry the 
conveyed power into effect. This latter 
view has entirely escaped the attention of 
the State Superintendent.

Section fifty-four expressly bestows upon 
tlie City Boai-d, in reference to the schools 
of the city, the distribution of the city 
school money without reference to ang par­
ticular fund.: and an interpretation of the 
law which denies to the City Board the 
right to a distributive share of the school 
fund in the hand of the State Treasurer, 
would have the effect of ignoring this 
clearly expressed provision of law.

It is contended by the State Superinten­
dent of Education that the City Board has 
no greater right to receive and distribute 
than the Parish Hoards; that theJatter can 
only receive aud distribute die local or pa­
rochial tax, and, as a conseqnence, that the 
Cit> Board has no legal claim to the State 
fund. lie has referred to section fifty-four.

The error of the State Superintendent 
lies in supposing the expression "Parish 
Board," as used in section fifty-four, to refer 
to the legal entity, which is often desig­
nated by that name; whereas it refers, and 
with a view to give harmony to the entire 
statute must be made to refer, to the sev­
eral boards iu a parish, outside of the City 
Board, t^us bestowing upon the City Board 
of School Directors, all the power relating 
to the school fund possessed by parish and 
ward boards.

Should it be said that this argument 
proves too much, inasmuch as it establishes 
a right on the part of the City Board of 
New Orleans to take not only State, but 
local or ward taxes, for school purposes, 
then I answer, that such is a fair and legal 
interpretation of section fifty-four, stand­
ing by itself; but, as other provisions of the 
school law (sections fifty-seven and fifty- 
eight) give to Ward Boards in this city a 
control of local taxes, these provisions 
should be admitted to tone down the mean­
ing which section fifty-four would possess 
per se. and to Ward Boards must be con­
ceded the authority to control local taxes. 
The right, however, on the part of the City 
Board to receive and distribute the State 
fund, under a true interpretation of section 
fifty-four, nevertheless, remains intact.

LAWLESSNESS IN PARIS.

Enaperer’a Private Correspondence.
f Special to the New York Herald.]

London, September 24.—A Pari* letter of 
the twentieth, received to-dav, says sheds to 
serve as temporary barrack* were in the 
course of erection on the boulevards for 
the troops, but they are still incomplete. 
The French officers of the guard remarked, 
bitterly: “This is how they do things in 
France. Instead of working night and day, 
we are never prepared, but always too late, 
until the Prussians surprise, us. The dis­
tricts of Belleville, La Chapelle and La 
Villett** present the most uninviting appear­
ance. Throughout the boulevards of those 
names every rough I passed carried a fusee, 
a strange sight in Pans, where, within a few 
weeks, weapons of any kind were forbidden, 
except by special permit of M. Pietri. Even 
sword canes and knuckle dusters were car­
ried stealthily by respectable wayfarers for 
protection against thieves and garroters in 
these purlieus, where at present we step 
with cliasscpote and set on bayonet, and 
every ruffian can obtain a weapon for 
the trouble of asking for it. This state of 
affairs creates deep apprehensions through­
out the city.

The State Prison birds and marauder* are 
already beginning to show tbeir teeth. 
Three days ago a member of the Garde 
Mobile, while drinking in a wine shop, ex­
posed a fifty franc note; was followed, 
robbed and murdered iu broad daylight. 
Within the enceinte, yesterday, two non­
commissioned officers were stopped, at three 
o'clock in the afternoon, by two men. In 
the outskirts burglaries are committed with 
impunity.

A few days ago two ladies on the balcony 
of a house in the Rue Lafayette, were ad­
miring the passing Mobile heroes, when sud­
denly tho uiob discovered a plate of the 
Eagle Insurance Company on the top of a 
balcony, which bears the impression of the 
imperial bird. Instantly cries were raised 
of “ a bos Vaigle" Groans, hisses and 
menaces followed. The ignorant rabble evi­
dently believed the plate the imperial in­
signia. To the terror of the ladies, an 
attack was made on the bouse, but the 
damage was confined to the breaking of 
rails aud wrenching off the plate with the 
points of their bayonets.

The commission charged with the exam­
ination of the private correspondence of the 
Emperor have made a brilliant discovery : 
Letters tied with a rose colored ribbon con­
fined in a eoffette Marguerite. These are 
the production of, or at anv rate signed by, 
Marguerite Bellauger. l'hat a coquette 
should write the warmest of warm letters 
to the Emperor, should she have a chance, 
is natural enough; that the Emperor should 
keep them seems absurd. The republic has 
taken a peep behind the imperial curtain, 
and discovered not only what the people 
knew before, that Napoleon III, in bad 
taste, prefers the then plain daughter of a 
Bhinehisseansc washerwoman to the beau­
tiful Eugenie, but also the scandal of which 
the poor innocents have hitherto been kept 
in the dark.

Tho Imperial mistress in one letter in­
forms Monsieur Signeur that liis name shall 
not perish. What was to be done ! The 
President of the Court, M. De Vieun, nnder- 
to*»k the affair. A document was drawn up 
stating that the infant was not a lineal 
descendant of Napoleon for the purpose of 
securing to Marguerite Bellanger the 
splendid property of Mouthy.

The Chinese in Massachusetts—Whnt One 
of their Employers Say*.

Mr. Chase, of .Samson & Co., North 
Adams. Massachusetts, writes as follows 
concerning the employment of Chinese in 
their factory:

To-day the Chinamen are earning us more 
money on the same amount of work than 
the Crispins would do at the reduced prices. 
We are not getting as much work from 
them as we should do from the same num­
ber of other experienced workmen; but 
taking all things into consideration they 
are doing quite as well as the same number 
of new hands (Yankees) would do. We are 
not doing quite as much work as we would 
like to do, but we foresaw all this, and 
did not take orders or make, calcula­
tions on doing as much work. What we 
aimed to do we have done, and are 
doing to-day. We are running our own 
roost and are making the best work we ever 
made. To give you an illustration: When 
the men commenced work, we labored under 
the disadvantage of getting some very poor 
instructors to tetich them, and consequently 
we had most idl the men to learn over, and 
also we had made some shoes as poor as 
could be. These shoes had to be disposed 
of, so we sent them around among our cus­
tomers. Some grumbled hard about it, and 
others said nothing. One of our best custom­
ers wrote us that the first shipment were too 
poor for any one—the next lot were very in­
ferior, and that we need not send any more. 
We wrote to him to let up a little on his coun­
termand until he had received a few more 
goods. A few days ago we received a letter 
from him, saying that the goods he was now 
getting were good enough. They were bet­
ter than some sample wises he had received 
from some of our neighbors, and that be 
would like to duplicate his order. When we 
take orders for next season's work we will 
put our Chinamen against the same number 
of men in any shop in the country. They 
are beginning to get quite Yankeefied. They 
go out shopping every day. Last week 
some of them bought complete outfits of 
clothing—fine white shirts, collars, cuffs, 
neckties, full black suit*, tiue calf hoots, etc. 
They are rather vain about boots, buying 
none but fine calf boots. They rather im­
prove, too. in the quality of their food. 
They eat hardly any pork now. but every 
day they have beef, veal or mutton.

The Lincoln Horror.
That is what the New York Express pro­

nounces the new Lincoln monument in 
Union Square, and this is what that journal 
says of it:

Mr. Lincoln wa» a harmless man, although 
given to jokes of a somewhat loose order, 
and it really is rather hard that, now that 
lie has gone to “that bourne,” etc., he should 
be made the prey of heartless wags. These 
unprincipled people have erected a statue 
to his memory in Union Square, and cer­
tainly he woultl have much longer remainod 
“to memory dear,” had lie been lost to sight 
in the fearful anomaly, the bronze night­
mare which the heartless wags before men­
tioned have erected as his “ counterfeit pre­
sentment.” Mr. Liucoln, in life, was an in­
veterate joker; but surely lie never made so 
utterly bad a joke as this one in Union 
Siiuare.

The artist has violated all rules of sym­
metry, of proportion, aud of character, and 
made tlie late lamented, who although not 
perhaps a thoroughly handsome man, still 
presented the appearance of a human being, 
a s]iecies of modern Frankenstein, a nameless 
horror that freezes the blood and eauses 
each particular hair to stand on end like 
quills on the fretful porcupine. Really, 
from a moral and sanitary point of view, 
this is all wrong. Mr. Lincoln did no par­
ticular barm in his day, and there is no 
reason why in liis case the evil that men do 
should lie made to live after him. Mr. 
Lincoln may not have patronized the most 
fashionable tailor, and may not always have 
brushed his hair, but still Mr. Lincoln 
possessed the proportions of a human being, 
and was a simple, good natured man, rather 
than an unshakable horror, a jaundiced 
nightmare, a bronze incubus. All this being 
so, why not cart away the Union Square 
joke, and melt it down for what price it 
may bring ? It would be cheap to get rid 
of it at any price. ^
