THE COURTS.
Eighth District Court.

Collins Sl Tabor vs. city of New Orleans. 
In this case, filed yesterday, plaintiffs claim 
that the city is indebted to them in the sum 
o£ $308. with costs, for this, to wit: That 
they are the proprietors, and editors and 
official printers of the newspaper known as 
the Jjouusinna Slate He(/i«ler, printed and 
published iu the parish ot Jefferson: t  iat 
they, as proprietors and editors of the stud 
paper, published divers and certain adver­
tisements of sales ot property on which 
taxes were due to the lute city of Jefferson, 
and are legally entitled to payment lor the 
same. ‘

The petition proceeds to state that as the 
late City of Jefferson has been incorporated 
with the city of New Orleans, the latter 1ms 
become responsible tor the debts of the 
former, and, therefore, judgment is asked 
against the city of New Orleans for the 
amount claimed.

Charles J. Leeds vs. Thomas L. Maxwell. 
Sheriff. McCornb, et al —The petitioner in 
this ease prays for a writ of injunction to re­
strain Sheriff Maxwell from selling his prop­
erty to par the costs off execution in the suit 
of‘'’State of Louisiana ex rel. H. S. McComb, 
et als.. v s . G. T. Beauregard et als.” In the 
petition it is set forth that iu the suit just 
named an execution has beeu issued by or 
at the instance of plaintiff against the peti­
tioner. for the sum of $879 50. and sheriff 
costs, amounting to $16 80, and clerk's fees 
amounting to $1 10. that tuider said execu­
tion Sheriff Maxwell has seized the house­
hold furniture and other property of peti­
tioner in his dwelling house, on St. Joseph 
street, aqd is about to sell the same to pay 
and satisfy said execution and costs.

Petitioner avers that the execution is not 
authorized by any lawful judgment of the 
court against him, but lias beeu issued ille- 
«-allv. lie further avers that said execution 
is illegal; that no such costs have been taxed, 
nor notice given to petitioner ot the taxing 
of tlie same; that no specific bill of taxed 
costs is indorsed on said execution: that tlie 
costs in said suit, as alleged on the docket, 
are not such as are authorized by law, and 
that the same are not chargeable against 
petitioner; that one item or charge as costs 
is $A50 curators’ fees for representing L. 
Montgomery, J. Green, John B. Hemphill, 
Wirt Adams and B. L. Hatch, alleged to he 
absent defendants; that under the execution 
this, with the otlicr charges, which are ille­
gal and exorbitant, and can not be Wally 
enforced, are now sought to be collected by 
seizure and sale of [letitioner’s property.

Petitioner, tberelore. urges that a writ of 
injunction mav issue, restraining Thomas L. 
Maxwell, Civil Sheriff of the parish of Or­
leans, State of Louisiana, H. 8. McComb, 
Joseph H. Oglesby, Kiclmrd Pritchard, E. 
H. Summers. Franklin J. Pratt, Lewis Al- 
cus. A. D. Grieff, J. P. Alexander, A. M. 
West, I’. B. Starke. John C. Lucas. E. H. 
Sanders. T. J. Mitchell and L. E. Houston 
trom proceeding under said execution to 
seize and sell petitioners projierty; that 
after due proceedings, said injunction be 
made perpetual, reserving claims for dutu- 
ages. . .

The injunction was granted on petitioner 
giving bond iu the sum ot $250.

Sarah Place vs. Henry P. Smith, her Hus­
band.—This Is a suit for divorce, based on 
the following allegations: It is stated that
Sarah Place was married in this city to 
Henrv P. Smith about twelve years ago: 
that during tlie last few years her husband 
has failed to support her; has led au im­
moral and dissolute life; totally neglected 
his duties as husband and father: that he 
has become and is now an habitual drunk­
ard, having been almost daily, during the 
last few weeks of his stay with his wife, 
under the influence of liquor: and that 
about four weeks ago be abandoned her 
and left the State of Louisiana. She alleges 
that there is a minor child. James H. Smith, 
issue of {lie marriage, three years old, the 
care of which she claims.

It was ordered by Judge Dibble that peti­
tioner be authorized to prosecute this suit: 
that she is to have the care and custody of 
the minor child during the pendency ot this 
suit, and that Mr. Harvey M. Dibble be 
appointed curator ad hoc, to represent the 
absent defendant. ,

Forces of the Germans in France.
(Frointhe New York World.]

O stbnd , September 25.—From German 
sources I have the following estimate of the 
German armies now in France :
Before Metz. Strasbnrg. Bitsclie, Verdun

Hud Flialsliurg............................................. 220.006
Before and around Paris................................  400.000
Guarding tlie communications.....................  50,000

Total............................................................. 670.000

According to a French paper, a violent 
scene occurred in Metz, between Bazaine 
and Lebceuf. When the latter showed him 
the decree which gave him command over 
the corps lately commanded by the wounded 
General Decaen, General Bazaine refused 
to recognize this appointment, and even 
threatened Lebceuf with his sword. The 
latter threatened to have him shot. Ba­
zaine answered: "I dare you to find four 
men and a corporal in the whole French 
army who would carry such an order into 
effect. But were I to call up volunteers for 
a similar purpose, ten thousand brave men 
would fight for a chance to put an end to 
your miserable existence.”

President Grant, at Boston, was waited 
upon by Governor Claflin, the mayor and 
many citizens. He subsequently gave a 
levee at the residence of Judge Richardson, 
in Cambridge, attended by the college au­
thorities, many State officials and citizens. 
Ulysses Jr. took leave of hie parents to enter 
npoa his second year at Harvard.

We copy this interesting rmiort from the 
Boston Herald of Monday:

On Saturday afternoon we gave a hasty 
account of a bold and successful case of 
forgery, which transpired iu State street a 
few moments before the hour of publication. 
Time then did not permit a detailed narra­
tive of the partietdars, which we now give.
It appears that about the first of September 
there appeared on State street a man. from 
forty to forty-five years of age, who repre­
sented himself to be August Carriere, of the 
firm of Carriere <fc Co., liquor dealers in 
New Orleans. He gave out that he proposed 
to open a branch establishment in Boston, 
and hired rooms at No. 110 Central street, 
and at No. 55 State street block, one of 
which was ostensibly to be used for the 
storage of liquors, etc., and the other, that 
first uauied, as au ottico for the transaction 
of business, the same being more accessible 
and handier for customers than the latter.

Having selected an olfieo Carriere intro­
duced himself to Learned &. Co., in Devon­
shire street, stationery dealers, and pro­
cured a quantity of paper, pens and ink, 
etc., with which'to fill up the drawers and 
pigeon holes of the desks and tubles which 
he had caused to be placed in his oflioe. He 
also gave this firm an order for a large 
ledger, journal and other books demanded 
by the trade, in which to keep his profit and 
loss acesunts. Having thus become ac­
quainted. Carriere induced Mr. Learned to 
introduce him at some banking house, and 
Carriere was therefore in due time and form 
presented at the National Exchange Bank. 
On Satnnlay he called there and requested 
the privilege of opening au account, and 
being favored with permission he presented 
for ilepobt a cheek for $10,090, signed, or 
purporting to be, by Carriere & Co., and 
drawn on Duucau, Sherman &. Co., of New 
York, and thus opened an account. His 
next move was to go to the paying teller of 
tho bank with the proposition to draw $1000 
on this check, with which to pay some bills 
then dte.

Tbe teller represented that the proceed­
ing was unusual ami declined: but Carriere 
was anxious to have some money, and con­
tinued his importunities until the teller re­
ferred the matter to the president of the 
hank. The latter entertained the same 
opinion as had the teller and Carriere was 
so informed. tThe customer then desired to 
tnllr to tlie president himself, and did so, and 
by his plausible statements and his ample as­
surances that the cheek was all right, so far 
convinced the president that he finally in­
structed the teller to pay Carriere $1000 on 
his proffered check. The money was trans­
ferred, Carriere took it, stepped one side, 
c ounted it, and placing it in his pocket, re­
tired. As soon as he was gone, the president 
t.elegraphecl to Duncan, Sherman it  Co., in­
quiring if Carriere 6t Co. had any funds.
A negative answer was at once returned.

The, president was at once alarmed, and 
started to find Carriere. going to his place of 
business. No. 55 State street block. On the 
door of his office lie found pinned a scrap of 
paper, on which was written, “Half-past one 
o'clock—gone for dinner.” This discovery 
heightened his suspicions, and he made at 
once to the office of the Chief of Police. 
That functionary was temporarily absent, 
but the deputy.'considering that time was 
precious, concluded to act promptly, and, 
without waiting to hear details, it was 
finally determined to put officers on the 
lookout, and Messrs. Dearborn and Skelton, 
of the second police, were soon detailed. 
The hank officer went with them to identify 
Carriere if he should be fifand. and it being 
guessed that Carriere would leav$ town as 
soon as possible, and that he would go in 
the direction of New York, the party at 
nice went to tho Albany depot and in- 
ipected an out-going train.

A careful examination of the passengers 
tevealed no Carriere, and success would 
lave been distant, if not altogether uncer- 
tsiin. had not the party, at Officer Dear- 
lorn's suggestion, proceeded on the train to 
tiie stopping place near Dartmouth street 
on the Back Bay. where, although the halt 
of the train is but momentary, passengers 
frequently embark and disembark. This 
nove proved a fortunate one. for it appears 
that Carriere. in tbe prosecution ol‘ a well- 
natured plan, had learned of this oppor­
tunity to take the train, and counting too 
much on police stupidity had thought to get 
aboard there and batrle any pursuers who 
might desire his fellowship. As the train 
approached the Dartmouth street bridge the 
president of the bank looked out, and stand- 
lag under the bridge were two men who 
moved to get aboard. In the person of oue 
Le fancied lie recognized Carriere.

Tlie two men separated and got on differ­
ent cars. Officer Dearborn went in at one 
end. and Skelton at the other. Carriere 
hurried through two or three ears, followed 
by Dearborn, who soon collared him and 
assisted hint out to tlie platform of the ear. 
where the bank officer and Skelton had just 
arrived. The train was again in motion. 
There had been a slight scuffie and the pas­
sengers were excited. Carriere was identi­
fied by the bank officer, was forced oft the 
train iipon a sand bank, and tbe other three 
lighted on him liefore he could gain his teet. 
Carriere gave up all further resistance, re­
marking. "one minute more and you no 
catch me.” He was taken to the station- 
house and searched.

On liis person were found the bank book 
be had received scarcely two hours before, 
a number of blank cheeks on Duncan. Sher­
man Co., checks of other descriptions and 
correspondence indicating that lie had been 
in Savannah, Philadelphia and New Or­
leans. leading to the surmise that he is a 
professional forger, and has been operating 
all over the country. He says nothing, and 
declines to talk of liis transaction. He is a 
foreigner, and says lie was born on the 
boundary line between France and Spain, 
lie is of dark complexion, wears black chin 
whiskers, is about five feet eight inches in 
height, and weighs about one hundred and 
sixty pounds. Tbe man seen with him on 
the Back Bay is supposed to have been a 
confederate,*bnt he lias escaped.

PKBCAUTION8 AGAINST FEYER. 
Detention of Steonwhlps-Intportnnt Quar­

antine Notice to Pilot* nod Masters sf 
Vessels iYsn Infected Parts.

[From the New York Herald.)
In view of the recent intelligence from 

New Orleans as to the ravages of yellow 
fever there, the Health Officer of this port 
yesterday detained the steamship Western 
Metropolis and her passengers at Lower 
Quarantine. This action was necessitated 
from the fact that not only is that dread 
disease very prevalent there, but that the 
steamship De Soto, on her recent backward 
trip from New Orleans to this port, when 
stopping at Havana, was compelled to 
leave five of her crew sick with yeliow fever 
in hospital at tlie same place. These men 
had contracted the disease at New Orleans, 
and it was of a virulent type. Hereafter, 
until the fever shall have abated in the 
Crescent City and the weather has become 
cooler, all vessels from that port will un­
dergo like detention with those from 
Havana. The Western Metropolis’ passen­
gers and crew were in apparent good health 
on her arrival, and the vessel’s detention, 
although unpleasant to both those on board 
and the quarantine officials, was compul­
sory in vims' of tho facts stated.

Tlie following important notice was yes­
terday issued by the Health Officer of the 
port to masters’of vessels and pilots inter­
ested. A strict observance of tlie require­
ments of the quarantine officer by the latter 
will be an effectual liar to the entrance of 
yellow fever into the city:

Quarantine, Staten Islaml, September 24, 1878. J 
Pilots and masters of vessels are hereby 

notified that all vessels from New Orleans, 
Mobile, Barcelona and all ports infected 
with yellow fever or cholera will, until fur­
ther notice, be boarded and examined from 
the steamship Illinois, in the lower bay.

Masters ot vessels from foreign ports ar­
riving by way of Long Island Sound, are 
also reminded that pursuant to the health 
laws of the port, and in accordance with the 
established quarantine regulations, they are 
required to rejiort to this quarantine as soon 
us practicable after their arrival.

Steam Engine in Algiers.
The members of Pelican Fire Company 

No. 1, of Algiers, are about to petition the 
city authorities to furnish them with a steam 
fire engine, like those now used in other 
jKirtions of the city.

The company is worthy of. and, it is 
hoped, will receive attention from tlie city 
administration, for the miserable old tub 
which the members of Pelican Company 
drag with so much labor and eftort to a fire, 
is of very little use sifter its arrival. We 
often hear of tire raging and roaring; if the' 
fire could laugh, the inefficiency of the Peli­
can machine to suppress it would certainly 
Vie one of the first subjects of its mirth, l'et 
the Pelican members deserve encourage- 
inent, for they have kept the path of duty 
through all difficulties, with a perseverance 
worthy of the noble object of their organ­
ization.

Pelican Company of Algiers is the oldest 
fire organization in that town, being the 
first company ever formed on the right 
bank of tlie river; and through tho vicissi­
tudes of many years it has always main­
tained its efficiency. During the last few 
years it has freshened its stamina by the 
infusion of youthful blood, and young 
men now chiefly constitute its roll of active 
memliersliip, as the elder members gradu­
ally drop off, their places vacated by dis­
ability or death. For, as a rule, to which 
there is but one singular exception, tbe 
members never resign.

Few. if any. of those who formed the 
company, when it was incorporated in 
1851, are now in the land of the living. A 
singular custom has obtained in Pelican 
Fire Company, whereby the memory of 
each deceased member is kept alive among 
liis fellows, and the custom, we believe, is 
altogether confined to this company. A 
visitor to the engine house on Peter street, 
facing Lavergne. as he enters the door, will 
see high up on the rear wall of the spacious 
room, a numerous collection of fire hats 
hanging in a row. Each of these has 
painted on it a name and several dates, the 
name of the man who owned the hat, the 
length of his membership, and date of his 
decease. For these fire hats are the sad 
mementoes of men onec active and 
stalwart members of the company, who 
have taken their departure from earth and 
gone “down among the dead men.” At 
every fire, at every washing, at every meet­
ing of the company for business or other 
purposes, the surviving members have be 
fore them a constant reminder of former 
companions, Tom, Bill or Joe. who once par­
took of the arduous dangers of the confla­
gration. or. on returning from the fire, 
joined their voices to others in the iolly fire­
men's song.

Although an old organization, Pelican 
Fire Company of Algiers is at present com­
posed of young members almost entirely. 
Their energy, public spirit, and devotedness 
to duty should undoubtedly induce the city 
administration to give their petition for a 
steam engine a favorable consideration.

Those who are between twenty-one 
and thirty-five are to be suljject to military 
regulations, and are to remain in the mo­
bilized guards until the Minister of W ar 
calls, for them. The decree is, in fact, s  
levy en masse.

The prefects are authorised to take the 
arms of tbe national home gnard and trans­
fer them to the mobilized guards; also te  
make a demand for private arms where 
ever found. One article places the compa­
nies of froncs-tireurs at the disposal of 
the Minister of War, and subjects them to 
military discipline, in common with tlio 
inobolized guard. A special artiole ex­
empts telegraphic employes from military

Highest Freshet Bver Keevre—BeUdinge

R ichmond, Va., September 30.—Superin­
tendent Kates, of tlie Western Union 
Telegraph Company’s lines, telegraphs this 
morning that a number of buildings at 
Lynchburg have been swept away, and 
tlint both tho gas and waterworks are 
submerged. Houses from the country 
above have been floating by all the morn- 
in gaud during last night.

The new iron bridges of the South Side 
roads were carried away this morning.

The highest freshet ever known there is 
prevailing at Lynchburg.

The bridge across the James river, a quar­
ter of a mile long, was washed away last 
night.

The depots of the Orange and Alexandria 
railroad, and the Virginia and Tennessee 
railroad are submerged.

The canal is submerged and the boats are 
going about over the tow path and through 
the lower streets of the city.

The water washed up the main gas pipe, 
and at eleven o’clock last night Lynchburg 
was suddenly thrown into total darkness.

A large number of employes on the South 
Side railroad are cut off on an island below 
the city.

The freshet will reach Richmond about 
two o'clock to-day, aud tlie river here has 
already risen a loot. Merchants are busy 
in the 'lower portion of the city removing 
goods in time.

The telegraph lines are down in all direc­
tions.

The flood reached here at 12:30 P. M., in 
_ wave five feet high, and in twenty 
minutes the river rose six feet. There i* 
great excitement in the lower part of the 
city, removing goods from places accessible 
to the water.

The Orange Hotel, aud the Orange and 
Alexandria railroad bridges at Lynchburg, 
were swept away this morning. *

The water has risen here ten feet since 
noon. This is the water from the Kiavuna. 
That from Lynchburg will strike here about 
midnight.

The water at Lynchburg is twenty-fiv® 
feet higher than ever known before.

Gohdonsville, Va., Septemlier 30.—Tho 
accounts that eome in are more and more 
disastrous. The Orange and Alexandria 
railroad bridge over Rockflsh river is re- 
>ortcd swept away. The bridges over the 
Havana and Moore's creek, on the Chesa­

peake and Ohio Railroad, are also gone.
Burley and Wells’ two mills are both 

floating down the Riavana, with 400 barrels 
of flour floating around them.

A dwelling house, completely furnished, 
went by this afternoon.
