The investment of T<ml began August 14. 
On the fifteenth an assault was made on the 
works at a point n<>t defended by cannon, 
it was repulsed, with the less el several hun­
dred to the Germans. Thereafter an irregu­
lar succession of bombardments followed, 
not sufficiently serious to otiect anything. 
These commenced on the twenty-third. The 
artillery employed was field pieces and such 
medieral siege guns as lias been captured at 
Marsnl.

Hie Bavarian railroad conductor wiio ran 
the line between Weissenburg. Nnnev and 
Paris offered to build a branch around 'foul 
iu a fortnight, but Moltk" said: “No; wc 
will have "foul before that." However, the 
bragging attack availed, nothing, the fortress 
having a double escarpment with full bas­
tion. no glaees, double ditch, thirty feet 
wide each all around, fully easeuiated and 
defended bv seventy five guns, of which 
twenty-six were rifled pieces from Ktras- 
iiurg. brought thence while yet France in­
tended to defend earnestly.

Within the last fortnight heavy siege 
guns arriving from Germany were put in 
position ou a spur on Mount St. M ichael on 
the north, on the heights opposite faubourg 
St. Egaree on the southwest, and at Dauiar- 
tin les Toni on the southeast. Nothing seri­
ous was then attempted until hist Friday at 
d ay b reak , when a 'concentrated bombard­
ment of the works was begun by the twen- 
ty-four-pound batteries of the second and 
fourth artillery regiments, supported by the 
troops of the thirty-fourth infantry brigade. 
All these forces form part of the new inde­
pendent command under the Grand Duke 
of Mc-cklinburg Schwerin, embracing all 
that lie between the armies of Prince Fred­
erick Charles and the Crown Prince, that is 
all the invading troops not engaged in the 
sieges of Metz and Paris.

The tiriug continued all day Friday w ith 
an active but very ineffective reply from 
the garrison. In the evening, the town 
being ou fire in twenty three places, the 
pressure of the inhabitants upon the'com­
mander induced him to hoist a white liag 
and offered to capitulate. The offer was 
immediately accepted by Colonel Montuffet 
commanding the seige corps, who then en­
tered the town the, same evening at seven 
o'clock. The conditions were precisely those 
of Sedan. A council of the municipalities 
held Friday, decided not to offer a surren­
der, but the urgency of individuals, fearing 
useless destruction, completely over­
whelmed the beligerent determination of 
the military and civil authorities.

The garrison was ridiculously weak. Sixty 
cuirrasiers, a hundred of the line, forty 
gens d’arms, aud forty thousand raw mo­
biles, among them not one regular artillery 
soldier. Their commander was Major 
Hucks, an old cavalry man. The German 
officers are wrathy that such a force should 
hare blockaded the Paris railway, so essen­
tial for transport, in fact, the uu!y line, lor 
six weeks.

The line becomes at once complete. Every­
thing has been prepared beyond Toul lor 
weeks, and trains were running by lior»<- 
power. < Ini v a twelve foot bridge near 
Toul had to lie replaced. This was done on 
the twenty-tilth, and yesterday the tir-c lo­
comotive went through.

Many houses are destroyed. The condi­
tion of things is worse than at Sedan, but not 
so bad as at Bazcilles. The Gothic* chapel 
of St. Gengoult, of the date 814. is almost 
ruined. The very imposing Bysantiue 
cathedral, built as early as i(!2, has only a 
window arch demolished and its outside 
battered by a score of shells. There are a 
lew wounded aud no sick iuToul. Only 
two battalions of the nineteenth infantry 
remain as garrison. The prisoners of the 
Guard Mobile of the place were released on 
parole not to serve again during the war. 
The town and environs had a picturesque 
style. Five hundred of tile Mobile had 
been trained during the siege to serve the 
guns. They did the artillery work. But in 
repressing the assault of tli® sixteenth all 
the male inhabitants that could procure 
arms participated.

T h e  O th e r  S ick  l*Ian.
We copy this from the New York Herald: 
The Greeks, taking advantage of the 

troubled state of Europe, aud encouraged, 
no doubt, by Russian intrigue, have begun 
to reveal their ancient haired of rurk.sh 
rule. Insurrection, it is said, has broken 
out in Thessaly. Insurrection is expected 
in Albania. Russia is making movements 
which are ominous. The K ledive of Egypt 
is said to be ready to seize lis opportunity, 
and to have an understanding with Russia 
and Italy. An Italian fleet, it is said, is 
about to set sail for Alcxant ria. Unwilling 
as we are to credit every wild minor, we 
can not refuse to admit that trouble is brew­
ing again in the East, ami that the other 
sick man of Europe is about to follow into 
the lane of humiliation the! Pope of Rome. 
We are evidently on the eve of great 
changes, and no one can fell what is to 
happen. One thing only if certain—many 
old things must pass away.

The Fighting Near Paris.
The following special to the New York 

n orW, dated at Loudon the twenty-sixth 
instant, furnishes more particulars than we 
have before published:

The Tours special at Rouen sends to-day 
the particulars of the action reported yes- 

I terday from Pontuise by way ol Bcauvovis.
! It was a much more important engagement 
t than first accounts led us to believe, and ro- 
I suited in the complete defeat of the Ger- 
i mans.
I Another action was fought on the line of 
I the Orleans railway, beyond Ejiermay sta- 
I tiou, about sixteen miles from Paris. A 
I column often tliousad Prussians, advancing 
I from Hinog. about two miles on the plateau 
S of Laoguiuan. attacked the French Hirers, 
numerically inferior hut occupying a formid­
able position above Mari ml. which com­
manded the roads to Ballainvilh-rs. Cedict 
aud Saniex les Ciiau’reaux. I he attach 
beam at C A. M. The French forces, 
mainly Gardes Mobile, with a battalion of 
the line, had sixteen mitrailleurs in posi­
tion. The French behaved with singular 
steadiness, awaiting the Germans' attack 
in silence, without tiriug a shot, retreated 
und.-r cover of the woods, and drew 
the Germans on until they were brought 
obliquely into range of a masked battery, 
which then opened on them suddenly 
with tremendous effect. The Prussian 
column was cut in two. and the French 
charging upon the flank, drove the frag­
ments into a hurried retreat down a steep 
and rapid descent. Beyond the tower ot 
Mautehay, toward the barbels and lines, 
these Germans attempted to make a stand 
and new formation, but the French artil­
lery. which had been quietly brought up 
by' the cross-roads of the country, here 
opened upon them again with more effect 
than beforf. The retreat was converted 
into a route. The German troops tied iu all 
directions, throwing away their arms and 
the French captured ail their artillery, a 
batterv of steel cannon, with two regi­
mental standards, and between six and 
seven hundred men. who surrendered in a 
body and were dispatched next day to 
Chartres.

Among the prisoners are two colonels oi 
the Prussian line and a number of Saxon 
officers. The news of this victory created 
great rejoicings at lours and Rouen. 1 lie 
French troops engaged belonged to the 
army of the Loair.
