Q uarterly  R epor t  o f  the  G rand 
J u ry .—Mr. Robert Pitkin, foreman, banded 
the following to Judge Abell, dated Octo­
ber third:

D ear  S ir—The foreman of the Grand 
Jury of this parish offers the following re­
port for the term ending this day. Athough 
ir contains few items to which your Honor's 
attention has not been called by previous 
Julies, we think tliat our report will re­
ceive from the competent authorities some 
substantial remedies in the way of reform­
ing growing evils—oue of vliieh is very 
apparent, requiring immediate action, is 
the wanton brutality of some of the members 
of our police force, several instances have 
been brought to our notice where citizens 
have been most cruelly treated while being 
put under arrest, although apparently will­
ing to obey the dictates of law and order. 
Innocent parties have been shamefully 
treated by policemen (void of discretion) 
and incarcerated in villainous cells, without 
the least shadow of justice, and in some 
instances seriously injured.

We trust the municipal pride of the city 
will prompt our worthy Administrator of 
Police to give this subject his especial at­
tention.

We have visited the different public in­
stitutions. and report as follows:

The Parish Prison contains: White males. 
73: colored males, 88: white females, 34; 
colored females, 23. Total, 218 prisoners.

The condition of the prison requires im­
mediate repairs. 1. The plastering through­
out. 2. The doors (especially the tell doors, 
ninny of them are .useless—only as a matter 
of form)—in a rotten condition, insuring no 
safety. 3. The upper gallery floors and 
cell floors should he renewed. The whole 
of the guttering requires repairs; the shed 
in front, and the cornice also, u large pipe 
leading from the office U> the top of the 
building is wanted, the present one having 
died from old age and neglect. The floor: 
ol' the offices, iu fact the whole establish­
ment, is in a natural state of decay.

We find, liy strict inquiry from persons 
under charge of Captain Swain and as­
sistants, that the inmates have every com­
fort and attention which duty and humanity 
demands. We found an idiot child, about 
twelve years old, paralized, sent there by 
the Mayor, in March, 1870; her removal is 
recommended to some place better suited 
to her unfortunate condition.

The City Workhouse contains, by report, 
forty inmates, twenty-three males and sev­
enteen females. We found them all healthy 
and neat in person; they are served with 
good rations, consisting of bread, beef, 
soup, molasses, etc. The buildings left 
since the tire, which occurred in May, 1870, 
are old and rotten wooden structures, with 
leaky shiugle roofs, of nearly thirty years 
standing, and not adapted to meet the 
wants of the institution.

The Chief Warden, Captain J. A. Noble, 
by his constant and praiseworthy care, has 
succeeded in keeping the establishment in a 
condition comfortable for its occupants, but 
the Workhouse, so far as the buildings arc 
concerned, is a disgrace to the city. We 
therefore call upon the Administrator, if in 
his power, to provide more comfortable and 
extensive quarters.

The Bovs' House ol' Refuge, under the su­
perintendence of Mr. Henry, contains about 
llo boys, all attending school certain hours. 
Their neat and tidy appearance is credita­
ble to the officers and teachers. The Refuge 
contains a shoe manufactory, employing 
sixteen boys; tailor shop, with nine; tin 
shop, seven, and bakery, with four boys, 
livery part of the premises is clean and or­
derly, and the boys SQiin to be cheerful and 
happy.

We think, however, that an institution 
designed for reforming and improving re­
fractory youths should be located iu the 
suburb's of the city, with spacious grounds 
fin- cultivation, and comfortable building 
l'or workshops, sheds and gymnasium. A 
tire well should he placed in the, yard for 
the protection of the present building : but 
we earnestly recommend the immediate re­
moval of this important institution to a more 
suitable location.

The Insane Asylum contains 127 persons. 
White males, 44; colored males, 16; white 
females, 37 ; colored females, 30. Total, 127, 
of different grades of insanity. These poor 
fellow creatures are mixed together, and in 
these confined and complicated limits there 
is little hope of cheering any permanent 
cures, which might he accomplished were 
the institution removed to more spacious 
grounds, and those confined allowed to en­
joy the pure air of heaven.

The Girls’ House of Refuge, under the 
superintendence of Mrs. Stokes, contains 
twenty-one inmates, comfortable and neat, 
with excellent prospects of complete re­
formation. We recommend this institution 
to the fostering care of our authorities.

The Charity Hospital was reported to 
contain 737 patients. We found the prem­
ises in the msual eleanlv unu admirable con- 
dition. . . ... .

The balance of the charitable institutions 
and asylums we found to be neat, orderly 
and in a healthy state; their superintendents 
aud teachers deserve the thanks ol our 
whole community for their admirable and 
judicious management, with very limited 
means at their disposal. We unhesitatingly 
recommend them to our citizens and officials 
as worthy objects of charity.

We tender our thauks to your honor, the 
Attorney General, District Attorney, Sheriff, 
clerks and officers of the court lor courte­
sies extended to us in the discharge of our 
duties. ______________

vember next; said election to be conducted and the 
returns thereof made in all respects according to 
the provisions of the constitution and of the law.
