This change
was made the revenuederived from
euch small notes was inconsiderable, and
because it was often & matter of much in-
convenience to comply with the law. Farm-
ers and others, who, in their small transac-
tions, were compelled to give swall notes,
often negl to stamp them, either
through ignorance or through the incon-
venienece of obtaining stamps.

The abatement of the two cent stamp tax
on receipts will prove a very acecptable one.
It was always a vexatious tax, and one that
in o year amounted to & considerable sum
with the large dealers of this and other
cities. Tt was a tax, too, that was frequently
not paid by the person who should pay it,
the signer of the receipt.  Receipts were
often given which, to be of binding effeet,
had to be s*amped by the persons receiving
it. It was often overlooked, too, by peo-

ie who acknowledged the receipt of money

The most important taxes abolished are
those on sales und on gross receipts.
Brokers'sales, exeept sales the tax on which
is paid by stamps, will now be exempt. The
taxes on sales of leaf tobacco, manufie-
tured tobacco, snuff, cigars, forcign and do-
mestic distilled spirits and wines are not in-
cluded in the repeal, but must still be paid
88 heretofore.

eflectnally endeavoring to txen the default,
Mr. Stover obtained in the suit in this
county an injunction restraining Mrs.
Rhoades from collecting the judgment,
which had the effect of making her very
angry and discomfited at the ill success of
bLer scheme in taking the default. So she
appealed to the general term to have the in-
Jjunction dismissed, and the argument there-
on was had last week before Presiding Jus-
tice Ingraham and Justices Barnard and
Cuardozo, Messrs. Arnoux, Riteh and Wood-
ford—the last named gentleman being the
candidate for governor—ropresenting Mrs.

Article —, No person who, at any time,
may have beena collector of taxes, whether
State, parish or municipal, or who may hayi
been otherwise intrusted with public
money, shall be eligible to the General As-
sembly or to any office of profit or trust
under the State government, until he shall
have obtained a discharge for the amount
of such collections and for all public moneys
with wiich he may have been intrusted.

Secrion 1. Be it resolved by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the State
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened,
That at the general election next i
the paasage of this resolution, the followin,
article shall be proposed to the unhﬂeﬁ
electors of the State as an ame nt to
the conatitution of the State, which, when
approved and ratified by a majority of the
voters at said election, shall become a part
of the constitution, in the place of the arti-
cle numbered ninety-nine.

8zc. 2. Be it further resolved, ete., That
said article shall be in words and terms as
follows, w0 wit:

No person shall hold any office, or shall
be permitted to vote at any election, or to
act a8 a juror, who, in due course of law,
shall have been convicted of treason, per-
jury, forgery, bribery or other ¢crime punish-
able by imprisonment in the Penitentiary,
or who & be under interdiction.

8rc. 3. Be it further resolved, ete., That
the tickets of all persons voting upon this
proposed amendment shall have written or
printed thereon the wo “For the
amendment of the ninety-ninth article or
the constitution;"” or, “Against the amend-
ment of the ninety-ninth articls of the con-
stitution;” and the returning officers shall
make roturns of the votes thereon in the
sa.ne manner as is preseribed by law for re-
turns of election, and the Secretary of State
shall promuigate the result by publication
three several times in the official iournal.

And if a majority of the votes cast at said
election shall be, “For the amendment of
the ninety-ninth article of the constitution,”
then the article ntunbered ninety-nine, and
reading as follows: *

“Article ¥. The following persons shall be
prolibited from voting or holding any office:
All persons who shall bave been convieted
of treason. perjury, forgery, bribery or
other crime punishable in the Penitentiary,
and persons under interdiction.  All persons
who are estopped from claiming the right of
suffrage, by abjuring their allegiance to the
Unitad States government, or by notoriously
levying war against it, or adhering to its
encmies, giving them aid or comfort, but
whe have not expatriated themselves, nor
have been convieted of any of the crimes
mentioned in the first paragraph of this
artiele, are hereby restored to the said right,
exocept the following: Those who held office;
