THE NORTH GERMAN CONFEDERA-
TION.

The constitation of this association, the
produesion of modern times, and in some of
its features r bling the titution of
the United Stases, deserves to be seriously
meditated, because is exhibits on a large
scale the manner in which the principle of
association may, by skillful combination
between independent sovereigntios, be made
subserviens to the aggrandizement of one
of its members, and place them so eom-
pletely under control thas they can hardly
be considered mcparate States, but merely
superior vassals, owing fealty to their suze-
rain, the King of Prussia.

THE NORDBUXD,
Or North German Confederation, is eom-
posed of twenty-two distinet sovereignties,
1o wit:

1 Prussia, 2 Saxomy, 3 Mecklenburg-
Schwerin, 4 Mecklenburg-Serelitz, 5 Saxe.
Weimar, 6 Saxe-Meiningen, 7 Saxe-Alten-
burg, 8 Saxe-Coburg-Gothe, 9 Oldenburg,
10  Brunawick, 11 Anhalt-Dessau, 12
Schwartzburg-Rudolstads, 13  Schwartz-
bure-Sanderhausen, 14 Waldeck, 15 Reuss-
Grons (elder branch), 16 Reuss-Schleitz
(vounger branch), 17 Lippe-Detmold, 18
Lippe-Schaumburg, 19 Lybeck, 20 Hamburg,
21 Bremen, and 22 that portion of Hessen-
Darmstadt situsted north of the river
Mayne.

The constitutional powers of the Bund, as
defined by the convention forming the
first Reiclwtag (imperial parliament), em-
Lrace the following subjects, to wit:

The right to jwtablish institutions of pub-
lic ntility, to frame laws of naturalization,
passports, police ss to foreiguers, relative
to the exercise of professions and trades,
insurance, eolonization and emigration, du-
tics and imposts, currency weights and
measures, banks, patents for new and useful
inventions, copyrights, consuls, railroads,
postoflices, telegrapha, contracta and agree-
ments, inal prawtice, crimes
and punishments, rules forjthe jpreservation
of health, and for the regulation of the
army and navy.

The revenues of the Bund are derived
fromn the net preduce of the customs, post-
offices and telegraphe, dutics on beet-sugar,
salt, brandy, malt and tobacco, and special
and variable contributions levied on the
members of the confederation in proportion
to their population.

According to the method adopted to raise
this revenae, there never can be a deficit,
for the receipts must always be equal to
the expenses, which are invariably placed
at the head of the budget, which the con.
federation is bound to provide for. The
confederation saya to its members, we must
have so much; exert yourselves to produce
it; and inasmuch as it directs the inter-
course with foreign nations, commands the
army and navy; that is, has the war power.
the appropriations for which admitting of
nodelay, its orders are peremptorily obeyed.

The legislative power conferred on the
confederation is both novel and original
The Nordbund has o legislature composed,
apparently. of a single house, called
Reichstaz. the wembers of which are
elected for three years by universal suffrage
and by secret bullot. Thizs body possesses
all the prerogatives belonging to legislative
assemblies: it estublishes rules for its own
conduct; appoints committees: chooses its
own president and vice-president, issues ad-
dresses: possesses entire liberty of discus-
sion; ean call on government for all the in-
formation it requires; may propose new
Laws, discnss, nceept or reject such laws as
have been proposed. All propogitions signed
by fifteen of its members, must be taken
into consideration, according to the twenty-
eighth article of the constitution, and 1o
give effect to its deerces, they must be sane-
tioned by an absolute majority.

Notwithstanding all these prerogatives,
the Reichstaz has, in reality, very little
power, and in point of fact, decides nothing
definitively, for two obvions reasons, to wit:

First—Becanze it has not the means of
caunsing its decisions to be respected. It is
by the annual appropriation of money for
the support of government that a delibera-
tive assembly compels it to execute its de-
erves. It is known that the Prossiun Par-
iinment finds itself cramped in this respeet,
becnuse the one hundred and ninth article
of its constitution forbids all ehanges in a
tax once voted. The Federal Congress
tind= itseif in no better situation. The con-
federation is supported by certain indirect
dutics and imposts, as already explained,
and the requisite supplement to support
its expenses iy determined by the King of
Prussia, who determines the contribution
which each member of the confederation
shall furnish. The Federal Congress has
the power to refuse the imposition of new
taxes, and has done 80 alieady: but as it is
evident that the tist of the King of Prussia
sutfices to make the Contederate States pay
whatever sums he thinks necessary, it is to
be presumed that the satisfaetion of refus-
ing new taxes will not often be atforded the

Secondly—Thers is another reason why
the decigions of the Reichstag remgin inop-
erative. It appears that there is but one
legislative body in the Nordbund, snd in
reality there is but one that hasand de-
serves the name. A legisiative assembly is
one in which the speaker addresses himsell
publiely to his fellow members, before an
andience, and where every one is responsible
for what he utters. [t 1= also neeessary that
hose mot present should be informed of
whst was said and by whom it was said,
But there exists in Berlin a second federal
body, which is not ealled o legislative body,
but is so, nevertheless, because it delib-
erates and votes. The only difference is
that this body deliberates in seeret, with
doors not only ¢losed but locked. It is not
known who speaks im these mysterious
conventicles, and one wonld bo tempted to
believe that no one of the membors spoke ut

This Bundearath, which is neither an upper
house nor a senate, is composed of commis-

| Reichatag muy enact such laws na it pleases,
but no law can possibly have effect in the
Nordbnnd unless it has the sanction of its
different governments.

By penetrating farther into this labyrinth
of centralization, we perceive that the con-
federation is composed of twenty-two
Btatws—the federal council has couse-
quently, twenty-two voters; but each has
not an equal weight. Thus the vote of
Prussia counts ns aeventeen, that of Buxony
four, of Mecklenburg-Schwerin and Bruns-
wick, each, two, and each of the other
Stutes one. The total number of votes
being forty-three, of which twenty-two is
the majority, Prussia, with the support
of five of the smallest principalitics,
hence, prevails over the remaining six-
teen other governments. We must add
that in consequence of an amendment
adopted by the convention sanctioning the
constitution, the vote of Prussia is decisive
in all matters relative to the military organ-
ization. In the Nordbund the laws are
enacted by the Prussian government. The
Keichatag proposes, the Bundesrath, that is
Prussin, determines the adoption or rejee-
tion of the proposition. On certain ocea-
sions, when it is thought useful to enlist
publie opinion in favor of certain measures
which, if too abruptly introduced, wonld
cunse dangerous cxcitement, the matter
is publicly discussed in the Reichstag, and
the government has the upfu-nrnnm of yield-
ing reluctantly to the wishes of the people,
while the determination has been taken at
its special request.

Itis pretended by Montesquien and many
other distinguishod statcsmen and jurists,
that it is the rssence of » good constitution
to mark distinctly the line of demarcation
between the different powers of the govern-
ment, and  mwore especially between the
legislative und executive powers. The sys-
tematic confounding of these powers is the
distinetive characteristie of the coustitution
of tue Nornbund. G. 8.

GRAND REPUBLICAN DEMONSTRATION

SPEECH OF MAYOR FLANDERS

The Republicans of the Fourth District
made o grand demoustration last night in
Ciay Square.

The attention that was
siven to the varions speakers, und the en-
thusiasin displuyed by the numbers on the
ground, showed that the committee of ar-
rang ts had not miscaleulated on the
vnr'x.;:-umnu o&:hu bll';uurth Di“m:l"h scction
of the great Republican party, e plat-
form was of u Iy E:'m\ dim 4
and the displuy of flags, banuners and trans-
parencies were unusually profuse, snd in
woud taste. The pains that been taken
showed that it was a labor of love with the
determined Republicans of the Garden Dis-
trict. One transparency attracted especial
notice. It represented o train of rmlroad
cars, carried forward by the powerful en-
gine of equal rights, while on each car was
wsinted successively the names of Graham,

ubuclet, Flanders, Lewis, Emley, Bon-
zann; the legend was * Through Ticket,
November 7, 1570." This transparency be-
longed to the Tenth Ward Club,

At hulf-past seven o'clock the meeting was
eulled to order by Colonel William Roy,
who nominated the following officers :

The president introduced Hon. B. F.
Flanders, who addressed the sasembly in
his usual style of plain. common sense.
Myr. Flanders said that the coming election
wis not & mere party issoe; i was not
whether certain men should be eleeted, or
certain men sllowed to remain in the quiet
shades of private life. It was an issue in
which it would be the duty of every man to
take a pars. It was not o matter thut in-
terested alone the property holder or the di-
rect tax payeér; it was an issne that inter-
ested every mun who gained bread for him-
self and family by honest labor. For it was
a question whether men should be elected
whose rocord showed that they had the in-
tention and the ability to administer right-
cously the pablic afinirs, or whether men
-lnf-uld be elected on merely a party nomin-
ation.

In presenting this as the coming issue,
he could proudly appeal to what had been
done for the city of New Orleans by the

wresentt administration of municipal affairs.
‘heir opponents, the purty who songht to
be again elevated to power, had their
record, and that record was the aceumula-
tion of an immense weivic debt that
had brought the credit of the city
to its lowest ebb.

THE STRANGE MARINE DISASTER.

Vitriolized Ship and Cargo.

Yesterday we paid o visit to the ship
Austris, lying at post 43, to witness the ef-
fect of one of the most singnlar maring
disasters ever recorded.

The Austria, Captain Delano, ia a new
ship of over thirteen hundred tons burden,
and has been not over eight months uffont.
She wus built at Bath, Maine, and is in
every respect a superb specimen of naval
architecture. Her cargo on her last voy
age, from Boston to New Orleans. consisted
of mackerel in barrels and kits, gunny bags
and cloth, a large amount of furniture and
a considerable qnantity of rope. On deck
she had @ large steam boiler, part of the
eargo, amd ninety-nioe carboys of vitriol,
about five gallons each, which for safety
were securely {astened to her decks.

She left the port of Boston on the thirty-
first of Angust, snd had good weather until
the third of September. when her troubles
bezan. It should be stuted that the Anstria
is not only a new ship, bat contains every
modern nautical improvement.  The tollow-
ing extract from the ship's log book, gives
a clear and intellizible account of the dis-
aater. The lust observation taken previ-
ously to the accideat showed the vesscl to
be in lutitude 40- 317 and o¥- 16,

EXTRACT :

¢ Saturda S‘*‘-lc mber 3, begins with a
light bLreeze frolu the southeast, with a
heavy southenst sea running. Wind in-

creasing: veering to vast southeast, and
barometer falling.  Midnight took in all
light sails, Blowingz strong: thick and
rainy. At 2 A. M. commenced reefing top-
sails, wind varying to northeast with o
Leavy easterly sea; ship rolling bad. At 4
A. M. gale increasing. At 6 A. M. furled
main and mizen topsails. At 7 A AL wind
north, ship ranning south, all hands furling
musinsuil. Shimmr 2 sea over the sturboard
wside, which tloated up the carboys on deck,
ennsing about nincty of them to break,
filling the deck with vitriol and water,
which burnt off all the ropesabont the deck,
and burned the lashings of & (steam) boiler,
which wos fastened on deck. The boiler
broke adrift, and rolled about the deck,
i much dwsage to the ship, storting
i bitts, and causing the ship to leak
gl the decks. The vitriol burned the
mast-cout from the mainmast, letting alarze
quantity of water run into between decks:
ulso  broke capstan  and  after-hateh.
Waorked hard, all hands. to get boiler
fastened, and broken carboys overboard,
the vitriol and water having mostly gone
overboard through the scuppers. Suceeeded
Ly nows in getting decks cloared and boiler
secured,

“In consequence of the running gear and
brices being burned, the yurds could not be
braced, aud the ship was compelled to run
before the wind for several hours before
the braces could be repaived.  The captain
and secomd mate were badly burned abou
the legs, and the erew were more or less
wjured by the steam of the vitriol.”

The smell of the burned wood, combined
with a stronz efHuvin of vitriol, are still
very perceptible to u somewhat annoying
extent on board the vessel. which wrrived
at this port. a8 we have previouily stuted.
on the twenty-fonrth of September.

Of the cargo, the (urniture is to a great
extent dumaged, and it looks as il but a
smuldl part of the eargn. consisting of  fish,
will ever be saved. The gunany bags are
charred the same as if exposed to a fire
The rope part of the cargo ix mosdy
burned into small picees.  What amonnt ol
damnze has been done to the ship can not
be ascertained until the cargo is all dis-
chrged. This is now heing rapidly done by
direction of the post warden. who Tas the
vessel in charge pending the settlement of
the dispute whether the insuwcance covers
the destrnction by vitriol,
