eighteen hundred aud seventy, before uie, Joseph 
Cohn, a notary public for tins parish and city of 
New Orleans, uftiy commissioned and qualified, and 
in presence of the witnesses hereinafter named and 
undersigned, personally came and appeared the 
parties whose name* are hereto subscribed, who 
dec lare that, availing tbemselvee of an aid of the 
Legislature of this State, entitled “An act for the 
hrganization of corporations for works of public im­
provement and utility,” approved on the fourteenth 
of March, 1855, they do by these presents bind 
themselves, and those whom they represent.a* well 
as those who may hereafter become members, to 
form a body corporate for the objects and purposes, 
and under the stipulations following:

ARTICLE L
The name and style of this corporation shall Se 

“Cosmopolitan Mutual Aid Life Insurance Associa­
tion, of New Orleans.”

ARTICLE II.
This Corporation shall be located and have its 

domicil in the city of New Orleans. It shall exist 
for a term of twenty-five years from the date of 
this charter. All legal process shall be served on 
the President or the acting President thereof, and 
the property of this Association shall at no time ex- 
Ccedthc sum of three hundred thousand dollars.

ARTICLE III.
Tlie object of this association shall be to contract 

for the insurance of life, to issue policies for life in­
surance, and to do all acts relative to that kind of 
insurance in accordance w ith the terms and pro­
visions hereinafter specified. They shall have the 
right to reinsure, and w hen the number of sub­
scribers shall reach two hundred and fifty the Asso­
ciation shall commence operations, make contracts, 
sue and be sued, own, purchase, receive by dona­
tion. sell property, movable and immovable, aud 
shall have and use a corjiorate seaL

ARTICLE IV.
AH administrative power shall be vested in nine 

teen directors, of whom seven shall form a quo­
rum. and such other officers and clerks as they may 
appoint; the directors shall hold their office for the 
term of one year Tlie following persons shall con­
stitute the first Board of Directors, and shall hold 
office for one year from the date of this char­
ter; Alexander Marks, A. Eirner Bader, M. L. 
Block. R. M Montgomery. Isaac Levi. Jules Cas- 
sard. Simon Block. S. Leopold, M. Stern, L. B. Cain,
F. Hollander, Simon Haber, Theo Bcrckson, 
Leon Haas, Pierre Klopman, Alexander Shlenker, A. 
Bonnecaze, M. L. Navara aud Leon Godchaux. In 
the event of a vacancy in tlie Board of Directors, 
such vacancy for the remainder of tlie term shall 
l>e filled by the election of another persou by the 
Board of Directors The Boaid of Directors shall, ( 
at their first meeting, elect a President, a Vice 
President and a Treasurer for the term they them­
selves have been elected. They shall also elect a 
secretary, who shall hold his office during good be­
havior. aud such other officers as may he 
necessary to carry on the business of the 
association. The President shall preside 
»t all the meetings of the Board of Directors aud at 
the meetings of the policy ladders of the associa­
tion, and shall conduct tlie business of the associa­
tion generally, tinder the supervision of the Board 
of Directors The Vice President shall preside at 
the meetings aforesaid in tbe absence of the Presi­
dent, and shall perform all the duties devolving on 
the President.

Before me, Joseph Cuvillier, a notary public for 
the parish of Orleans ami city of New Orleans, 
therein residing, personally appeared Messrs.

have agreed to associate themselves together and 
to form a corporation for the purpose of manufactur­
