The second and third regiments of the 
first brigade of Louisiana Spite, militia, 
turned out on Sunday last, eigl 
strong, each for review and inspection by 
Brigadier General \V. S. Mudgett, command- 
ing brigade.

CONFEDERATE RAM TENNESSEE. 

I-x*l Scenes in her History—A Local Item.
For some number of nights past a light 

lias been seen on the right bank of tlie Mis­
sissippi river, opposite the Canal street 
ferry landing, which proceeded not from gas, 
coal oil. septoline, kerosine, or any means of 
legitimate nocturnal illumination. Most of 
those who beheld the light, seemed to think 
that “Something was on fire,” or that “some­
thing was burning.” And so it was; for the 
‘•something” was one of the most in ten st­
ing relies of a strife such as will, we trust, 
never occur again during the long future of 
the American nation. The subdued, though 
long continued nocturnal illumination on 
the right bank has been caused by tl,e burn­
ing of the old “Tennessee.”

The “ Tennessee" was an iron-clad 
steamer, said to he the \ er\ best vessel, in 
all points of nautical aud warlike efficiency, 
ever owned by tlie Confederacy. She was 
built by voluntary contributions from the 
Southern people, and these contributions 
were made with no niggard hand. Ladies, 
far and near, contributed their money—not 
only—but jewelry, bracelets, breastpins, 
ear-rings, finger rings, etc. These enthusi­
astic etioi'ta were seconded by other contri­
butions. aud the gallant “ Tennessee ” was 
the result. But the vessel of many hopes 
did- not long escape her Nemesis. About 
the time that Mobile succumbed to the arms 
of the Federal government, the Tennessee 
was captured by Admiral Farragut, and 
her career as a champion of the Confederacy 
ceased. She was transferred to the United 
States service, afterward laid up iu or­
dinary. and moored on the right bank of the 
river, where the alluvial deposits gradually 
accumulated around her, until at length she 
justified the official fiat, “ unfit for service,” 
and was sold out of the United States 
marine. A short time ago she was bought 
by two gentlemen, for the purpose of making 
the most of her. This was not much ; for it 
was found that the only feasible proceeding 
was to burn up her timbers to get out the 
iron, bolts, etc., of which she contained no 
small quantity. Hence, for the last ten 
evenings she Las afforded a dull illumina­
tion to her neighborhood, a source of wonder 
as to what might be the matter, and a strong 
temptation to the juvqnile population of 
Algiers to raise an alarm, and have a "bully 
run.”

Tbe Panic in Houston.
Tl:'- Houston Telegraph says of the panic 

there:
We have never soon its power more fully 

exemplified than iu the last few days. Hun­
dreds have run from Galveston and Houston 
as if the yellow fever was in full chase after 
them. And they have carried their fears 
with them to the country, and it would per­
haps be impossible toeonxince our interior 
friends as to tbe actual facts in the two 
cities named.

The Telegraph of the fourth lias these 
paragraphs:

Lieutenant-Colonel Riorilan has been un­
tiring in his efforts to enforce the quaran­
tine, and has his guards so arranged and 
stationed as to protect the city from trains 
aud persons entering from places having the 
fever. The Galveston trains are not id lowed 
to come nearer than four miles of the Har­
risburg junction. or within nine miles ut this 
city ; and the New Orleans railroad trains 
have ceased to run. Our hopes increase 
constantly that we will escape the lever.

A squatl of a dozen or two were sent down 
the road yesterday to aid the authorities of 
Harrisburg in stopping the Galveston cars 
at Plum Creek, five miles below Harrisburg. 
As the ears did not arrive it is supposed 
tiny did not come up or were stopped.

VVe can not conceive why the managers 
of the Galveston cars will persist iu trying 
to make their trips to this city, when it is 
positively known that there is no communi­
cation between this and tlie upper country. 
If Galveston is infected with the fever it is 
cruel to send people here who have no 
chance of getting further.

The same paper, of the fifth, says:
We advise the unacclimated who have 

left the city not to return, to remain at night 
until all possible danger has passed. Both 
Houston and Galveston had a large num- 
lier of persons, who have never had the 
disease, who have fled from it, and their 
absence, especially at night, decreases the 
danger of an epidemic in not leaving a large 
amount of food for it, and thus contributes 
ro the safety of the two cities.

The Telegraph of the sixth contains these
these items;

The conductor of the cars on the New Or­
leans road was fined yesterday, by the 
Mayor, $100 for violating the quarantine in 
bringing passengers troni infected districts. 
Several other parties who had arrived at 
Galveston from New Orleans, and by a de­
vious route made their entree into this city, 
contrary to regulations, were fined heavily.

FRIGHTFUL DESCENT OF A GYM­
NAST.

Fall o f Frank Gibbons.
Last evening’s performance in the Acade­

my of music was interrupted fur a few min­
utes by Frank Gibbons, tbe trapeze gym­
nast, who. wbjle attempting to ma^e an ex­
traordinary evolution, missed his hold, and 
fell to the stage from the ceiling above. 
He was about to close bis performances, 
apparently endeavoring to accomplish a 
feat not in bis usual line. His daring efforts 
just previous had elicited considerable ap­
plause, and several ladies almost fainted 
from fright at his flights through the air 
from point to point.

Apparently he intended to catch the last 
trapeze with one leg and then descend, hut 
unfortunately he did not properly calculate 
the distance or his ability, und went unre­
strained through the air to the stage.

When he struck the boards his bodywas 
quite straight, liisback downward, the dull, 
heavy sound sending a thrill of horror 
through the. large audience, causing ladies 
to scream from the shock. Had his body 
strr.ch in almost any other direction, in­
stant death would have been the penalty. 
The curtain went down after his inanimate 
body had been carried oft' tiie stage.

Iii three or four minutes after this Mr. 
Gibbons appeared on the stage, to show the 
audience that a tall of thirty or forty teet 
had not killed or particularly harmed liim. 
The audience, reassured, cheered lustily to 
see him lielore them, and then tlie perform­
ance proceeded as usual.

National Cominerrial Convention.
We copy reports a little more in detail 

than we have already published:
Cincinnati, October 7.—This convention 

met this morning at half-past nine o’clock, 
Mr. Garret in the chair. At noon the con­
vention made a final adjournment, t« meet 
at Baltimore in October. 1871.

Kentucky offered a resolution calling for 
a committee to consider and submit u report 
on education as related to industrial and 
commercial interests.

The invitation of the Chamber of Com­
merce xvas accepted.

Louisiana offered a resolution tliat New 
Orleans aud other Southern ports should 
receive, subsidies for steam ocean postal 
servi- e similar to other ports in the United 
States. Referred.

Mr. Banks. Massachusetts, offered a reso­
lution that a committee from each State be 
appointed to present their views to the con­
vention ’u regard to tlie South Pacific rail­
road. and that a copy he sent to the Presi­
dent and Congress. Adopted.

A resolution to change the name to 
National Convention. Adopted.

The time of meeting was amended to read 
the first Monday in September, instead of 
Oc toiler. Adopted.

The banquet given to the delegates of the 
Southern Commercial Convention, at Pike's 
Hall, this evening, was a well conducted 
and satisfactory affair. Seventeen long 
tables were set out for and tilled by nearly 
five hundred persons. The tables were 
abundantly spread, anil presented a taste­
ful appearance, and the addition of taper 
lights to the illumination with gas, and a 
brilliant assemblage of ladies in the galle­
ries. was presented to the eye :is well as to 
the soul.

THE COURTS.

Tbe Registration Controversy—Decision of  
Judge Dibble—The Registrar Ordered 
to Permit the Applicant to Register.

State ex. rel. T. McGrath vs. James L. 
Houston, assistant supervisor of registra­
tion.—In this case. Judge Dibble, of the 
Eighth District .Court, yesterday delivered 
a lengthy opinion, which con eludes as 
follows:

It is a rule, broadly stated and fully set­
tled. that the writ of mandamus will uot 
issue to compel an executive or a ministe­
rial officer to perform an act wbeu the, law 
has vested him with discretionary powers. 
There are duties required of these supe­
riors which are doubtless discretionary; but 
lias tlie officer absolute discretion? I tbiuk 
not. Tbe following section of tbe act re­
fers to the registration of naturalized citi­
zens :

Section 22. Be it turthi r enacted, etc., 
That every person of foreign iiirth. claim­
ing the right to lx- registered, shall, in addi­
tion to the proof of residence, (.rove that 
lie has been naturalized conformably to tbe 
laws of tbe United States; and as evidence 
thereof be shall produce a certificate of 
naturalization, under the seal of the court 
iu which naturalization took place, duly at­
tested by the clerk of said court, in his owu 
proper handwriting, and shall prove by the 
oath of a qualified elector of the election 
precinct that he is the person named iu the 
Raid certificate, and the person to whom it 
was issued; and shall further answer upon 
oath to the satisfaction of the supervisor or 
assistant supervisor of registration liefcre 
whom the said certificate may be produced, 
when and where be was bom. and when and 
where be obtained tbe certificate, and from 
whom, and the said certificate shall not he 
evidence that the person presenting it is a 
naturalized citizen, unless his answers he 
consistent with the facts certified, and the 
proof of his identity be satisfactory to the 
supervisor or assistant supervisor of regis­
tration, but not otherwise; he shall register 
the mime of the claimant on the registra­
tion books, aud shall stamp or write on the 
said certificate of naturalization the word 
“registered.” with the number and precinct 
of the wan! or parish and tbe date of reg­
istry.

By this seetion it is provided that a person 
of foreign birtli must first prove bis resi­
dence. Here the supervisor has discre­
tionary powers to weigh and pass upon tbe 
sufficiency of proof as to residence. In ad­
dition the applicant must prove he lias been 
naturalized. But how ?

The character of this evidence is defined, 
and its sufficiency is taken out of the discre­
tion of the officer. There must be a ilidy 
attested naturalization certificate. Such a 
certificate, issued by a court lia\ ing power 
to render such a judgment, and at a time 
when such a judgment may be rendered, 
imparts absolute verity, and no ministerial 
officer has power to go back of the judg­
ment to examine tbe sufficiency ot the evi­
dence upon which the court passed upon the 
claim of citizenship. In respect to the regis­
tration of a naturalized citizen, other ques­
tions of qualification and id emit; having 
been disposed of. the function of the super­
visor i* merely ministerial.

This is a case for the relief sought. It is 
therefore ordered That a writ of mandamus 
issue as prayed for, and that respondent 
pay costs.

Eighth District ( otirt.
State ex rel. Thomas H Barton vs. Ad­

m inistrator of Floating Debt—Iu this case- 
judge Dibble yesterday morning delivered 
an opinion. It concludes:

Tlie city is willing to exchange its bonds 
at the market rate, which rate is determined 
by tbe demand, Tiiis is as much as ought 
tube demanded o: a prudent administra­
tor.

But it is insisted by relator's counsel that 
f their interpretation is net followed, the 

creditors of the city will lie without a rem- 
dy to enforce their contracts against the 

corporation. For, they say, tin- act number 
five, hereinbefore cited, deprives them of 
the right of issuing execution against the 
projierty of tbe city. But that act provides 
another remedy : whether that remedy is 
sufficient to take the statute out of tlie im­
putation of being obnoxious to that consti­
tutional inhibition which forbids the pas­
sage of a law impairing the obligation of a 
contract will arise if any one should at­
tempt to issue execution against the inter­
vener.

YVith the policy of leaving those creditors 
of tbe floating debt at the tuercy of the ad­
ministrator of the city government I have 
nothing to do. The interpretation of tbe 
law. which I have given, seems the only 
one which can be gathered from the lan­
guage of the statute without warping it; it 
does not bring the law in conflict with anv 
constitutional inhibition. It is ordered, ad­
judged and decreed that the writ of manda­
mus prayed for be refused at relators’ costs.

“ The Nationals drill constantly behind 
the barricades, which are adapted to tbe 
genius of the Parisians.

The impregnability of Paris is no illusion. 
It cannot be captured or surprised, or re­
duced by starvation. Anns are now com­
ing from every quarter of the globe, and 
workmen and money are forthcoming. The 
provinces must resist torpor and panic, and 
all partisans must aid the Republic. Soon 
the winter will come, finding the Prussians 
far from home, decimated by the French 
arms, hunger and nature.
