PREJUDICE FOUNDED ON IGNORANCE.
The Shreveport Souflncestern takes a cor­

respondent of the New  Orleans limes se­
verely to task for innocently declaring 
that he shall vote for what he considers 
the best men, and will refuse to be led by 
the nose by the Democratic Convention 
or any other convention body “manipu­
lated by unprincipled demagogues. ’ His 
unpardonable offense consists in liis de­
claration that he will “vote against any un­
suitable man, whether he be Democrat or 
Radical.”

This is more than the sage of Caddo 
can stand, and hence he loses his pa­
tience. He is furious at the idea that 
“honest men are in the majority in New 
Orleans,” and throws his loftiest contempt 
upon the heresy that there is such a rura 
avis as an “honest Radical.” This little 
country politician, with his half inch high 
notions, declares that the term “honest 
Radical” is a paradox, for. says he: 
“We do not think we are too intol­
erant, too much blinded by prejudice, 
when we say that in our soul wo believe 
that any Southern man, or any Northern 
man professing to have the material inter­
ests of the South at heart, who attaches 
himself to the Radical party is either a 
knave or a fool.”

The people of New Orleans, who 
have heretofore enjoyed the reputa­
tion of being as honest as the average 
of mankind, are under obligations to the 
astute editor of the lSoulhirestern, who 
thus, iu his wrath writes them down 
knaves: and the people of the State, who 
gave 20,000 majority for the Republicans 
in 1808. and will probably give the same 
party 40,000 next November, will feel 
complimented to learn that their acts arc 
not approved by this country blatherskite. 
He lias set up a bug-bear which he calls 
Radicalism, to rail at. Not knowing any­
thing about its component parts, entirely 
incapable of comprehending the sublime 
ideas of the Republican party, he clothes 
the whole concern in mystery and barks at 
the image in mortal terror.

Such superficial men, with their limited 
information aud narrow ideas, properly 
belong to the Democratic party. They 
naturally belong to the Pharisaical class 
who, while vaunting their own claims to 
honor and honesty for three-quarters of a 
century, reaped the results of the labor of 
the enslaved race. They took advantage 
of the negro’s weakness to compel him to 
toil that they might live in idleness and 
uselessness.

Radical­
ism, against which he rails in impotent 
rage, and vents his harmless spleen, 
merely applied the principles of justice 
between man and man, aud decreed that 1 
all should reap the benefits of their own i 
labor, energy and perseverance. That ; 
one race should not be forced forever to ; 
produce the fruits of the earth and an­
other enjoy the proceeds. That there is 
such a thing as human rights, and that I 
all men should be equal before the law.

So deep-seated was the great wrong 
that it required the strength of a great 
nation to pull it up by the roots. But 
the Republicans succeeded iu the good 
work they undertook. With a steadfast 
purpose and indomitable will, looking 
neither to the right nor the left, they pur­
sued the path of duty. They freed four 
millions of human beings from degrada­
tion, and added them to the civilization of 
the century. Surely, this was not a work 
for knaves and fools. It was a task 
worthy of the grandest minds and the 
noblest specimens of the human race, that 
ever lived in the tide of time. They 
pulled the South out of the quagmire 
into which it had been thrown by the 
vicious institution of slavery, and pointed 
out the way to true greatness.

But, 
fortunately for the ends of right and jus­
tice, half the white people of the South, 
and all of the colored race, take what the 
Soullaee.stern man would call the Radical 
view of the question.

that the Judge quoted the section referred 
to, at length, but concluded that it violates 
a provis ion of the constitution.

Of course, the Times approves of the 
decision, and takes the opportunity of di­
recting a tirade of abuse against the Re­
publican administration.

The clause in the statute was inserted 
for the purpose of preventing a partisan 
judiciary from overriding the law and its 
administrators. It was framed by able 
hands, aud was considered valid and 
within the legislative power.

Judge Dibble, however, in the discharge 
of his judicial office, has concluded that 
the section of the act forbidding resort 
to the courts is unconstitutional and void. 
This decision will be cheerfully aud tally 
recognized and followed by Republican 
office-holders. It is simply absurd to 
suggest any disposition upon their part 
to question the constitutional authority 
of the judicial department to pass upon 
the constitutionality of all laws. The 
Republican party observes law, and es­
pecially respects and obeys the decisions 
of courts of justice acting within their 
proper spheres.

QUARANTINE.
PROCLAMATION BV TIIE GOVERNOR

Statk or L o u is ia n a  , > 
Executive P cp artn en t V 

New Orleans. May 23. 1J?. 1
Whkrkas, An net of the Legislature, Approved 

March l.i, 1355, entitled "An act to establish quaran­
tine for the protection of the State," provides that 
the Governor of the State shall issue Ins nroelama- 
tion, upon the advice of the Board of Eolith, de­
claring any place where there shall be reason to 
believe a jiestilent, contagious or infectious disease 
exists, to be an infected place, and stating the num­
ber of days of quarantine to be perforated by Hie 
vessels, tlieir passengers, officers and crews, coming 
from such place or places.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the provision ol 
the act atbresaid, I issue this, my proclamation, ami 
declare the places hereafter named to be infected 
places, aud that, all vessels, together with officers, 
crews and passengers, and cargoes, arriving frem 
such places, or having touched or stopped at any ot 
them shall be subject to a quarantine of not less 
than ten days, or for a longer period, as maybe eon- 
side red necessary by the Board of Health, to take 
effect from and after the FIFTH DAY OF JUNE, 
lH.ti. Any violation ef the quarantine laws, as her© 
proclaimed, will be severely punished.

The places which are hereby declared infected ao 
a.ores;.id are the following, to wit: Havana, Ma- 
tanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on the 
Island of Cuba; Port Royal and Mintegobay, on the 
Island of Jamaica; Jacinel and Port-au-Prince on 
tlie Island of San Domingo; the Islands of St. Thom­
as, Martinique and Guudaloupe; Campeaehv. in 
Yucatan; Belize, in Honduras; VeraCruz, Alvarado, 
Tampico, Matamoras and Tuspan, iu Mexico; San 
Juan, in Nicaragua; Chagres, Aspinwall and Porto 
Bello, iu Central America; Maracaibo, in Venezuela* 
Laguayra, Islam! of Trinidad, Rio de Janeiro. Para 
Cayenne, in South America, and Nassau, New Prov,- 
denco.

Given under my hand and the s-al of the State, 
this thirtieth day of May, 1370, »ud of the inde­
pendence of the L’uited States the ninety fourth.
