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THE COURTS.
1 | t  Death of General Lee— Proceeding* in 

the Eighth District Court—Address of 
Major New—Remarks of Judge DIb» 
hie—Adjournment of the Coart.

In tlie Eighth District Court yesterday 
morning Minor John H. New arose aud 
moved that the court adjourn, in respect to 
Rie memory of the late General Robert h. 
Lee. Major New spoke as follows:

Last evening the telegraphic wires were 
freighted with the saddest news that could 
be brought to the Southern people. W e 
are familiar with suffering. Our slues have 
been leaden. The very winds have been 
heavy with ilisease, anu death assails us at 
any time. But since the close of the great 
war between the two sections of our coun- 

ypo have received do sucli Irlow un this.
In the death of General Robert E. Lee, 

every man and every woman iu the land 
Will feel a personal bereavement, a crush­
ing loss ; as it were, the light of their hopes 
put out and their future irremediably dark­
ened. And not here only, hut in the North, 
there will not be a heart that does not re­
spond with admiration in the contemplation 
of a pure life—an elevated character, 
grandeur of love—singleness and purity of 
purpose, united with all the heroie qualities 
that will not beat slower in griet, as the 
tidings rearli there that he who embodied 
all these—who reflected so brilliant a lustre 
on the American name, has ceased to exist, 
And not there only, but iu Europe—nay, I 
may say in all the civilized world, there will 
be sorrow at the loss the human race has 
sustained in the death of this noble creation 
of God. For such a man proves our affinity 
to the Deity, and such a life proves the feasi­
bility of approach to the Divine Author.

In considering this affliction, personal 
differences heal—sectional prejudices pass 
out of sight; rancor and hatred engendered 
of strife and war turn to affection aud ten­
der sympathy. It is not the leader of ar­
mies, it is the leader of men; it is not the 
Southern general, it is the American soldier; 
it is the representative of the New World ; 
the noble type of what we. all admire and 
reverence, who has passed from among us.

And I do not think it inappropriate that 
the members of the bar of this city should 
add their tribute of respect to the memory 
of such a man. For wisdom in the paths 
of peace has no less marked his steps than 
valor and skill in war. His learning has 
illustrated our scholarship, as his career 1i:m 
furnished a model for the youth of all times. 
His respect for law was as profound as his 
love of country.

And the members of that profession whose 
lives are devoted to an exDosition of the 
principles of justice, can And no nobler ex­
ample, no higher personification qf all that 
is trne and just, than in the ctfaracter of 
Robert E. Lee. I, therefore, in behalf of 
the members of this bar, present the follow­
ing motion:

On motion of Mr. John H. New, attorney, 
it is ordered that ti is court do now adjourn 
in respect to the memory of Robert E. Lee. 
who died at Lexington, Virginiu, October 
12, 1870.

The judge thereupon ordered that the 
motion l>e entered.

Remarks of Judge Dibble.
Judge Dibble then made some observa­

tions appropriate to the occasion.
He remarked that it might not he im­

proper for him to say that in adjourning as 
a tribute of respect to the deceased, the pur­
pose was to honor a heroic and noble citi­
zen, who, by his bearing, had won the ad­
miration and affection of every heart in the 
land. As a public officer, representing in a 
slight degree, perhaps, those who had op­
posed the armies led by General Lee, he 
felt that this recognition of the greatness 
and goodness of the dead warrior was alto­
gether proper, while it imparted no public 
or political significance.

The judge said that the moment vividly 
recalled another hour in the history of our 
country, when a great chieftain had fallen 
by the hand of a crazed assassin. Ho re­
membered that when the sad news of the 
murder of Lincoln had reached our city 
every heart was struck with sorrow anil 
every bouse was draped in mourning, busi­
ness ceased, and the whole people met to 
express their sympathy with those who 
moaned the loss of their beloved leader.

Then, the Judge remarked, if those who 
had been the followers of Lee had thus been 
willing to pay such a tribute of respect to 
Lincoln, he felt how proper it was, holding 
his views and actuated by his sympathies, 
to pay honor to the one who had just passed 
away.

The court was then adjourned until this 
morning.

Eighth District Court.
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State ex reL Joseph Hernandez vs. Mayor 
of New Orleans et al.—In this case relator 
alleges that he holds by purchase and as­
signment two registered certificates against 
the city of New Orleans, for services ren­
dered and expenses incurred by Dr. Manuel 
Pia Avila, Coroner for the Second and Third 
Districts of the city of New Orleans—one 
certificate for $1081, entered and approved 
by the Finance Committee of the City Coun­
cil on the second of October, 1867, and the 
other for $986. Said certificates were ap­
proved and registered in pursuance of ordi­
nance No. 2975, dated August 14, 1856, for 
the purpose of enabling said Avila, by the 
sale thereof, to obtain payment of the com­
pensation due him for his services and ex- 
penses as Coroner, which the city could not 
promptly meet in consequence of the em­
barrassed state of its finances.

Relator avers that he applied to the 
Mayor and the Administrator of Finance 
anu the Administrator of Public Accounts 
to enter these eertificates on the statement 
of the floating debt required to he, made by 
the act of the Legislature of March 16, 1370, 
aud that the defendants declined to comply 
with his demand.

Relator asks a mandamus commanding 
defendants to comply with his demand.

Judge Dibble ordered that an alternative 
mandamus issue, returnable on Wednesday, 
the nineteenth of October.

The Jefferson City Improvements Case.
On Wednesday last, in the Eighth Dis­

trict Court, the great ease of H. H. Romine 
vs. J. R. West, was to be argued finally by 
Judge It. King Cutler; hut as heretofore 
stated, the case had to be continued in cou- 
tiuence qi the death of the father-in-law of 
the Assistant City Attorney, Rufus Wapleg, 
Esq. At the time of the continuance of the 
case, Mr. Cutler was not present, because, 
as we are informed, he knew the ease had 
to be continued. However, a few minutes 
after, the portly presence of R. King Cutler 
appeared, looking as rosy and amiable as 
ever, and we are glad to state that lie had 
just arrived from the parish of St. Charles, 
ttnere hr spent the entire previous week, ill; 
advocating It is client's causes before tlie 
judge and jury, and, we are informed, had 
nearly every ease, civil and criminal, in the 
District Court of the purisli, aud that he 
succeeded in acquitting all persons charged 
with crime, in the parish of St. Charles.

On the twenty-fourth instant he will con- 
conclude his argument in the great Romine 
Jefferson City improvement ease, and judg­
ing from the interest manifested iu the 
matter, there will he a large attendance of 
the citizens of Jefferson and Orleans to hear 
him.

The Chicago Republican, under its new 
management, appears reduced in size ami 
price.

JOINT RESOLUTION proposing to amend 

the Constitution of the State.
Section 1. Bo it resolved by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened. 
That at the general election next ensuing 
the passage of this resolution, the following 
article shall lie proposed to the qualified 
electors of the State as an amendment to 
the constitution of tlio State, which, when 
approved and ratified by a majority of the 
voters at said election, sliall become a part 
of the constitution, in the placo of the arti­
cle numbered ninety-nine.

Sec. 2. Be it further resolved, etc.. That 
said article shall be in words and terms as 
follows, to wit:

No pei-son shall hold any office, or shall 
be permitted to voto at any election, or to 
act as a juror, who, in due course of law, 
shall have been convicted of treason, per­
jury, forgery, bribery or other crime punish­
able by imprisonment in tbo Penitentiary, 
or who shall be under interdiction.

Sec. 3. Bo it further resolved, etc.. That 
the tickets of all persons voting upon this 
proposed amendment shall have written or 
printed tlicrcon the words, “For the 
amendment of the ninety-ninth article ot 
the constitution;'’ or. “Against the amend­
ment of the ninety-ninth article of the con­
stitution:'' and the returning officers shall 
make returns of the votes thereon in the 
same manner as is prescribed by law for re­
turns of election, and the Secretary of State 
shall promulgate the result liy publication 
throe several times in the official journal.

And if a majority of the votes cast at said 
election shall be, -‘For the amendment ot 
the ninety-ninth article of the constitution," 
then the article numbered ninety-nine, and 
reading as follows:

“Article 99. Tlie following persons shall be 
prohibited iitun voting or holding any office: 
All persons who shall have been convicted 
of treason, perjury, forgery, bribery or 
other crime punishable iu the Penitentiary, 
and persons under interdiction. All persons 
who are estopped from claiming the right of 
suffrage, by abjuring their allegiance to the 
United States government, or by notoriously 
levying war against it, or adhering to its 
enemies, giving them aid or comfort, but 
who have not expatriated themselves, nor 
have been convicted of any of the. crimes 
mentioned in the first paragraph of this 
article, are hereby restored to the said right, 
except the Allowing: Those who held office; 
civil or military, for one year or more under 
tha organization styleed ‘the Confederate 
States of America;’ those who registered 
themselves as enemies of the United States, 
those who aeteil as leaders of guerrilla 
bands during the late rebellion; those who, in 
the advocacy of treason, wrote or published 
newspaper articles or preached sermons dur­
ing the late rebellion, and those who voted 
for and signed an ordinance of secession, 
in any State. No person included in these 
exceptions shall either vote or bold office 
until he shall have relieved himself hv vol­
untarily wiiting and signing a certificate 
setting forth that he acknowledges the late 
rebellion to have been morally and politi­
cally wrong, and that he regrets any aid 
ami comfort he may have given it; and he 
shall file the certificate in the office of the 
Secretary of State, and it shall he published 
in the official journal; provided, that no per­
son who,prior to the first of January,eighteen 
hundred and sixty-eight, favored the exe­
cution of the laws ot the United States, 
popularly kuowu as the reconstruction acts 
of Congress, and openly anil actively assisted 
the loyal men of the State in their efforts to 
restore Louisiana to her position in the 
Union, sliall be held to be included among 
those herein excepted. Registrars of 
voters sliall take the oath of any such per­
son as primn facie evidence of the fact that 
he is entitled to the benefit of this 
proviso,’’ shall be stricken from tlie 
constitution, and be null and void, and the 
article herein above set forth and proposed 
as an amendment, shall be a part of the 
constitution, and shall bo published in all 
official copies of the same, in place of the 
article ninety-nine, so stricken out and de­
clared null and void.
