Internal Revenue Decision.

In a recent decision of the Acting Com-
missioner of Internal Revenue, it is held
that by the spirit of the statute (see section
four, act July 14, 1870), all instruments
mentioned in schednle B, act of June 39,
1864, under the head of “Bills of Exchange™
(inland), are e ted from stamp tax
when isaued for a sum less than one hun-
dred dollars ($100), on and after October 1,
1570.

Schedule B, above referred to, under the
head of “Bill of Exchange” (inland), pro-
vides that: “Bill of exchange (inland), draft
or order for the payment of any sum of
money not exceeding one hundred dollars,
otherwise than ataight or on demand, or
any promissory note (except bank notes
issued for circulation, and checks made and
intended to be forthwith presented, and
which shall be presented to a bank or
banker for payment), or any memorandum,
check, receipt, or other written or printed
evidence of an amount of money to be paid
on demand, or at a time designated, for
s sum not excecding one hundred dollars
($100), shall pay a stamp duty of five conts.
And for every additional bundred dollars,
or fractional part thereof. in excess of one
hundred dollars, five cents.” _

This is not to be understood as applying
to checks, drafts, or orders drawn at sight,
or on demand. The taxupon them remains
unchanged.
