And be it further enacted, That 
at each of said ports, for which ail appraiser 
of imported merchandise is not now provided 
for by law. there shall be appointed an ap­
praiser of imported merchandise, at a salary 
of throe thousand dollars per annum, and 
also such number pf weighers, gaugers, mea­
surers, and inspectors as may bo necessary 
to execute the provisions of this act. w ho 
shall receive the ordinary legal compensa­
tion of such officers.

S ec . 37. And he it further enacted. That 
any person maliciously opening, breaking, 
or entering, by any means whatever, any 
ear, vessel, vehicle, warehouse, or package 
containing any such merchandise delivered 
for transportation as aforesaid, removing, 
injuring, breaking, or defacing any look or 
seal placed, upon such ear. vessel, vehicle, 
warehouse, or package, or aiding, abetting, 
or encouraging any other person or persons 
so to remove, break, injure, or deface such 
locks or seals, or to open, break, or enter 
such car, vessel, or vehicle, with intent to 
remove or cause to lie removed unlaw­
fully, any merchandise therein, or in 
any manner to injure or defraud the 
United States: and any person re­
ceiving anv merchandise unlawfully re­
moved from any such car, vessel, or vehicle, 
knowing it to have been so unlawfully re­
moved. shall lie guilty of felony, and in ad­
dition to any penalties heretofore prescribed, 
shall, on conviction, he imprisoned not less 
than six months nor more than two years; 
and any person swearing willfully false in 
any oath prescribed in this act, or by the 
Secretary of the Treasury in pursuance of 
authority to make all needful regulations 
conferred upon him by this act. .-hall be 
guilty of willful and corrupt perjury.

Six’. 38. And lie it further enacted, That 
sections twenty-nine, thirty, thirty-one, thir­
ty-two. thirty-three, thirty-four, thirty-five, 
thirty-six. aud thirty-seven of this act shall 
take effect on the fist day of October, 
eighteen hundred anil seventy.

ARTICLE I.
Tlu* name ancl style of this corporation shall be  

‘‘Cosmopolitan Mutual Aid Life Insurance Associa­
tion, of New- Orleans.”

ARTICLE II.
Tliis Corporation shall be located and have it s  

domicil in tlie city of New Orleans. It shall exiafc 
tor a term  of twenty-five years from tbe date ot- 
th is ch arter. All legal process shall be served ok 
the* President or the acting President thereof, and 
tin* property of this Association shall at no time ex- 
ceeu the sum of three hundred thousand dollars.

ARTICLE III.
Tlu* object of this association shall be to contract 

for the* insurance ot life, to issue policies for life in ­
surance-. and to do all acts relative to that kind o t  
insurance* in accordance with the terms and pro- 
visiens hereinafte r specified. They shall have th©
