D aii-v Mortuary R eport.—Dr. S. C 

Russell, Secretary of tlie Uoaru »>f Health, 
report* that the'w hole number of sleuths 
for the twenty four hours ending at six 
o'clock Monday evenin';, were -0. Two 
died of consumption, 1 of infantile convul­
sions,’ 1 of puerperal convulsions. 1 of ile’ir:- 
b :u tremens, 1 of congestive fever. 1 of 
pernicious fever, 3 of yellow fever, 'J oi 
pneumonia and 3 were stillborn.

The Frf.e-axd-Easy R o b iie r s .—G eorge 
and Thomas Miller, John Johnson ami John 
Toole were arrested as having participated 
in  robbing Andrew Williams in a yard on 
Barracks street, near a free-aml-easy beer­
house. Toole seems to he a very bad char­
acter, and confirmed this yesterday when 
arraigned before Assistant Recorder Hoideu- 
haLn. When brought to the prisoner's 
bar he suddenly seized a chair, and. in less 
space than an instant, crashed it down, in­
tending to demolish the head of a witness 
appearing against him. h ortunatelv, the 
force was broken by the chair striking a 
railing. The officers were not long in 
dressing him up, and did it so severely that 
this Toole will not need polishing ofi for a 
month, although lie is a bully. His victim. 
Williams, is badly bruised, and out over a 
hundred dollars. Captain McCann is pur­
suing these law breakers unrelentingly. 
Toole (or Tliole), and the Millers are re­
garded as tlie principals in this ease, conse­
quently, they go to the Criminal Court.

Halt for Divorce.
W. Fervine Miller vs. John Miller, her 

husband.—In this suit, brought in the 
Fourth District Court, the fair petitioner 
represents that she was married to .John 
Miller in the City of ^ftterson, on the ninth 
of June, 18(13. She avers that ever since 
lier marriage her husband lias ill-treated 
her in the most cruel and shameful manner, 
that she bore this ill-treatment and abuse 
with the most patient resignation, in the 
hope that he would reflect on the enormity 
and recklessness of his conduct: but now 
she is under tlie painful necessity of charg­
ing that her liopt a have been painfully 
disappointed, and that the cruel treatment 
she has received is utterly insupportable, 
and renders her living with liira any longer 
highly dangerous to her life.

I’laintifi alleges that during six months 
previous to the tiling of this petition the 
pugnacious Miller, who secius to be an 
adept in the gentle science of milling, lias 
repeatedly knocked her down, and whet* 
down attempted to kill her with a certain 
incising instrument known as a knife. 
Likewise she declares that the vituperative 
John has publicly defamed her, calling her 
pet names fiiiniiiar to the purlieus of Per­
dido street, denominating her a witch and 
such like loving epithets. From these de­
monstrations on the part of her pugnacious 
husband, she declares she is afraid he will 
kill her; in other words, cut short the tread 
of her mundane existence, and thus termi­
nate their marital association.

She says that in consequence of these 
harnessing fears, she has been under the 
.necessity of seeking refuge and protection 
at the house of a friend.

Petitioner avers that at the time of her 
marriage siie owned certain real estate and 
otiit r property, which, she claims, should 
be secured to her by law. She asks tor a 
divorce, and that a domicile he assigned her 
during the pending of this suit.

Fourth District Court.
S. L. Langdon vs. New Orleans Insurance 

Association.—In this case, plaintilt avers 
that the defendants are indented to him ill 
tlie sum of $1500. He alleges that on the 
twenty-seventh of July and nineteenth of 
August. 1870, lie was the owuerof a stock 
of cigars and liquors, and the fixtures con 
tallied in the brick building, patent rooted, 
known as No. 31 Canal street, then occupied 
bv him.

He states that about the eleventh pf June 
and twenty-seventh of July last, lie was in­
sured on said property,by the defendants, 
ill the sum of $1500. The property was 
destroyed by lire, and it is alleged that the 
defendants refused to pay. Suit is brought 
for the amount of the loss, and t he phi it:tin s 
attorney ends a rather verbose petition in 
this peculiar language: *' And further,
throwing himself ill the arms of the » nm- 
trv. in asking that this case may be tried by
a jury. •

Francis Doherty was so unfortunate as to 
fall from the second story of a house, cor­
ner of W ater and Josephine streets, and 
was so badly injured internally that it. be­
came necessary to send him to the Charity 
Hospital.

Jules Dubois, John Cabre and Prosper 
Comauge, the men arrested in the act of 
stealing horses, arid said to he the highway­
men who robbed Bertrand Barras, the 
butcher, will have a hearing for the latter 
offense on the twenty-first.

John Nelson, sometimes pleasantly called 
Cochon, 4ho jumped his bond a short time 
ago, hiving been committed for robbery, 
was captuted yesterday, and it is hoped he 
will soon hear the musical voice of his 
friend Bell, in the Penitentiary.

State Superintendent 
of Public Kdueation—This is a ease, hereto 
fore reported, in which a mandamus is 
asked commanding defendant to apportion 
to the f itv  Board of School Director.- the 
stun of $4''.94t> 50. out of the tax lex ied tor 
the support ot schools, under the act of the 
.State Legislature of March 1 «>. 1 '•70.

This ease has been tip several times be­
fore. and now binges, xxe believe, upon the 
rule to dissolve the injunction sued out by 
Mr. Van Norden against Conway, in which 
the latter is restrained from interfering with 
the former. Superintendent Conway, wh > 
is ranged upon that side of the tight which 
seeks to have the school fund anoortioiled 
out among) the several ward boards, con­
tends. iu lus an-xver to the rule—

1. That Van Norden-hows no eaii-e of 
action, and alleges nothin* which would 
give rl.-e to a presumption that lv-pondt ;.t 
intended to do anything which may be inju­
rious to him.

g. That Van Norden. as Treasurer of the 
city hoard, has no standing iu court, and 
that corporations can only act in courts 
through their president.

3. That as treasurer. Van Norden is a 
subordinate officer of the corporation, sub­
ject to his, Conway’s, exclusive vi-itorial 
powpr and jurisdiction, and that he can not 
dictate to him. Conway, the manner in 
which he shall exercise* his functions, nor 
can he enjoin respondent from exercising 
said functions: and fourth, that he,

Tensns Parish Republicans.
A Republican convention, composed of [

delegates front tlie several wards ot the 
parish, met at the Courthouse, a t St. Jo ­
seph, on Thursday, the twenty-ninth ulti­
mo, for the purpose of nominating parish 
officers and members of the Legislature, to 
be voted for at the coming election.

The convention was called to order at 
noon by Hon. H. R. Steele, Chairman of the 
Parish Executive Committee, with Robert* 
Worrell, Secretary of said committee, act­
ing as secretary of the convent ion.

On motion the President appointed 
Messrs. Matthews, Pnindi*xter and Johnson 
a Committee ou Credentials.

And Messrs. Worrell. Fairfax and Thomas 
a Committee on Resolutions.

The Committee on Credentials, alter a 
short recess, reported the names ol' twenty 
duly accredited delegates.

And the Committee on lb-solutions re­
ported the foillorteu the following :

Hrtohid. I. That we. the Republican party 
of Teu-as parish, again warmly indorse tiie 
principles of the Republican party of the
United States, as published to the world by 
our National Convention of l>fi8, and as 
evinced by the passage of the fifteenth 
amendment.

2. That we approve of the resolutions adopt­
ed by the recent Republican State Conten­
tion.* New Orleans. August s. and by the 
Fifth District Convention. Delta. September 
15. 1870; and that we will never cease in 
our efforts to secure the e-raldishnient and 
maintenance of these great principles, 
pledging impartial justice and equal civil 
and political rights to all.

:i. That we heartily indorse the cmir-e of 
our chief executive, Governor Wannoth. in 
his efforts to restore peace, and to remove the 
dangerous prejudices of a larg* class of our 
citizens, believing that he has done much to 
conciliate discordant elements, without on 
dangeiing the rights of any class.

Neither candidate yet receiving a majori­
ty, a third balloting was had, resulting as 
follows: Fairfax, eleven; Stewart, nine.

Mr. Alfred Fairfax was, on motion, de­
clared unanimously nominated.

On motion it was resolved that a cam­
paign committee, consisting of one member 
from each ward, be appointed by the presi­
dent.

J Io rg an 's  Caboose.
The following, from the Terrebonne Pa­

triot, is not a very flattering account of a 
trip in a calaboose car:

We enjoyed the extreme pleasure of 
taking deck passage in one of Morgan's 
Louisiana aud Texas Railroad freight ears a 
few nights since. The caboose was terribly 
dirty, only one seaf, aud that an old bench 
about three feet long, anil this to accommo­
date gentlemen who are compelled from 
business necessity to travel with stock they 
ship over the road, and other gentlemen 
who, to make both ends meet, are compelled 
to travel at night. We started from Al­
giers at eight o'clock 1‘. M., and arrived at 
Terrebonne station, a distance of fifty-five 
miles, at half-past three o'clock the next 
morning.

A lew’ miles below Terrebonne the traiu 
stopped two and a half hours to hail out 
ditches to get water for the engine. We are 
aware that water is scarce, but why is it 
Morgan does not place a tank at Bayou des 
Alemands and another at Lafourche', there 
is always plenty of water in the bayous the 
year round.

We would say in conclusion, that we are 
imder extreme obligations to the railroad 
for their very superior accommodations, ami 
trust that Morgan himself will yet he com­
pelled to take passage in a caboose.

As yet no railroad lines have made formal 
application to the Treasury Department to 
be bonded with a view of carrying imported 
goods directly to Western ports of entry. 
So far as the Treasury Department is in­
formed, no goods have arrived at any West­
ern point designed for slupment West under 
the new law. Except where the President 
has designated one or two appraisers, these 
positions have not been filled, as the Secre­
tary does not wish to put men on duty at 
high salaries until there is something for 
them to do. He has not yet examined any 
of the papers of applicants. *
